A separate water
tap is provided for each animal or
pen of hogs ot sheep, and the car can
be washed out in a few tr.ioutts with-
out removing or in any way disturbing
the animals. If the cr be.tiiled with
horses or large cattle, animal has
a separate stU and !o a feed
or water trough, or if tre car be ti led
with bh'jep or hos the ctr is divided
into pens of fio-.- r feet q I re, !tud each
peu li3 both feed tied water trough.
The bi t'or.i of the ctr is o contt'ueted
tfat u tnro-.v- oil all waste matter
or v.utcr immediately, and it is
also nrranueil that attendants
ll tye shelter and protec! ion, and

senger car. The larger animals are
separated by partitions that are con-

nected or unhitched in a moment, and
each one is tied with a sliding ring and
chaiu, from each side of the neck, so
that the animal can raise and lower
his head with perfect freedom, but
cannot turn round. When the car is
being emptied of its living freight, as
each animal passes out, the partition
and head stall folds completely, there-

the same brutal treat meat has to be re

enacted. The animals r.re just as com
fortable as if in a clean aud well ven-

tilated barn, except that they have-n-
ot

quite so much room, but tbey can lie
down with as much ease at least as on

board ship. If, as iscla'med, any cat
tle car at present in use can be convert
ed carrying tbe same number of ani
mals to the above principle for the
small sum of $200, it U only reasonable
to suppose that railway companies will
adopt the patent on the score of econ-

omy, if for no other reason. To stock-
men of Texas this is an important ques-

tion, and were such cars in use on the
lines running to the great stock mar
kets, our shippers would each year save
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Advices from Panama indicate that
the Colombian government Is disposed
to resent, in a small sort of way, the
claim. of our government to have some
thing to say about the conduction of
an inter-ocean-ic canai. uoiomDia cer
tainly has the right to make a conces

sion for tbe construction ol tne canal
across its own territory, but even then
it is urged that the interests of Colom
bia in the scheme is not as great as
those of the United States. Prospec
tively, this country is interested hun
dreds of times more in such a canal
than the one through which it is to
pass ; and for these reasons it is claimed
the United States should prepare for
a protection of its interests,which mutt
not be as safe with the canal under the
control of an European power as other
wise.
