WOVNPS OK THE IlKAKT. It IS
generally supposed that wounds of
the heart kill immediately, uud a
correspondent has sent us a stag's
heart with the lelt auricle practical-
ly annihilated, and the upper half ot
tho left ventricle torn completely
through by a bullet, so that, three
lingers can be readily passed through
the wound into the cavity. No-
twithstanding the extent ol the in-

jury, "the stag ran about sixty yards,
the first ten yards up a hill."' The
fact is. that wounds ol the heart are
seldom immediately fatal, if ever so.
We know of no caseof absolutely

death from a wound of
the heart, in auy part or however
extensive. 1 ue experience iu the bat-
tlefield corresponds with that of the
sport sman, who never saw a deer shot
through the heart that did uot run
some distance. Wounds ot the apex
kill comparatively slower, in from
one hour upward ; aud in one case
mentioned by John Hell, iu which
the apex was completely severed
Irom the rest of the organ by a
sword cut, the man lived 12 hours.
Indeed, out of 29 collected eases of
injury to the heart, only two were
fatal within 4H hours, and in the
others death resulted iu periods g

from 4 lo days. Ilecovery
may take place 'even when the
wound Is extensive, lor a bullet has
been found imbedded iu the sub-
stance of the heart altera lapse of
six years from the date of the injury,
the patient having died ol a disease
of an organ iu no way connected
with the lesion. Some little time
elapsed before the blood wholly es-

caped from or tails to enter the cav-
ities, and the walls continue to con-
tract ami propel some of it into the
vessel for a much longer period
than is usually thought lo be the
ease. The Lancet.

While there is a furrow to be
turned ihe plow should not rest iu
tli) fall months. One sometimes
heard the most absurd objections
made, to the t fleet that farmers are
urged by agricultural writers to
work, work, ami never to bo idle,
but always tiud something to do.
Itut why uot ? A writer ou agricul-
tural subjects, if he understands his
busiucss, knows that the farm is no
play ground any more than the
workshop or the merchant's
store; he knows too, that, as
a rule, the farmer has more
leisure than any other busi-
ness man, and is too apt in his
leisurely way lo put oil' his work un-
til the last moment, uot realizing
what damage may happen through
this. And w hat has the farmer to do
but to till his farm? It is only when
one is working that he is producing,
and it is the part of wisdom to work
when there is work to be done, aud
rest w hen it is done. And fall plow-
ing is the most important work of
the seasou. Ou the majority of
farms the plowiug is done by hired
men. aud the employer certainly
does not wish to pay his laborer
fordoing nothing; aud if he is a
sensible man he knows that every
fair day's labor performed by his
workmen will yield him a prolit ou
the outlay. There are many farm
crs who recognize these tacts, and
who are industrious and paiustak-iu- g,

aud yet who might delay their
fall plowing or even put oil" the
plowing until spring, and take
their leisure just now, simply be-
cause they may not clearly

the advantages of do-
ing this work as soon as pos
sible, aud before the cold weath-
er arrives. Some explanation of
these advantages may then be of in-

terest. Few of us realize what a
vast storehouse of fertility is locked
up iu the soil. It is this very fact
that gives point to the kuowlcdgc
that by the sweat of the brow man
must earn his bread. Wc may sow,
but wc can not reap unless with
much labor wc work the soil with
plow aud harrow ami it is this very
labor that unlocks the treasures of
the soil .so that we may help our-
selves to our share.

Sheep Husbandry, with Cot
ton Seed for Winter Feed. My
experience and observation for
twenty-nve- - years nave taught me
that srood, clean cotton seed, with
what pickings the sheep can get
from Ihe fields and pastures, will
winter sheep iu as good condition
as auv food that can be given them.
and on cotton plantations this teed
is cheaper than any other known
feed. My experience dates from
1854, when 1 purchased in Kentucky
a lot of well-grade- d merino ewes,
and ted them during the wiuler
entirely on cotton seed, together
with what they could glean
iu the cotton fields; and that the
feed was sufficient I am satisfied,
from the fact that 1 never knew a
ewe to desert her lamb for want of
plenty of milk to sustain it. My
flock increased until I had about
1000 head, which was as mauy as 1

could well handie at that time. I
hud no shelter, and fed the seed on
the ground, as I had plenty, and
generally fed where I wished to
manure. About one pint of seed
twice a day is sufficient. If more
is given them they will eat too
much, and then for a day or two
they will not relish the seed so
well. I bought, since the war, a lot
of very common ewes, and have fed
them entirely on eotton seed dur-
ing the winter. It. had thirty-on- e

ewes "that dropped fifty-thr- ee

lambs, and 1 raised forty-fiv- e of
them, some of the lambs dressing
sixty pounds iu the mouth of June.
One great advantage of sheep-raisin- g

to the cotton planter is the fact
that it will enable hitn to so rapidly
and cheaply manure his fields. In-

stead of putting the cotton seed on
the land, he can feed it to his sheep
and get a profit ou them, and at the
same time enrich his lields. The
cost ol wintering sheep will vary
slightly in different seclious, as seed
sell for more near the river trans-
portation. About UK) pounds will
be sufficient for each sheep during a
very hard winter, aud one half that
amount during a mild winter. J.
H. Moore, in Journal of tint Ameri-
can Agricultural Association.
