Koerber has been very fortunate
too in securing the services of one
of the most accomplished millers in
the United States, Mr. Tom Code,
who is an adept in the production

of flour, Such facts as these
becoming known  makes it
only & question of (ime

when demand will be made upon
the Austin market for more home
made flour than these mills can sup-
ply. They must then be greatly en-
arged or others must be built. The
water power supplied by the Colo-
rado, is as the BraTEsMAN has often
betore: urged, enough to drown
many such mills as these, and we
hope that others will be speedily es-
tablished ; not necessarily flouring
niills, but cotton seed oil mills, cot-
ton and woolen mills aud manufac-
turies of all kinds. A few gen-
tlemen are now agitating the
question of  establishing a
cotton seed oil mill, and using for
it the same power that moves the
Colorado flouring mills. Why this
enterprise should not at once be in-
asugurated is strange. There is
money in oil making, and Austin
being in the midst of a great cotton
producing region,could sustain such
mills with more profit than most
places. A number of cotion mills
have been established in Texas, and
all ot them are making money,
while Dbeing forced, Dbecause
of their locations, to use steam
power. Here the water power can
te obtained at smaller expense than
smywhere in thesouthwest, and why
in a few years almost the entire cot-
ton seed oil production of Texas
should not be carried on along the
Lanks of the Colorado river,insight
ot Austin, is difficuli to understaund.
It would even pay the cotton seed
mill owuners at HHempstead and
other places to move their ma-
chinery to Austin to apply water
power. The dam at the Colora-
do Mills can be raised soas

to produce twelve or fifteen hun-
dred horse power, and another
and another dam may be con-
structed above the aity, in all
giving tive or ten thoussnd horse
power for moving machinery. That
is what the SraTEsMAN wants,
and what it has often urged; it
wants our mills enlarged and
the power used besides for
cotton seed o1l production and
for moving woolen and cotton
mills; and them it wants an-
other dam below Mount Bonne
aud another below the mouth of
Bull creek, all creating power fora
number and variety of mills, The
BTATESMAN is gratified that the re-
organization of the Colorado Mills,
under Mr. Koerber’s able manage-
ment, is awaking the people to a
sense of what may be achieved for
Austin, simply by the utilization of a
great power that nature has pro-
vided at our very doors. The Aus-
tin and Northwestern railway is
now sendiug its powerful little
engines toward the north,
to tap a rich agrioul-
tural, grazing and mineral region.

| KEEP MANUFACTORIES OUT OF
TEXAS.

Senator Coke’s late speech on the
tariff question, the personal effect of
which was the other day presented
by our Washington correspondent,
has been sent to all the papers of
the state, but few of them have had
the hardihood to even attempt its
review, The speech is something
like his annual messages, more than
any mortal, whose time does not be-
long wholly to himself, could possis
bly peruse. By a sort of relsy the
Express managed to digest part of it,
but found Juothing to commend as
new, and much to condemn as ab-
surd. Among other things the sen-
ator made a bold effort to curry
favor with the easterm capitalist,
and in deing this he placed himself
m direct oppositiou 1o the vital in-
terests of the south and of Texas.
The Express says:

“Ope of the remarkable po-
sitions takem by Coke in this
speech was that it a protec-

tion were removed it would drive
manufacturing establishments from
their present locations to where the
raw materials were produced; that
protection had built up large and
prosperous manufacturing com-
muunities the mnort and
east; and that without pro-
tection those manufascturing
establishments would have to
close their doors and be removed
to other countries where the raw
materials are produced; that their
profits would be insufficient without
protection to emnable them to pay
transportation on raw materials to
their present abiding places. This
was a dapgerous statement for a
tree-trader to imake, or, if true, it
explodes the theory of enormous
profits they claim the manufacturers
are making. If their margin of
profit is so small that the cost of
transportation of the raw materials
for a few hundred miles will erush
them out of existence, or if saved,
eépable them to continue busi-
ness, there must be a pretty strong
necessity for protection. Manufacto-
ries established where the raw ma-
terials are produced will no doubt
be most profitable, and that is why
we believe certain manufacturers
will seek the south if their business
is rendered safe by a judicious pro-
tective law ; but the experiment of
trying to drive them hither by in-
sugurating a starving out process in
the northern and eastern states is
new and unique.

