NEW COrTON MOVEMENT,

A howl is being raised in certain
quarters against a new feature in
the cotton trade. It appears that
sgents of European manufacturers
are in Texas in force, buying for the
mills, snd that bills of lading are
given from interior cities and towns
direct to Liverpool or Bremen, with-
out deflay at seaport. The cotton
thus bought is shipped to Galves.
ton, but, without going into store
there, is transferred directly on
bosard vessels in the harbor and car-
ried ubroad. Asan evidence of how
rapidly this practice is gaining
ground, it is stated that the town

of Henderson, which last year
shipped 32,000 bales, 20,000
of which went to Galveston

factors, will, this vear, ship 25,000 to
80,000 bales, only 15 per cent of
which will reach the factors; all the
rest through Galvestou direct to
Europe. The spinners’ ageuts pay
a higher price for it than the factors
can afford to give. The same thing
is to be seen at New Orleans, snd
thoe papers, alarmed at what
it must resglt in, are ecalling
upon the merchants to take mess-
uras to bold a trade which threat-
ens escape. The ZTimes-Democral
says : “Theshipment of cotioun direct
from the luterior 10 vessols loading
at our wharves, thus converting New
Orleans into a mere way orshipping
station, deriving little, if any, benefit
from compressing or handling the
gtaple, 1s u teature of the cotton bus
iness this vear which threatens to
grow more aud more general.”

The
St. Louia Republican commenting up-
ou these new features in cotton trade
save: “These charges are so burden
some it is a wonder measures were
not adopted to evade them long ago.
One thing scems certain: either the
methods ol doing ovusiness, particu-
larly the cotton business, in our
southern citles must be considerably
simplified and cheapened, or this
trade will become a direct exchange
belween planters and spinvers, aud
the factors will be left without a
vocation.”

THE NEW PRESS sSERVICE.

Jay Gould failed to get control of
the New York associated press, and
atraightway it is understood he put
his fiuger into the Western, and now
it is proposed to give the New York
a lively tussle. The splendid tele-
graphic service we have been get.
ting for the last ten days is a resuit
of this movement, and we hope it 1s
to mature iu permarvcnt benefits
to the press ol the entire coun-
try. The competition will
make both the New York and the
Western zealous in gathering news,
Says a New York letter writer:

I gave two weeks ago a statement
of the assoeiated press conflict in
New York, which has been verified
rather earlier than I expected, by the
sundering of the relations between
the New York associated press and
the Western association. It is rafher
surprising to see the western papers
tumbling into an arrangement which
is so much aided and abetted by
Gould, | am not yet certain that
there will really be anv serious
breach belween the New York pa-
pers and the western papors, but it
certainly ‘does look like it. The
western people are spending a good
deal of money uselessly, uniess they
mean tostick totheir guus. ButJay
Gould, as president of the Western
Union, gives themn more favorable
rates than Lhe eastern papers evjoy,
and they in tarn agree 1o dend their
matter only by the Western Union
lines. This the New York and east-
ern papers will not conseut 1o
do, and this forms one of tbe
ressons why Gould has beeu so
anxious to break up the New York
associated press. Apother great
reason for that wish, of course, ie
the determined hostility of such pa-
feru as ihe Heraid, Sun and Times
{e is worried by them, althongh he
pretends uot to know anythiong
sbout it. The western papers are
going to work to collect all the news

it they svceecd in doiug it better
than the New York association can
do it, why perhaps they will be able
to supply the whole country.

The New York associated press
claimed a special franchise over the
wires of the Western Unlion, and
though repeated efforts have been
muade by Texas papers to deal wiih
the Western assoclate press the New
York press has prevented any trans-
mission of news over these wires,
Gould obtsined a controlling inter-
est in the Western Union,and now
if he has really made terms wih
the Western sssociated press the
Texas newspapers will soon be
served entirely by the Western
press, which gathers news better
suited to Texas than that which is
gathered in the east, The news
association ot editors of leading
daily papers in Texas, referred
to a few days ago, moves n Lhe
direction of securing permauently
the western report. An organ-
fzation of this npature was ef-
fectod three years ago, and satis-
wero ugreed vpon with the western

press when the New York company
threatened to emnjoin and thus
stopped the proposed service. The
eompauy chartered three years ago
18 the one now operating, and nego-
tintions pending, it s hoped, will
soon be definitely settled. Jo the
mueantime the STATESMAN geots botb
the New York and the Western re-
poris.
