of tho enormous limbs thrown across
tho yard, and the busy workmen cov-

ering them with innumerable pieces ol

wood that reproduce all tho contour:
and lilies remind one of tho
scene of (iiilliver at Lilipiit. Tho men
look like tiny dwarfs endeavoring to
bind a giant. And if by a miracle that

great hand could become alive and

simply open its closed lingers, nil that
solid wood-wor- k would fly in splinters,
and Iho immense scaffolding itself would
como down like a castle of cards.

Tho first model was enlarged four
times. Then it was cut into slices, ami
Ihese slices are taken one after tho oth-

er anil again enlarged to four times
their original size, and (bus tho dimen-

sions of tho colossal sttituo are obtained.
At present the workmen tiro engaged
upon the porlion that forms the chest.
Tho model of it can bo seen in the shed.
It looks like a little hill, over which (lie
men are constantly crossing. When
tho draught or model of a portion is

made, impression are taken of it. lu
order to do this it is necessary to gathet
together hundreds of little plaaks, cut
precisely upon the outlines of Iho model,
and in this way a woman mold is ob-

tained, nnd is divided into as many
fragments as are necessary. I'pon
these fragments the copper is cut and
hammered until it copies the precise
forms. Then Chinese gongs would not
make a greater noise than is mado all
day long in tho corner of tho shed
where the copper is hammered, nnd tub.

continuous and deafening noise eoiilrib-ute- s

not a little to the strange impres-
sion that due gets from the visit.

When the shaping of a picco of the

copper is completed it becomes a part
of the statue, and there is nothing fur-

ther to do with it except to put it 111 ill
place. Just now they are engaged in

Iho work of finishing tho left hand.
The nail on the first linger would make
a good-size- d shield. Tlie top of the
(iiitror would make a helmet for the
largest head, and, in default of a better
cuirass, William tho Conqueror, who
passed for the biggest man of Ms time,
mignt easily got into one of the
phalanges.

In six months tho whole work will
bo finished. Thcro remain only the
chest and left arm to complete. The
head, which is large enough to conlaiu
forty people, has already been exhibit
ed, in 187b', and (he right hand hai
just come back from America, where it
was sent to give some little idea of the

great size of the statue. After the
l'arisians have had ample time to ad-

mire the work it will bo taken down
and sent to New Vors in more than
three hundred pieces.
