Were it not
that, while we have railroads and every
civilized aid, the East Indian has none
of these, our wheat would sell in the
world's markets for fifty or sixty cents
a bushel, because of tho execss-v- com-
petition! and the American farmer
would have wo .vrre abut to write, to
starve; but he would xvoid tiat, no
doubt, by turning- his attention to tho
removal ot all his tiudtns. of which
weeds arc tho chief, addirc to his labor
and reducing his crops. When India
is provided with railroadsand its wheat
and corn fix the price of tlcso products
here the American farniciwjll have to
line a way to get rid uf lis abtndant
a'J costly weeds, and It night lie well

The Best iBcsbater.

Considerable interest has bcea excited
la the last two or three years on the
subject of incubators, and those inter-
ested have been feeling around in the
dirk, as it were, in trying to strike
some method by which chickens could
be hatched surely and without trouble.
This is somewhat like the Toyal road
to wealth." Tho royal road to wealth
has not been as jot found without 0

some trouble on the road.
The same is true in regard to hatching
chickens. Even if tho most perfect

was procured, it will bo found
necessary to attend Jo it every day, and
what with turning of eggs and renew-
ing of oil and keeping an even temper-
ature, the incubators have not made as
many friend as wc at first thought
they would.

The best incubator we ever found was
the hen herself. Sbe has been bred to
the business, and after she once makes
up her mind to go at it she has no other
business on hanl. Tie di'ticulty gen-
erally experienced is that two hens or
more wisn to go into the same business
on tho same spot, and in their strugglo
for the mastrtry the stock Is generally
ruined. It ij, to say the least, annoy-
ing, after t hens have s juandercd
thrco weeks to see them bring off ono
chicken between them. The question
then arises how can you prevent more
than one hen sitting on a nest at a
time? We remember fifteen years ago
or 60 of seeing a patent nest with a door
In front like a triangle, which, when
tho hen went in onto the nest, closed
after her. preventing others coming in.
and still leaving her free to go out; but
this brilliant device lias not met with
the success that tho pa'cntee thought it
would when it was first batched out.
People etill go on in the old way, let-

ting their hen3 sit where they have a
mind to. Somo years ago wc practiced
this method ourselves, with tho'rc-ul- l of
only about a half dozen chi.-ken- s bciDg
hatched in the entire season, although
there were more hens that engaged in
doing their best at it. Breeders Jour-
nal.

.rcrspiratlon.
Many of tho diseases of horses and

cattle are caused by suppressed or
checked perspiration, tho various ap-
pearances they assume depending jtr-hap- s,

in a great measure, upon the sud-
denness with which the discharge is
stopped and the state of the animal at
time it takes place. Thus, if a horse,
after being heated and made to sweat
by exercise and then allowed to stand
still, be exposed to a cold wind or rain,
a fever, or inflammation of some inter-
nal organ will probably be --the conse-
quence, and the disease thus produced
will be still more sq: wus if the horse's
exenrse has been such as to produce
considerable fatigne. If oa the other
band a cold current of air be admitted
to a horse's body, as hc stands in a sta-
ble, it will o.tcn cnuso a catarrh or
cold. Cattle often suffer from being kept
in cold, bleak situat'ons, particularly in
tho early part of spring. In this ca,o
tho suppression of the pcrspiiation is
more gradual, and the diseases which
resi-.l-t irom it are sooner in tucir prog-
ress, consc.uently more insidious in
bcir nature; and it ottcn &apcus mat
tic animal is left in the samo coM
siuation until the disease is incurable.
Itsecms probable that in these cases
th perspiring vessels gradually lose
thfr power, and that at length a total
ana permanent suppression of that
ncccary discharge takes place; hence
arisesconsumption. decayed liver, mes-
enteric obstructions and various other
comphtnts. How necessary, therefore,
it is to irovide sheltered situations for
stock. Persons using horses shonld ex-

ercise nore judgment than they most
generaly do with reference to the caro
of aninls, especially horses. Much
trouble, expense and t heavy
losses mar be avoided by pruaence. caro
and the ccercise of common humanity.

These pastun fields,
too, are allowed to go on producng
noxious wced-- i or a series of years
without an effortbeing made to get rid
of them by the strcst mode known to
the observant farner trcqucnt cultiva-
tion. Then, agah, wc see the samo
proportion of wetls in many fields
Irom wtiicti tne catlc hay is to oc cat.
and this is done yetr aftr year just as
though cows and Oder cattle would cat
the weeds any more readily dry than
green. It is as apptrcnt as the sun at
noonday that to whitcver extent wods
are allowed to grow just to that extent
is the land wasted n fact, worse thai
wasted. .N'ow. that this can be avoided
is clear; and that it an be profitably
avoided, in most ca-- , sca-ce- ly admits
of a doubt. And whit is true of the
pasture liolds is tic same where tho
bcrbago is left to 'jceome hay. Tho
gooil. clean field is tho exception. Not
only the ox-cy- o daisy, bnt sorrel and
plantain, antf aitcra'of various kinds,
which cattlo cans no more for when dry
than when gre. contitute the bulk of
