houses In most a it is best that
they make such selection for their health
and comfort; but as soon as the leaves
fall or the driving cold storms of au-

tumn sweep through the open sheds it
is time to get thm into their warm win-
ter hon-c- s. Tli-- first step toward pre-
paring to winter the stock, is to see that
the poultry houses are all perfectly
clean.

Without sueh precautions hen mites
are sure to r.fliiet the stock. Some peo-
ple call thee pests lice bnt they arc of
the mite family: arc nocturnal, like bed-f- a

Jgs leaving the birds and taking to
pe-c-hes or woodwork of any kind in
daytime.

l"h. next tiling Is to see that the fowls
har: a dutbath to keep their bodies
fre, from lice, as thee breed and keep
on the fowls. The only way to keep or
get rid of them is to keep a good bath
of sand and ashes wood ashes when
they can be procured and the birds arc
only too glad to do their part to cleanse
themselves.

There are many kinds of lice oa
fowls some living entirely on the feaih-i- r;

others oa the bodies. Some keep
about the heads; others onlv appear
when dirt accumulates about the bodies

When a fowl get-- sick these parasites
increase rapidly, principally because the
bird relaxes that acivity which is nec-
essary to keep itself clean. The dust
bath should be close tr a low window,
so that the sun will shine directly upon
it A box. sunk till its edges are level
with the floor, will tc "apt the fowls bet-
tor than one en the floor, as some fowls
will not use it in that position. X Y.

4nafl It or Shall It Xot De trained TU-fo- re

It la OSered Far Sale?
For some time wa have be?n industri-

ously seeking information to confirm
previous knowledge about wool, its
growth, terms used by breeders and
dealers ideas about condition, what is
desirable and what is undesirable
Wc have stumbled on many things
which have suqirised us not a little aad
among other things that some dealers
advocate the clipping of ail wool un-

washed, and so marketing it claiming
that it will keep better in that condi-
tion than when washed. Another firm
touches upon this subject in its cir-
cular not endorsing these views but
would rather educate buyers up to a
higher standard.

The facts are abont as follows: All
Anstratiau wool comes to this market
"greasy," that is entirely unwashed in
any way. The fine Australian wools
wliich are all skirted when clipped will
average in shrinkage from fifty-tw- o to
fifty-si- x per ccat In Australian
"cross breds which will range in
American terms, or rather Philadelphia
terms from common to three-eight-hs

blood, the shrinkage will be about ten
per cent less than the fine wools

Domestic wools." which include Ohio.
Pennsylvania and West Virginia, are
always washed, and shrink from fifty
to fifty-si- x per cent, but then there is
the difference between careful washers
and careless washers and also the fact
that some growers will clip immediately
after washing, while others, for various
reasons will not clip until the wool
gains weight again from Jhc sccrctio is
of animal grease and other causes. The
original wool-growi- States are the
only ones which adhere rigidly to the
long-tim- e custom of washing sheep: the
Territories and newer States, such as
California. Texas Montana, ete. clip
their shep nnwadicd ami so market
their wooL Now. if all climates, soil,
and pasturage were alike, there would
lie no dillicnlty in this matter, and to
the buyer it would be plain sailing. II
we examine into this matter further wc
shall find where the difficulty occurs
It will be seen above that Anstial'an
unwashed wool and domestic washed
wool shrink about the same. Of coarse
Australian wool is skirted, while
domestic is not Australian shrink:
more from the natural grease and yolk
in the fleece, while the greatest loss in
domestic wool comes from the shriek-ag-e

in the skirtings of foreign sub-

stances
Our readers will please bear in mind

the above while wc examine into other
wools. Texas and California wools foi
instance which are clipped unwashed,
and in that state reach our market will
.shrink from sixty to eighty per cent in
scouring: tine Texas will shrink about
two-thir- and it is the same with Cal-

ifornia- The investigator would
naturally inquire why should Texas
unwashed shrink sixty-si- x per cent,
while Australian unwa.-he- d shrinks
fifty-fo- ur per cent, the 1: tier being the
mo'st sightly wooL while the other is
the most unsightly? In the one ca-- e

only the animal grease and yolk Is
found, while the other is full of dirt and
dust caused by broken sod oa the
pasture, which combiaed with the nat-
ural nil in the wool, makes anything
but a pleasing composition. As we haw
neither yen to Texas California, nor
Australia wc can not explain why this
is so except that in some tcrritorie
bunch grass and bare ground prevail,
while in others the soil L more compact
With the state of things existing as de-
fined above, it will readily be seen that
the smartest wool buyer'is he who is
the bet judge of shrinkages,
and, as this Is one of the senes it is a
natural gift just as that of music or an
iatuitive knowledge of colors. It is
tills knowledge w hich raises the good
buvcr above the poor one

The good buyer in a driving season will
not waste time with the grower whois
undecided upoa the value of his clip.
Oh. no, the day is too short; he will

rapidly along and pick up thr
clips that be Is at a glance satisfied
with, aad leave the doubtful oacsto the
other fellow with whom nature has not
dealt so kindly. Now. if all wool-we- re

washed, and wahed precisely
alike, the occupation of the skillful
buyer would, in a measure, be gone
for the reason that shrinkages would
be brouiht within a very narrow cir
cuit Some of our wcol dealers think
that the time will come iu this cou-itr-

when all the wool will be sold scoured.
We have our doubts abont this and
serious doubts, too, for with most of
the wool that is offered scoured there is
st!II an estimate of shrinkage to be
madeaad there is still an actual shrink-
age There is no reason why scouring
mills should not do better than the best
woollen mill-- , could do, but they doa't
as far as our experience gees

As the only baiis of purchasing wool
can be on its net product it can be
readily seen that Ike science of estimat-
ing wool at sight Is the
question for wool dealers and wonl niaa-nfactur- rs

who buy their own wool.
