Tbo first intlmalloa ot the killing was
the arrival of a farmer's wagon abJsstt
ono o'clock In tho morning, containing
the dead bodies ot tbe notorious' outlaws,
Jim and Pink Lee. Tha story of the kill-lu- g

Is brief. F.vcr since thri brutal mas-

sacre ot the two Roff brothers and their
companions In the Indian Territory In
April last, the authorities have been
scouring tbo country In search ot Jlra
Lee, the leader of the lerrlblo Lee gang.
Innumerable rewards have been offered
for the capture, dead or alive, of .Jim and
Pink Lee. Tbo total rewards reached
07,000. Tho rewards drow a host ot de-

tectives to this part ot tho country. As
many as forty Northern and Kosternde-tectlvc- s

have visited this region la the hope
of bagging the big reward. It remained
for a Texan named Heck Thomas, of
1'orth Worth, to vanquish tha ontla
Thomas learned through some unknown
means, that tbe Leo brothers were lu
tho vicinity of Harris Township, near
the villsge of Dexter,, living under" as
sumed names. Taking with hlui two
trusty and btave companions named
Jim Tujlor and Jim Settles, both of
Cook County, he started out Mondav
morning In teaicn of his human
game. Each officer carried ono sixteen
repeating Winchester, wltb an extru one
slung on his saddle. Their sldd arms
were two fortr-fou- r calibre Colts, ami a
Disk of whisky. Tbe Lee brothers wero
well known to cacn ol mo inree onicera.

After ildlng about ten b6nrs and visit-
ing numerous ranches, showing; photo-
graphs of tbe Lees, the officers finally
lcttncd their exact location, and' reached
tho John Washington pltco at four
o'clock la tho afternoon. Thomas soon
spied tbo two outlaws, who were at that
moment encaged In cutting John Wash-luatnn- 's

pasture fence. The tlirep ofll-ce-

roilo up wltbln fitly yards ot tbo
nut'aws before the latter discovered
them. Tbry dismounted and Thomas
called on them to surrender. Taken
unawares though they were, tbe outlaws
answered with ihelr revolvers, whed the
detectives opened dro with tbelr deadly
Winchesters. As tbo detectives raised, to
fire both of tho l.cc., by Jim's orders',
laid fist ou tha ground. Pink Lee was
struck at the His fire, and writhed auoat
the around, croanlns plteously. Until the)

next volley pot an end to bb sufferings.
Jim Leo returned tbelr fire very rapidly,
although bo bad a bullet in his Beck.
Alter emptying his own revolver,
Jim crawled Over to where hie
dead brother lay and, grsptg
pink's weapon, ho emptied it alo
at the officers. About forty shots were
fired at Jim before be ccjaed to move,
lut strangely only two shots were fatal.

A farmer's waoa was- - procured and
the officers threw tbe bodies on pllo ot
straw and started for this city. Tbe,
Coroner's inquest was held yesterday
sf ternoon, and the bodfes were identified,
so as to securo tb large rewards to
Thomas and bis two nsilstauts. The
entire population ot Gainesville tnroed
out to view tbe bodies ot the two no-

torious outlaws, which are still lying la
tbe Court House.

Perhaps no band of criminals In the
United Stales ever did suc'i bloody work
lu so btlef a period as tho Lee gang,
bca led by Jim and Bill and Pink Lee.
Within two years from tbo first of last
May forty-tw- o human lives wero taken by
ihls band ot cuttle and hotso thieves.
Their principal rendezvous was l),lawaro
Bcnd.ln this county, Just serosa from tho
Indian Territory Thcr stole thousands
ol cattle and drovo thorn Into tbe Indian
Territory.

BUI Leo was captured In May last,
with three other membors ot tbe gsBg,
and has been taken to Fort Smith, Ark.,
to stood trial for tbe murr of tho
two Roff brothers and DoQty United)
States Marahil In tio CLlckasiw Na-Ho-n.

At Iho ttrns when Bill and tho
btelns were captured thov cine
near being lynched by tbo citizens ef
bherman, Tex., where they weru .8rt
taken. It Is that tbe pike:
wembers ot the notorious gang have
lett the country. Thus ends one' of th?
bloodiest chapters In Tens froatter
