Other dlsewe
germs multiply, so far as we know,
almost cxclutlvcly outside lt living
body, and produce thor effects ar. roan
not by growing within hlra, but by poi-
soning him with tkelr products, as com-
mon yeast may be said to be the cause of
delirium tremens through tho agency
of the alcohol which it produces. Ma-
laria Is a typo of this class.

A third Kind multiply both within nnd
without the living body, nnd somo ol
thuso appear to especially mt'.fp!y nnd
flourish in human excrota. At yet w
know very htt!e of tho life htst-jr- of
tiime disease germs, or ns to how they
produce their effects: we are not oven
certain as to whether they are distinct
separate speoles or whether they may
no't be some of the common micro-
organisms whi.-- by overfeeding or
olherwi-- have become abuormal, mi-
croscopic monsters as It were, produc-
ing evil insleid of good.

a mass of excreta, as In a cesi-poo- l,

thev may under certain conditions
multiply very rapidly nnd render the
who'e matt of .tilth Infectious, so that
any portion of t will bo capable of
convoking tho disease.

Their action Is closely analogous to
that of yon t and tho diseases which
are supposed to be due to sueli aoilon
aro known as the zyrastlo or ferment
diseases.
