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The manner in which tho case

of Morgan versus the Cherokee
nation was dis'poxed of at tho late
term of the circuit court at Table-qua- h

deserves some notice Tho
suit was instituted upon tho act
entitled, "Liability of tho Choro-ke- o

nation to her own citizens,"
to rocovcr damages sustained by
Mr. Morgan in tho scituro and
sale of a lot of walnut logs by tho
sheriff of Tahlequnh district under
"An act in relation to walnut logs
seized by executive authority,"
approved Deccmbor 16, 1881. Tho
court dismissed the suit on tho
grounds that ho had no jurisdiction
of tho caso, becauso it properly
belonged to the court designated
in tho act in relation to walnut
logs seized. Further, that tho
plaintiff had forfeited his right to
complain, in neglecting or refusing
to avail himself of tho remedy
provided in the act that is, to do
somo tall swearing that tho logs
wero cut for his own uso which ho
must specify, and not in violation
of law. This becauso thero was
no violation if tho seizure of tho
logs by oxecutivo authority was not
an usurpation of power that belong-
ed to somo other officer. Ho
must also furnish, when his case
came beforo tho district court,
evidenco in support of what he is
required to swear, beforo ho is
permitted to sue for his property.
To prove something in relation to
an act performed before tho law
was mado requiring such proof.
Tho law has the appearance of
being tho product of somo muddled
solon who in his anxiety to cover
every circumstanco tho caso de-

manded, exacted moro than tho
constitution fully warranto. Tho
law in force prior to tho seizure of
tho logs mentioned in section ono,
of tho "Act in relation to walnut
logs seized by executive authority"
forbids tho salo of lumber or
timber to s, and makes
it a penal offense to ship any tim-
ber beyond tho geographical
limits of tho Cherokee nation.
There is no provision in this act,
compelling tho claimant of walnut
logs or other timber, cut while it
was tho only law in forco in rela-tlo- n

to timber, "to executo and
file with tho clerk of tho said
court (district) his affidavit setting
forth the description of tho proper-
ty (walnut logs) claimed, and that
it was cut for his own uso which
shall be specified." This much of
tho law is. retroactive because it re-

quires of the owner of tho logs to
swear certain things about them
though they were his property long
beforo thero was any law com-

pelling him to swear so and so.
It would be as equally consistent
to pass a law compelling every cit-

izen of the nation to go before the
district clerk and swear that the
horses and cattle ho claims as his
personal property are legally his,
and that he had not stolen any ot
them; and should ho refuse or
neglect to swear as the law directs,
toeoll to the highest bidder for tho
benefit of the nation. Timber
standing upon the public domain
is the common property of tho peo-

ple, but when cut by somo citizen
for his own uso or that of somo
other citizen, it becomes personal
property as much so as horses or
cattle. To compeTl a citizen to
swear certain things about his
properly of which he has becomo
legally possessed under tho laws
of the country, requiring no swear
ing ; and to prove what ho is re
quired to swear by a provision of a
retroactive law, prior to whjch
thero was no necessity in law com
pelling him to swear so and eo,
and to prove what ho swears, is
just a little more than the constitu-
tion will bear out, and a good deal
more than any one is willing to
submit to. Especially If he has
not taken tho precaution to inform
his neighbors about what ho is do-

ing or intends to do. He must not
engago in any business until he
prepares himself with witnesses to
prove cortain things, should thore
bo a law enacted requiring him to
swear, and to prove what ho awears,
that he is innocent of offenses that
may bo named in the law.

The penalty against selling lum-
ber or timber to non-citize- or
shipping it "beyond tho geograph-
ical limits of the Chorokee nation,"
extends only to the act consummat-
ed. Thoro is nothing against the
presumption that it was to bo so
sold or exported, not even soizure
by any authority to provent such
salo or exportation, let appearances
bo what they may. Tho nation's
remuneration for the damage sus-

tained was tho fino imposed, not
less than fifty nor ovor ono hund-
red dollars. Offenders wore willing
to pay tho fino for tho privilege of
shipping lumber, and many went
beforo the courts and acknowledged
judgment and paid the-- fine as they
would a tax. If the fine was too
small to prevent tho traffic or to be
a decent royalty to the nation for
lumber shipped in all possible
quantities, it is no fault of the citi
zen who engages in such business
but of a lot of aw-mke- rs who
knw nothing of the value of our
tlmlxr or of the large shipment
powiMe by rati or water, for which J

.. m' .,.. :'
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the fine of (50.00 or $100.00 as a
royalty was wholly inndequato.

Tho lltlo of tho act Is an index
ol its intent. The law plainly pro-

vides for tho disposition of a cor-

tain lot of walnut logs seized by ex-

ecutive authority. Tho logs aro
mentioned in section one. They
aro referred to as "such logs," as
"heretofore described," as "seized
and sold," and as "said logs," in
all tho sections of tho act, and if
(ho rules of grammar cut any caper
in Chorokco law, tho act is special
and covers only tho logs mention-
ed in section one. Mr. Morgan's
logs wero seized and sold long
after tho law was enacted. Anoth-

er proof that it is special is tho
placing of the suits provided for in
the act within tho jurisdiction of
the district court, which is wholly
inconsistent with our established
judiciary, as tho amounts in-

volved in tho real valuo of the logs
ran into thousands of dollars.
