Whllo this body is constantly wear-
ing out, tiarticlo by partlcln actually
d)ing, to be replaced by new materials
product d by tho food daily oaten, it is
absolutely neco3sary that adequate
means should be in as constant exor-
cise, that the body may bo kept pure, in
its normal tnte.

Added to this natural and necessary
impurity, that caused by the decay of
minttto particles, a gu at deal of food
is taken which is unlit for the produc-
tion of pure, new blood ; much that it
actually undergoing the putrefactvu
process, ns tho ery "tender" meats,
actual.y made so by tho fact that de-
composition has procoded jo far as to
destroy a part of tho coliesiro attrac-
tion, tho libers easily yielding, w)d( h
is called "tenderness. If moro n
this is taken than can be iligentoil, the
putrefactive process Is still continued,
the remains soon becoming siitlieieutlv
putrid to suit the tasta of tho wholt
clas of scavengers whoso mission li
to devour that whloh would provo con
laminating to the higher orders of era
atlnn.

Theso putrosoent juices aro taken up
by tho nosorbents, outer tho circula-
tion, nnd are carried to the various
depurating organs, that fiey may bo
ejected by tho inoit direct means. Tho
mora active and ollieient of these are
tho liver nnd kidneys, oaeii f.t'tlilullv
performing their duties, at luat till
both nro poisoned, contaminated,
broken down by the exoeM of Impuri-
ties nnd poison with which thoy nro
brought In contact In their attempts tc
purify tho system. It seems to bo the
more especial duty of tho kidneys to
carry oil' tho oxoess of the nitrates,
suoh as is found in flesh, tho victims ol
kidney troubles oftouer thnn otlienvlw
being thoso who tako an oxcihs ol
meats, it Is tno morn oapoelal inUslor
of tho livor to dlsposo of tho oarbons,
nuro particularly tha greatoa nnd fats,
from which fact the victims of liver af-

fections nro generally oxcomIvo in the
use of suoh articles.

Tho breathing of puro air is a vory
Important means of purifying the
blood, which proofs Is constantly lu
progress, just to tho extent that the air
is pure, as it will bo if unooiilliied,
coming in contact with tho light of tho
sun and tho leaves of tho vegetable
creation.

lT'hj Arid ilow It Should He Cohve) Jed

Into Fertlllters.
Corn eobs rdl Very slowly, and but

lew farmers havo tho patlcnca to wait
until thoy are decomposed. Thoy aro
very rich in potash, over twenty-fiv- o

per cent, ot thnt substanco oXiiling In
them Tho cobs that nccumulato an-
nually on thoso farms whero corn is
mado a special crop mako nulton large
amount of potash, but not In nn avail-
able form, and tho fnrraor can not
utilize them aa ho should It is sug-
gested that thoy bo burnod to ashes,
which is a very nuro way of deriving
tho potash from them, but every one
thousand pounds of cobs contain two
fiounds of nitrogen, and it, nlso, Is an

saving. Tho question is
whether tho heat derived from tho
cobs is sufficient to pay for burning
them And allowing ot tho loss of tho
nitrogen. Over-balanci- this Is tho
fact that by reducing them to ashes
thoy aro rendered soluble nnd nvnil-abl- e

Thcro is another form of utiliz-
ing tho cobs, however, which is to
grind tho grain nnd cob together. Al-
though tho nutritive matter in cobs
may bo but a small proportion, yot the
two pounds of nitrogen, como carbon
nnd n portion of tho phosphates and
lime will bo appropriated as food, tho
refuse being voided ns manure. Tho
uso of tho grain and cob ground to-
gether, therefore, gives n greater pro-
portion of potash to tho manure, and
tho practico should thcrcforo bo en-
couraged.

