Bat If the sheriff has
reasons which he deems good for believing
that any limber, especially walnut, has been
cut for ahlpment outside of the nation or for
aalato any hole authorised and
required to eette and advertise it for sale
agreeably to the act of December Kth, 1831,
which you will find In tbe printed lawa of
188M-J- . That law la now In force and will
remain In force until March Iflh In regard to
all timber whether cut within tbe limits or
Improvements or not After that time tbe
new law will go Into effect which will allow a
dtlsen to cut timber and dispose of it in ac-

cordance with the rcgalatlona therein aped-Be- d.

One or these regulatloua is that wbsn
the law goea Into effect a dtlsen may cut for
such disposition, timbers growing within the
lawful limits of bis Improvement.

Ton are aware that the law requires an Im-

provement to be worth Arty dollars before It
can ba termed "lawful " Should therefore a
dtlsen cut any timber for aale outside of the
nation or to a non-dtlt- within tbe ao called
limits of an Improvement tbat la being made,
but which haanot reachod the value or finy
dollars, the aberlffwlll ba authorised to seise
and aell the timber aa cut upon the unimproved
common domain.

Answering your questions generally, I would
say therefore that" ahould an Improvement ba
worth fifty dollars the cttlten who owne It may
cutoff tbe timber within of a mile
for Improvement purposes only, Just aa ha
may elsewhere upon the common domain for
the same purposes But if the timber Is cut
within of a mite from an Improve
ment worth fifty dollars for the purpose of
selllpgtt toba transported outside of the na-

tion and before the law goee into effect which
waa passed last coundl. such cutting Is a vio
lation of the law now In force and the ehsrlff
may aelse and sell the timber ao cut under the
law of December ICth, 1881 .

Also, the same construction holds good a to
timber cut beyond the limits of an Improve-
ment until the coming law goea Into effect
After tt doea go Into effect all timber cot from
either outside or Inside of an Improvement not
worth finy dollars aad cot for aala to non.
cltlsena either In or out or thejoatlon, will be
subject to selsure and sale by the sheriff nnder
tbe law of December 16, 1681.
