ocean just beyond tho islands in
the bay. A thirteen mile rido along
tho winding right bank of the
Thumos, a little rivor lacking tho
hold ruggedness of tho Hudson
but having many beauties
of its own in long quiet coves,
and lovely oxpanscs of water and
vnriod hillside.

Tho museum which has of
late been tho object of somo mis-

placed dorision, owing to a tribo of
contemptible petty scribblers who
do tho work t( a class of trashy
Sunday journals in Connecticut,
which has no parallel anywhere,
oast or west. Our Howlers, Kick-or- s,

Sunday Bazoo's nnd Daily
Sowers must doff their hats to
their brethren of tho oast. Tho
Sunday Press of Connecticut is tho
scwor of journalism.

But tho museum: a collection of
casts of tho choicest works in tho
galleries of Europe nnd America,
arranged In tho order of develop-

ment from early Greek to tho late
Italian, showing among other
things that as workmanship

conception, tho power
of embodying great Idoas,
diminishes. Tho collodion reach-

es its climax in handicraft in a
wonderful carved pulpit, smooth,
symmetrical, minutely exact, in n

word.perfect in execution, but des-

titute oi tho artistic spirit, the ar-

tistic courago of tho early sculptor
who dared to represent in stone,
Jupiter Olympus, father of Gods,
all wlso and all powerful; or Ven-

us, in which ho must embody the
very highest ideal of beauty and
grace; Niobe, or any of the count-

less great "thoughts in stono"
which tho fertilo genius of tho
Greeks and that wonderful Ital-
ian Renaissance hnvo given to tho
world. It is our wish tlint our
young people who have- shown so
keen nn interest in tho history of
the Renaissance period could sec
somo oflho work of its men and so
learn how deeply thoir souls woro
stirred by tho influcncoo of that
time. How, for instance must the
great soul of Michael Angolo have
bean movod bofore ho could hnvo
taken upon himself so immenso a
task ns to make an effigy of Moses
descended from the mountain bear-
ing tho tables of stone and showing
in his faco tho radianco and exal-
tation of ono who had communed
faco to faco with tho Jchovnh; or
again Donalello, whoso concop-tion- s

though lacking the magni-
tude of Angelo's wero far more
thorough and consummate. Tuko
for instanco his "John the Bap-

tist." A zealot wo believed
John, a man of ono idea; a great
idea of course, but ono only, and a
mind narrowed down to it; desti-
tute of sympathy, intense and ve
hement about his ono idea and
motivo becauso owing to tho
narrowness of his mind ho saw
that idoa and motivo out of their
true proportion. This we must con-

fess, was our ostimate of John the
Baptist, and this in nil likelihood
wo would iuyo carried to tho
gravo bad not Donatello loft be-

hind his infinitely greator and
justcr idea carved in imperishable
stone; a head and a faco betokening
the loftiest intelligence, the broad-os- t,

deepest and tonderost
in short; nnd all

tho time boar in mind the artist pre-

serves tho individuality of John
intact; does it violenco in no
degree, only showing us that John
was in dead earnest becauso ho was
a man of broader and not narrower
intolligenco than other nun, and
becauso ho had truer sympathy
and clearer insight than they,
Wc loft this work with a wish in
the heart that Donatello had treat-

ed with equal boldness and consum-initcncs- -i

Him tho lalchet of
ho80 shoos John felt.un worthy to

unlooso.
Several alcoves wero filled with

picturos of tho cathedrals and
shrines of Europe, so numerous,
so clnbornto, so exquisite that any
nttempt nt description would bo

incro foolishness; they must bo

seen. And again behind theso
cathedrals as behind Angolo's Mo-

ses thoro is something greater,
something ol which those cathe-

drals nre only tho voico, the ex-

pression. Instead of a f w isola-
ted souls in ICuropo, all of Europe
in the middle agos was ar-

