FARM AND GARDEN.
PLAN FOR SILO.

blrectlons for ticiHtfnctiitB It Vntne of
Porfflttim.

Let mo glvo you tho plan of silo, says
writer In tho Country Uontlcman,

which wohavo recently built, and as ltcan
bo followed with easo by any ono, oven
those not skilled In carpenter work, it
may bo suited to tho wants of largo
class ot farmers who havo not tho nepos
sary niechnnlc.il skill, or tha fctidy
hionoy to hlro carpenter lo lay out,
frame and Otect Wooden building suit
ftblcrfor tho desired purpose Tho Silo
chosen for tho slltt Is on lilllsldo close-b-

ono on which wo shall build row of
stables whoro wo will food and houso
our herd of Ilolstetn cattlo tho coming
winter.

An excavation 23x02 feet nnd four feet
deepen tho sldo noxt to tbo bank was
first made. A ditch in Uhleh wero laid
threo-lno- h tllo was thon dug oloso Id
bank on three sides, llltts Insuring dry
lottom tho slopo ot bank bolng such,
that on tho fourth sldo tho grado of bot-
tom runs out lovol with top of ground.
Tho sills (8x10 sticks twenty foot long)

Jfi'r.-- ron sit.0.
aro placed insldo; thoy can bo elthct
halved togothof or simply placed with
ends butting up to oaoh corner. On tho
tops of these sills are spiked In regu-
lar courses six-Inc- h wldo plank two
'."d one-ha- lt lnohes thick, one-ha- lf tho
ends ot ono courso projecting river the
courso next below It, as appears In tho
foregoing sketch. This building up Is

continued until tho desired height Is
reached! Inours It was carried up twenty
feet from tho bottom of sill to top of last
course, on which tbo rafters aro placed
and all roofed in.

To build on this plan requires little
roore lumber than to erect balloon
frame, and plank both tho outsldo and
Inside of tho same. It'll no frame build-
ing can be put together that will resist
tho pressure ot inclosed contents, nnd
bens easily made alr-tlg- as uno built
nftor this plan. Witness tho Immense
grain elevators that stand throughout
the Northwest, somo of them holding
their millions of bushels ot grain in
bins located away up hundred feci
from tho bottom of their walls, which
are built up with Inch boards placed flat
sides together, ono above tho other.

Tho silo walls aro lined on tho inside
with tarred papor, over which one-Inc- h

boards placed perpendicularly .are
nailed, making aperfeetlyalr-tlghtwal- l.

If the builder had any fears ot frost en-

tering such wall, after tacking on tho
bulldlng-papo- r lot him nail on Inch
strips to which to nail tho Insldo boards.

Do tho farmers of tho South know tho
valuo of sorghum as fodder plant for
nearly all stock? lias any grower found
out that It can bo cut twice, and posst-- 1

bly thri-- e. In season? If tho tame
grasses do not thrive in this warm ell-- '
mato, hero Is plant that will, together
with little bran and corn meal, furnish

suuaine ration, and more oi it man
any othor with which am famllior. It
can bo cut twice (that we know), nnd
used In Its green state; It can bo siloed,
and will furnish an oxcollont ration fot
milch cows during tho winter and early
spring months. Food It to young horses
onco day; hogs thrive on It, and sheet
lovo It dearly.

VENTILATING DAIRY BARNS.

l'r,'li Air rrilty, and tine Vnjr ot
Obtaining It.

In order to produce pure artlclo all
ot tho Ingredients must bo pure and
tho processes of change thoy undergo
must, says tho Orango Judd Farmer,
bo free from foreign lnfluonceA. In
seeing that tho water and food are
pure, tho stalls well cleaned and
bedded and the animals kept warm,
one very important consideration Is apt
to be overlooked namely, pure air.
Where the atmosphere is not kept
pure the effect upon the system soon
asserts itself in one way or another;
the milk may not show it directly at
first, but the quality of the products Is
liable to be influenced.

A too common way is to leave open tho
hay shoot; but this spoils the hay for
considerable distance on sll sides, be-

sides generally giving oltber too much
or too little circulation.. The beat plan
Is not to postpono this matter until cold
weather approaches, but to look It up at
onoe and make such alterations as arc
neceeoary, as time permlu splendid
Job for rainy days. In tho accompany-
ing illustration tho principle Is shown
to good advantage, which may ot courso
be varied as circumstances require. The
ventilator loading to the cupola Is six
by eight inches with regulator at tho
bottom, whloh brings It under perfect
control.

When this Is not piaoticablo tho open-
ing may be inado in the wall at tho up- -

ient place.where the desired olfeet w ill be
obtained. Tho plan of running It up
to tho roof as indicated Is very eco-
nomical ono and is being practiced moro
overy year. It creates constant draft
of air, and when properly built can bo
regulated to perfection, keoplng tho air
as puro as possible, and at tho uarno tlmo
not causing cold draft to strlko tho
animals, as is too often tho ooso when
tho oponlngs are mado down lower.
