The Santa
Fe train which left Wichita at seven

Just before reaching the trestle five
miles soulh of born, which Is 10O feet
long, Peters cried out: "My God, the
trestle is burning," and he and Engineer
Ward and Fireman Jacob Renter leaped
from the engine.

Peters was on the'wrong side, and the
forward car caught him. After a half
hour's work his mangled remains were
chopped from under the debris. His ab-

domen was crushed and his bowels pro-
truded, presenting a horrible sight. He
died almost immediately upon being
taken out--

Wand alighted on bis hoad and
sprained and wrenched his neck badly.

Messenger W. J. Clark was Injured
In the right shoulder.

Tho passengers were more or less
bruised, but nono seriously hurt.

William L. Carlton, a farmer living
near tho scene of the wreck, discovered
a lamp on the trestle just before ho saw
lire, which he supposed to lie burning
prairio grass, and Sunday afternoon a
suspicious looking tramp had inquired
particularly as to the time of the pas
sage of the Santa Fe trains. I ho oln-

cers have a description of tho fellow
and are looking for him.

The loss to the Santa Fe will be quite
heavy, as four cars wero smashed up and
the engine is a mass of broken iron
The debris was cleared away soon and
trains were but little delayed.

way free of charge.