While Seonator Coke may bea
statesman (we will not quarrel about
the title, for such things are cheap
now-a-days) we do not think he
showed much astuteness as a
politician, if his speech was
really intended as an argument in
favor of free trade and to impress
the senate that the protective tariff
should be repealed, and not as a foil
among the Texas grangers to Gov-
ernor Roberts’ renowned assertion
that the plow is the beginning and
eud of civilization, or words to that
effect. It Coke really desired to
have free trade established in the
United States, it seems to us he
took the poorest way in the world
to establish it. The west and south
are weak numerically and by rep-
resentation in cCongress, as com-
pared to the north and east, and
without their consent we can
accomplish mnothing in the way
of national legislation; yet
Mr, Coke does mnot hesitate
to stand on the floor of the senate
and tell that mighty and controlling
power, “Pass my mesasure, remove
the tariff, and your property will be
ruined, your mills will be left idle
and your capitalists will be driven
to other sections of the country.”
He said, to guote him literally:
“The protective tariff slone has
enabled the New England states to
draw our raw materials to their
factories. Take that away, and the
factories and workshops will have
to remove Lo the raw materials.” It
Coke expects the northern and east-
ern representatives to believe him,
he certainly must expect them to
vote solidly sgainst what he ad-
voocates,

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ART FOR THE HOUSEHOLD.

Every Day Esthetics for Every-
body’'s Use—Common Sense in
Domestic Decoration—Geod
Taste at Home—House=
wives and Help—

And a Savery
Receipt or
Two.

While the revival of art in the
sense of & return to knee-preeches
and ancient costumes will doubtless
fail to commend itself to the com-
mon sense of the age, people of taste
will find many hinis and sogges-
tions tor practical use in the move-
ment of which Mr. Wilde regards
himself the exponent. Art may not
be the highest form of happiness,
and yet there can be vo doubt that
beauty adds to human enjoyment
in everything, and that it msv be
made to contribute essentially to
the comfort and pleasure of almost
every phase of our daily lives.
The time will probably never arrive
in this world when men and women
can deal only with art subjects, or
employ themselves merely in the
contemplation of objects which do
not offend or grate upon delicate
susceptibilities. But to a certain ex-
tent we can follow out the ssthetic
principle. Even in depariments of
effort where it might seem incom-
patible and impracticable, and in
the place to which the English heart
has always done greatest reverence,
and*which we call by the almost sa-
cred title home, it is possible to de
velop the theory of the beautiful in
a practical way to an slmost un-
limiled extent. Decorative art so-
cieties in general have already done
much in this direction, and their
field of usetulnesss and influence 1s
widening and may be widened al-
most indefinitely. Still one need
not go to a decorsative art school,
though such schools will help even
the ablest pupils to learn some
of the simpler secrets of house beau-
tification and decoration. It is not
every one who can afford to paint
pretty china orpaments, or werk
embroidered hangings or deal in
plaques and pretty knick-knacks,and
with all deference to our schools of
household art, there would seem to
be too much tendency on their part
to make domestic decoration too
expensive for the ordinary rum ot
people.

The rich cam buy their art at so
much & yard, as they buy their silk,
and can purchase beauty as the
poorer classes purchase beans ; but
the great majority of humanity
must depend to a large extent upon
their own skill and contrivance for
their little articles of vertu, and
must supplement slim purses with
clever ingenuity. It is surprising
how far good taste will gp in such
matters as these, and how much it

will accomplish towards relieving
fhe harshness and barrenness
of a straightened household.