Hut thcro aro other kinds of rofuso
as v oils as cobs which should be con-
verted i.tto avallnblo fertilizers, such as
straw, cornstalks, sTnnlngs and other
undesirable, material. It may bo stated
in tho beginning that It will bo neces-
sary to render all such substances line
beloro they can bo properly used,
cither for direct application upon the
land or as absorbents. To burn them
Is to lose much that may bo valuable,
and to attempt to decomposo them by
placing them In tho mautiro heap be-

loro subjecting them to somo kind ot
process for reducing them is to lose
timo. In order not to entail expenso
lu reducing such material to a lino
condition, Tt should ha passed through
a cuttn-nn- d fed with ground grain,
nnd thoso portions which nro unlit for
the purpose of feeding may bo laid
aside nnd made lino for bedding pur-nose- s.

It may bo slated hero that any
kind of material that has been made
lino and then saturated with liquid
manure, or urine, will not only absorb
such, nnd become saturated, but will
nlso qulcklv become decomposed and
bo ready or tho plants without the
necessity ot heating it in the manure
heap. If once nn accumulation of such
material is commenced, nil tho refuse
liquids or other wasto materials of tho
farm may bo adilod to it. Farm, Field
nnd Stockman.

THINNING FRUIT.
An Inportant Milter Which His Lone

llren s!erteil ij Horticulturists.
When planted in good soil, good

thrifty fruits will nearly always over-
load themselves, and in order to secure
tho best, smoothest and largest fruit,
considerable thinning must bo done;
this Is especially tho casa with grapes
and tree fruits.

Cholco apples, poaches, pears,
quinces; In fact, tho best of all kinds of
fruit command tho best prices mid al-

ways sell. Oftlimes tho market be-

comes glutted with poor fruits, nnd
tho pr'c.w realized aro rcajly below
what it eo-t- s to proJuco them and
somet dips thoy can not bo sold nt any
price, while at tho samo time tho
choicest aud host aro selling at a profit-
able price.

Too many fall Into the error of think-
ing that by thinning thoy lesion the
quantity so much that they prefer to
let the fruit nli remain. This is a mis-
take, ns well ns to think that by thin-
ning they losscn tho profit on tho fruit.
When a tree Is hoavllv loaded, the
fruit must necessarily bo small nnd
this will lessen tho quantity; then the
fruit being Miiall will tell for a less
price, and really cost moro to
sell, nnd jou really loso rather
than make by not thinning.
Then in addition, wlion a tree
or ine is ai'qod to ovorload and ma-
ture the fruit it is u strain upon tho

of the tree, so much that a rest
must he had nnd tho next year the trci
will fail to bear.

Whenever tried judiciously, thin-
ning fruit always pay; but it requirei.
considerable courage when tho trees
aro laden with young fruit to go over
nnd pull off and throw away a consid-
erable, portion of the fruit. To one
who has never tried It, nt first It would
seem like a wnMo; yet It has been test-
ed sufficiently to provo its value.

The-wor- of course, should bo done
early, as soon after tho fruit has sot as
possible. Tho longer the fru.t grows
a'tjr BJtting tho moro wastti of vitality
of tho tree,' that should go to the othet
fruit that is left upon tho tree to ma-
ture. It should be dono as evenly n
posslblo over the tree, thin so ns to
give each specimen left ns much room
as possible. Ciose crowding is what
often makes fruit. If you
havo never been In tho habit of thin-tin-

try a few treos first to see tho ef-

fect, and in a majority of cases you
will conclude thnt it is lienetlolal. S.

CHEESE-MAKIN-

Pertinent Sus;rsllti O.Tereil bj- n D.ilrj-mn-

of Hsprrletice.
We conden3o tho following direc-

tions from nn nddros on tho subject
recently given before tho Ontario
Dairymen's Association by a dairyman
of oxtended experience:

For summer and fall cheeso rennet
should bo used In sufiietont quantity
to proluco coagulation in fifty min-
utes, with tho milk at n temperature
of from olghty-sl- x to eighty-eig- de-

grees. In tho spring, whllo making
fodder choose, use one-thir- d moro ren-
net aud less salt. Ihe purpose of this
is to facilitate th ripening procoss, in
order that tho product may bo ready
for the market nt the earliest day pos-
sible. To accomplish this result, four
ounces of rennet for summer, and six
for spring, with salt lu proportion will
bo sufficient. The cheese-mak- learns
by expeiience that in two messes ot
milk, produced on different soils, tho
conditions of heat and manipulation
being tho sniut tho cheeso produced
by the ono, when ready for market,
will be found to ho nure mo'st than
tho other. This must be attributed to
a constitutional difference In tho milk
arising from tho differences In the toil,
food and watur. The experienced
maker may regulnte tho matter by
variations in cutting, scalding nnd
tirring. Having ascertained that