oused and inflamed by an
artistic purpose an mujestio as
Angelo's own. " All the energies of
each nntion'B'lifo went into theso
structures, The ambition of every
liltlo town in Europo was to have
a cathedral, just na it is tho nim of
every little town here to have a
brewery or a packing house.
Thoso pcoplo said. "Yes, tax ua
and put ottr money into those ob
jects which will exalt and dignify
human naturo in our own and nil
generation; nnd will beautify and
ennoble the earth nnd make it tho
threshold of heaven,1' just as wo

tho idea which underlies tho
of John Runkln,

and tho "cynicism'' ol

Thomas Carlylo. Tho real fools
and cynics aro tho historians and
philoEophors of tho Ingorsoll nnd
Drnpcr ordor who know well
what Europo of tho middlo agos
endured and suffered, but liko tho
dunro, painfully spoiling out his
lesson at school, they miss the
mighty inspiration that compen-

sated for nil.

THE NEWFEDERAlTlaW.

Sovornl Sootiona Added Doforo
Its Final Passage

Last week we gave a briof syn-
opsis of the United States court
bill, recently passed, so far as its
provisions could be ascertained.
Originally tho bill contained twen-
ty sections, hut this number was
increased to twenty-oigh- t bofore
its final passage. The only im-

portant features not detailed last
week aro the following:

Section twenty provides that
every person who shall, in tho In-

dian Territory, willfully and mali-
ciously place any obstruction, by
stones, logs, or any other thing, on
tho track of any railroad, or dc--

stroy any railroad proporty with
the intent to obstruct the movement
of trains or to throw them off tho
track, shall bo deemed guilty of
malicious mischief and upon con-

viction thereof shall ho sentenced
to imprisonment at hard labor for
not moro than twenty years: Provid-
ed, That if any porson be killod as
the result of said malicious rais-chio- f,

tho perpetrator thereof shall
bo deemed guilty of murder and
punishod accordingly.

The next section fixes a fino of
not more than 8100 and not ex-

ceeding a year's imprisonment for
tho destruction or injury of an
telegraph or telophono lino.

Sec. 22. Every porson who
shall maliciously disturb any con-

gregation or private family assem-
bled for religious worship, by
swearing or using indecent or
threatening langungo shall bo pun-
ished by imprisonment for not
moro than sixty days or by a fino
of not more than $100, or by both
fino and imprisonmont.

Sec. 23. Tljat evory person
aforosaid who shall, in tho Indian
country, feloniously, willfully, and
with malice aforethought assault
any person with intent to rob, and
his counselors, aidors, and abet-
tors, shall, on conviction thereof,
bo imprisoned at hard labor for n
timo not less than one or moro than
fifteen years.

Sec. 21. That every person
whothall, in the Indian Territo-
ry, Jcnowingly mark, brand, or ni-

ter tho mark or brand of any ani-

mal tho subject of larceny, tho
proporty of another, or who shall
knowingly administer nny poison
to or maliciously expose any pois-
onous substance with tho intent
that tho samo shall bo takon by
nny of tho aforesaid animals, or
shall willfully or maliciously by
any means whatsoovcr,kiIl, maim,
or wound any of the aforosaid ani-

mals, shall bo doomed guilty of
malicious mischief, and on convic-
tion thereof, shall bo scntoncod to
imprisonment for n period of not
more than six months, or a fino of
not moro than 6200, or both such
fino nnd imprison mcntjnnd in caso
the animal shall hnvo been killed
or injured by raid malicious mis- -

chlof, tho jury trying tho caso
shall assess tho diliount of dnmngo
which tho nwtier of tho nnimnl
shall hnvo sustained by reason
thereof, arid, hi addition to the
scntchco riibresHId, tho court shall
render judgmont in frtvor of tho
parly injured for threefold the
nmount of tho damages so rissesscd
by tho jury, for which said nmount
execution may issua against the
defendant nnd his propely.