Specifications are unnecessary and
useless, for female instinet of good
taste in such things is generally the
best guide ; but those who have not
looked into the subject would be
astonished to learn how even the
simplest articles of household use
may be made toake on an aspect
of attractiveness, if not of positive
loveliness, under a careful, skiliful
hand. A flour barrel or a candle
box might seem impossible subjects
for msthetic treatment, sud yet we
have seen them transformed into
things of positive beauty, as well as
of unguestionable use, by a thrifty
and eclever housewife. bo with al-
most everything in the modern
house, which, under the tendency of
practical art renaissance, is growing
into something less of the old-time
castle of which our English fore-
fathers boasted, and into something
more of & home,

For the most part out of doors
and in the hard conflicts of business
Iife art may find it difficult to main-
tain itself, but in the home it may
find a eongenial soil where it can be
cultivated even in the slightest de-
tails, and may flourish without let
or hindrance, brightening and beau-
tifyiug even the humblest habita-
tions, There ig no telling how great
is the moral and physical effect of a
bright and cheertul home, where
everything iz done not only reg-
ularly and in order, but where good
taste suffices the lack of the almighty
dollar., Even the humblest fare, the
dinner of herbs,” becomes more at-
tractive when the dining room is
sweet and cleanly, and where the
dinuer service and viands are ar-
rauged with some regard to the in-
tellectual as well as the physical
cravings — not merely domping
upon the table in Saxon confusion,
as it one were giving the stock their
midday meal.

Speaking of dinners suggests the
importance of art, not exactly of
that sublimated sort which is
taught by sunflower apostles, iu the
preparation of what we eat and
drisk. And inreaching this end
those housekeepers who cannot
cook (and more the pity there
should be any who caw’t) must de-
pend upon securing efficient and
wrustworthy help; for aiter all is
said and donu,hand decorative art
has sccomplished ity best, what is
howe without a good cook? The
servant girl problem 15 one of the
great live issues of the dJay for the
female head of the house, and vari-
ous are the ways in which wives and
mothers seek to solve it. Some
housekeepers have a predilection
for this nationality and others for

that, in selecting their domestic as-
sistants, bat it is :urc::f possible
to lay down any geuneral rule for

their own which is rarely found in
purely English houses, vet which
certainly co es tavorably with
the lrish stew, which every ordinary
housebold tolerates. Cofk-a-leckie
i, however, not exactly within
reach of every' economical house-
keeper by reason of the fowl that is
in it, but still, on a cold, bleak win-
ter's day there are charms in cock-a-
leekie which repay the expenditure.
A large capon and a couple of
bunches of ieeks are the essentials,
to which good, strong stock, well
seasoned, is the accompaniment.
Long stewing will reduce the capon
to a stale of tenderness; then it
shiould be taken out of the pot, cut
up into small pieces, placed on a
deep dish, and the soup, first thick-
ened with a little flonr, be poured
over it.
Salads are mot ounly appetizing
dishes, but in midwinter often have
medical properties as well. A good
housekeeper, ater thorough study of
the ealad question, has come to the
conclusion that the success of salads
comes not o0 much from the virtue
of the receipt, as ‘rom the inspira-
tion of the moment ; or, in her own
language, that “a salad, to be a
credit to its maker, has to be in-
vented each time” Here, however,
is a receipt which comes from a
good authority in such matters, and
which we give for what it is worth:
“After the light green and whit-
ish inside leaves of a head of lettuce
(which are alowe fit for usc) have
been washed with the most careful
touch, put in a colauder and kept on
ice for a couple of hours
(which gives them a desirable
crisppess ) they should be ar-
ranged in a large salad bowl just
beiore dinner and put in a cool
piace until wanted. The dressing,
to render the salad perfect, should
not come in contact with the lettuce,
or any other kind of greens which
may be used either in combination
with it or by themselves, until the
time for serving arrives, when the
host or hostess may show how, with
a few touches, a most refreshing and
delicious salad is prepared. To say
just how to proportion the dressing
is adifficult matter. The qantities
ofsalt, pepper, vinegar and oil to a
head of lettuce depend entirely upon
the size of the latter, which is
never the samé. For a medium
sized oune there should be a half
a teaspoonful of salt, half that
amount of pepper, half a salad
spoonful of vinegar, and two salad
spoonfulls of the best olive oil
ut what has been said before must
be repeated, that success depends
more upon a certain feeling for the
right proportion than on any rules.
Another dressing approved by
some persons consists of part lemon
juce instead of all vinegar, to which
add a saltspoonful of mushroom
catsup. These three ingredients
mix before hand and put into a
cruet, to be used when dressing the
salad at the dinner table.”