niol-tur- e predominates in tho milk of
t given dairy ho will cut liner, o,ild
more slowly and ntir longer, for the
smaller tho cubes Urn moro thorough
will bu Ihu operation of heat upon
them, and tho moro thoroughly wo stir
tho more certain wo shall bo to expel
tho moisture. Immediately after the
cutting, tiirlng should begin. Tho
curd cub') should bu stirred about fif-

teen minutes, then put over tho lire
and htirrod half nn hour continuously,
then stirred several minute. after tak-n- g

from tho fire, to prevent thu.r bak-
ing to the bottom of tho hot ves-e- l.

Heating s'tould proeu 'd slowly at first,
but gradually lnormiso us the whey
opnrut'H. Ninety-eigh- t dogreos Is the

temperature In mmmer, but its tlio
season advances tho milk Ikoouios
richer, and It is ueeussar to havo tho
temperature, higher. Tho heat must
be kept up until the curd is matured,
and then oooked and aired well before
salting.

At tlio first indication of acidity the
whey should hcdravviiihereisthu great
secret of ehcc.-maklii- g tho absoiut
expulsion of tho Whey nt tho nick of
llni'i when acidity Is known to lie near
and yet has not appeared. After the
vvhoy is removed, ami whon fio sitlwo-que- nt

stirring proceeds, n nw acid
makes Its npnearnnoo in the body ot
the curd, which saums to depend for
its development upon the notion of tho
air, nnd tho preeiieo of whloh oxKt-rtono- o

has shown to he an ossenthl cl-

ement In the make-u- of choose. This
aeld khould bo ttllotvud to develop
properly beforj tho addition of Hall, at
thy nrisdii"U of tliat substance will
preclude Its npp ininou.

Curd should oinl.iln aho-t- t thirty-fiv- e

per cent. mohvtiiiM when pressed, nnd
dry out down In thlrty-thro- o per cent
when cured. To determine and retain
this proper proportion of moisture lu
choi o, is one point w hich reqiiiriMgnod
lud'-'ume-

nt in tho op rator. and can not
be determined rmdlly by any iiioani
now known of it practical nature. Ob-

servation nnd prautioo are tho only
gul lea at pro tent known, and n oheosu-make- r

must rely on his own experience
and good common sense.

An Important point In cheeso-mak-lu- g

is to know oxaetly how long Ihe
milk should stand huforu thu Introduc-
tion of thu rennet. Chooko-make- n

know that frequently drawn milk Is not
always Htixroptiblo to tho action oi
ruuni't. A test ot this is to tako an or-
dinary l.o I teacup, holding ono gill,
and into this full of milk introduce o
drum, or a ternpoonful of runnel of
which you know tlio strength, and ths
timo employed to perfect coagulation,
This will furnish voit with unerring
o:irtalnty with n kuowlodgo ot that
which you am in snarcli. liy tlio lias
of this tost It Is possible to deteriiilna
to a inluiito tho timo whHi would be
consumed before cutting xhould begin.
If thu milk docs nut curdle well, unit
whey siiould not bu iH'-d-

, but tho milk

Whllo
ho possessed tho secret of nttractlng at-

tention, ho did not know tho secret of
a successful advertisement. It Is a
rule thnt men novcr buy until thoy
want, or think thoy want No matter
how frequently a man's attention is
railed to the fact that Pill's "lltittcr
Polish for Shirt Fronts" is forty-nin- o

per cent pure, ho will not
buy until hu feels a dcslro for a buttered
front, Instead of tho common olcomar-garln- o

style. Placard tho pyramids of
Egypt, and paint on every peak of tho
llocky Mountains, pasto in the crown
of over' hat In the United States, tho
fact that Pill's "Shirt Front Duller"
sells for mncty-nln- o nnd four-tent-