Sec. 25. That if any person, in
tho Indian country, nssnult nn oili-

er with n deadly woapon, instru-
ment, or nthor thing, with an in-

tent to indict upon the porson of
anothor bodily Injury whero no
considerable provocation nppcars,
or whero tho circumstances of tho
nssault show nn abandoned nnd
malignant disposition, ho an ill bo
adjudged guilty of a misdemeanor,
and, on conviction, tthall bo fined
in any sum not loss t ban fifty nor
exceeding ono thousand dollars nnd
imprisoned not excooding ono
year.

Sec. 2G. Thnt if nny- - person
shnll maliciously nnd willfully set
on firo nny woods, marshes, or
prairies in tho Indian Torritory,
with tho intent to destroy tho fenc
es, improvements, or property of
another, such porson shall bo fined
in nny sum not exceeding $500, or
bo imprisoned not more than six
months, or both at tho discretion
of tho court.

CATTLE MEN OROANIZINO.
At a meeting of cattlo raisers of

tho southwest held last week in
Chicago, it was decided that n com-

pany should bo formed, to bo
known as tho American Live
Slock Commission company, and
organized under tho stato lavrs of
Illinois, with a capital stook of
3150,000. Tho objeit of tho asso-
ciation is to ship cattlo cither to
Kansas City or Chicago and sell
through their own agent at tho
point offering tho best market,
thus saving commissions. Any
attempt on tho part of commission
men at cither of tho distributing
centers to discriminate against tho
raiser will bo met by a change of
shipment to another "city, and as
tho original incorporators of tho
organization arc prepared to throw
over 150,000 head of cattlo on tho
market at a moment's notice, tho
movement has created considera-
ble interest among cattlomon.
Chicago commission men claim
that such additional competition
would bo a good thing for that city,
and such n scheme would affect
only those commission men who
handle Texas cattlo.

In the same condition we notico
an organization of Texas and Colo-

rado cattlomon, to establish a
slaughter and freezing houso nt
Galveston, with n capacity to han-
dle 10.000 head of beeves per week,
and to ship direct by steamship, in
refrigerator compartments, to Eng-
land and Europe. This latter
company havo offered to build at
onco, if the city of Galveston will
donato suitable building facilities
and grounds, and exempt them
from wliarff;c. It would seem
from these indications that (tie
cattlo producers are disposed to
play tho gamo through to tho end,
and that the "big four" woro go-

ing to encounter serious opposi-
tion in their arrangements to con-

trol tho prices of moats and pro-
visions.

AN INDIAN STATE.
After tho exiicndituro of n scoro

of millions of dollars and tho sac-

rifice of many thousands of lives
tho United States government
made treaties whereby 40,000,000
of acres of tho puplic domain wero
set npnrl for some thirty-si- x tribes
of Indinns in the Indian Territory.
Theso Indinns havo mado rapid
progress in civilization, many of
them being finely educated and
possessing well cultivated farms.
They havo established courts and
laws which comparo favorably
with tho institutions of their white
neighbors. They beliovo that
within twenty years thoy will bo
knocking nt tho doors of tho fedcr-n- l

government Air ndmission into
tho union as an Indian Btate.

Tho important inquiry nriscs,
Shnll this peculiar uconlo, nborigi-nos- ,

the unmistakably native
born of this happy land, shall bo
allowed a chanco to bring forth the
fruitago which seems now in such
full promiso7 Or, othorwise,
shall this prospect bo nipped in
tho bud by hostilo legislation and
predatory invasion? This is tho
last forlorn hopo of saving a rem-na- nt

of tho vnst nativo population
that, froia timo immemorial, in
habited our continent. To ac-- 1

Lcompusn sucu a gonorous nuu
noble enu is wormy oi care, pa- -

'tienco, nnd sacrifico on tho part of
tho American people. blmll wc
do it? Ought wo to do it?

Tliuo can ho hut one answer on
this head. Yet if tho Oklahoma
bill bo enacted into law it will for-

ever dissipate tho generous hopes
of philanthropists nnd destroy
every vostigo of Indian identity
and statehood. Surely the Amer-
ican pooplc nro not prepared to
ratify a transaction that will prove
so fatally disastrous to thoso

tribos, for whom wo now
stand as guardians. Washington
Press.