The Culitivation ot the Vine and
Manufacture of Wine in
Westorn Texas,

San Antoulo Express.)

Yestarday afternoon a reporier of
the Express met Mr. C. H. Gibby,
who for many years has been an
manufacturer of wine in southern
California, and who visits this ecity
for the sole purpose of finding out
whether wine can be manufactured
equally well here as in California.

“What is your opinion of western
Texas for the culture of the vine ?”
asked the reporter.

_“I have only visited a few coun-
ties as yet, bnt from what 1 have
seen aud heard, [ am of the opinion
that there is no state in the Union
better adapted for this purpose.
The dry portions of this state is just
the thing for the Pico grape, and
with a few posts to keep up the
vines, large vineyards could be &ne-
cessfully operated at but a trifling
cost, and small outlay of capital.”
“Have you sven auy of the native
wine ¥

“Yes, I have drauk several glassos.
It is far richer than our California
wine, more piquant and of a betier
flavor. The color is of & rich red.
and there is no necessity of using
ox-blood, aud logwood, as we are
obliged to do.”

“Well, do yon intend to locate
here 7

“Yee, if I can find a suitable lo-
cality at a reasonable price. Several
gentlemen in Sucramento will join
me, and if all turns out as I expeet
it will, you will not be obligerto
send abroad for your wine as you
now do.”

The Mahogany Treoc.

Full-grown, the mahogany tree is
one of the monarchs of tropical
Ameriea. [ts vast trunk agnd mas-
sive arms, rising to a lofty height
and spreading with graceful uweof:
over iminense spaces, covered with
beautiful feliage; bright, glossy,
light and airy, clinging so long to
the spray as to make it almost an
evergreen, present & rare combina-
tion of loveliness and grandeur,
The leaves sre very small, delicate
aud polished like those of the laurel.
The flowers are small and white
or greenish yellow. The mahogany
lumbermen, having selected a tree,
surround it with a platform about
twelve feet above the ground, and
cut it above the platform. Some
dozen or fifteen feet of the largest
part of the trunk are thus lost ; yet
a single log not unfrequently
weighs from six or seven to fifteen
tons, and somelimes measures as
much as seventeen feet in length
and four and a half to five feet in
diameter, one tree furnishing two,
three or four such logs. Bome trees
Lave yielded 12,000 superficial feel.

The rapid disappearance of mu-
filated coins is & matter attracting
some notiee, and is accountad for in
various ways. In the first place,
when they began to be refused there
was no longer any profit in punch-
ing and clipping off coins, and so
that industry ceased. In the next
place, in ordor that such mutilated
coins might be more readily with~
drawn from circulation, the super-
intendents of the coining miuts were
authorized to purchase them in sums
of $8 and upwards at the rate
of $1 per ounce of standard
silver coutsined therein. In the
third place, their disappearance has
been still further hastened by notices
which have been conspicuously
posted in different cities, giving
schedule of prices for them very
much below their mint walue.
These mnotices, although doubtless
the work of speculators, inspire the
people with a willingness to part
with mutilated coins at a heavy dis-
count, and make the business of
buying them up quite profitable,
As a result of tﬂeu several influ-
ences, the coins are rapidly disap-
pearing from our circulation alto-
gether,

Les Mondes reports that Mr. Du-
fourcet has in the exposed court of
his house, two bars ef iron planted
in the earth, to each of which is
fixed s eonductor of coated wire
terminating in a telephone receiver.
