record Is f7:.M 000 00, while our asseased
valuation Is t:ol OoO.OOO. Inasmuch as a
considerable portion of our property Is

free from doht, and that there la no Hen

upon It except as It comes under the gen
eral law coveilug bonded Indebtedness, It
makes the burden of tbe debt all the
greater upon persons who arooncumbered.

Tills Is a very long article, but the Im-

portance of the subject Is our only excuse.
If all that has been written against our
statements wltbln tha last ten day could
lie brought Into one place, the reader
would discover that It would occupy as
much spice as a fair-sire- d book. The
Capital alone has devoted more than as
much as would amount to one whole page
of that paper within the time named, and
all to show that our statements have not
only been false hut willfully false. The
actual truth is, that In our zeal three
years ago, wo were, like a great many
other people, innocently Ignorant, but we
have given tbe matter very careful atten-
tion since that time, and our opinions
lave boen changed, because the truth has
been against us. If the Capital and all of
our critics will be as honest as the man
that they are just now plea-e- d to malign,
tl.ey will give the fgures as they do really
appear; and In doing so they need not
slander their own State, they need not
assume to be repudlstors, nor anarchists,
nor demagogues, but they would be doing
the people substantial service. We under-
stand very well what the Influence Is that
Is moving alt this criticism. It Is the
IntliK sice of the must dangerous power In

Christendom. It Is the Influence of the
power which assumes to be greater than
monarchies. Mr. Henry Clews, In his
book entitled "Twenty-eigh- t Years In
Wall Street," proclaims to the world that
tho power of Wall street Is greater than
that of monarchies. It Is that power
which has brought all this trouble upon
the people. It Is to get free from the
influence of that power that this struggle
between the people Is now In progress. It
Is because of the firm hold which that
power has upon the people that the strug-
gle Is so great. We lind that instead of

attempting to meet us half way, Instead
of being willing to reduce the rates of
Interest which have been prevailing In
the country for mauy years, whila the net
profits on Industry are constantly de-

creasing, they Insist upon not only main-

taining the old rules of (merest, but
increasing them, tiy a continual contrac-
tion of the currency Volume, taking away
from the peoplo more than half of the
n,ost important Instrument of commerce
which they have, n,ni"ly, money. These
men, the most a uua lous gamblers In

Christendom, are continually striving to
make money moro valuable in order to
Increase the Iro.vn gains, notwithstanding
they know very v II that what makes
them i tcli cakes the people poor In a

degree, because they produce
lo'hkig; they neither make cloth nor
lu es, wheat nor pork, or anything which

is serviceable to the penple. They trade
in what other men produce, and long
before It Is produced they are gambling In

the probabilities of the extent of the pro-
duction. It is th-- lr business from day to
lay to control the people's affairs, to take
uossessiou of the peoplo' markets, to
drain Interest from the people's substance,
to take mortgages on tbelr homes, to get
control of the property of the toilers.
This Is the power that moves the great
newspapers of the country. Not one of
the great pnpers of New York, or of IIo-to- n,

of Chicago, or of Cincinnati or St.
Louis, or any of the great cities of the
country. Is willing to strike one blow
against this dangerous power.

A careful survey of the crop situation
in tbe Northwest shovvs belter prospects
han for several years past.

unusually exceileut stand of wheat In the
No. 1 bard districts of Minnesota ind
North liakota. The rains have been sea-

sonable and the growiug temperature Just
r'ght.

ure, promises to beat Us best record, when
It produced 35 uoo.000 bushel of wheat.
There Is much anxiety among farmers
there ow ing to the scarcity ( hands, and
It is feared that considerable grain will be
lost unless help Is secured. Farmer ar
offering from J to .'.50 a day and board
for harvesters.

Tha Capital record covered
six months of the year, thowlng less than
one-hal- f of the counties In tha State; but
the Capital, not tho Kansas I'akmkk,
made a comparison for the whole State
based upon tho figures given for tho forty- -

three counties, showing that If the same
proportion held g wd for tho entire State,
the total number of sales of farms under
mortgage foreclosure proceedings was
equal toii.G.V) for six mouths. Wetaketbe
liberty of extending the same proportion
over the wbolo year; that gives us, for one

year, la Kausas, 5 '!) farms sold to satisfy
mortgage debts, and these are tbe Capital'!
own figures. Ia addition to that, we find
that In an Issue only a few days later the
following Friday, If our memory Is not at
'ault a report was given of the organiza-
tion of a land syndicate to bring together,
mder one ownership, an Immense acreage
if land which was being transferred vo-

luntarily to loan companies la order to sat-

isfy mortgages. Kvery well Informed

person knows that a large uumber, a very
arge number of farms have been passed

In this way Into tho hands of mortgagees
without any proceedings lu court at all.
This voluntary surrender of the home
avo theexpenseand humiliation of golug

Into court; and it Is fair to assume thai
thl class of ti ansf.irs of homes largely ex-

ceeds in number those which are sold
under orders of court. It Is safe to fay
that no matter what may be the actual

Why Is It that owners of homes are clam-.irln-

for money to renew tliolr loans, and
In mauy Instances are unable to obtain It?
Why Is It that In large numbers of cases
the security, whh h was good three orfour
or .1ve years aso f.ir a loan, is not now
good for an equal amount, when the land
Is as good as It was then, when additional
Improvement havo been put upon the
property, and when, as a matter of fact,
tue property Is really worth more
than It was then? The plain, tlmple,
truthful answer to all these (mentions l.
that property value have fui er. so that
the debtors are unable, with tho properly
they have on hand to pay their debts. In
Other words, the property uf the peop'e
under existing conditions Is not worth

as their debts amount to. We have

statement. Intending primarily to influ-
ence his Judgment In fnvor of the power
which we all know is destroying the peo-

ple. The census report shows, and we
know without tbe fact being shown, that
the people who are In debtarepaylngfrom
10 per cent, to 40 per cent, for the use of
money, while no business, except that of
money lending, Is making anywhere near
so large a profit We all know that farm-

ing has not, in the last forty years, paid
more than an average of 2 per cent, pel
annum on the value of the farmers' In-

vestments, and as a result of this, wl, IN

we have been toiling to make homes fci
ourselves, we find that our condition hu
been growing worse instead of better;
w hile the financial condition of the men to
whom we are Indebted Is giowing better
and better every year. That Is to say, the
masses are growing poorer. The masses
w ho do the hard wot k, w ho produce all tin
wealth In the country, w bile the few who
lend the money are grow ing richer and
more powerful, moro Impudent, atrognni
and merciless every year.

Now, another statement. The Capital
estimates that the real worth of farms iu
Kansas Is three times their assessed valu-

ation. That may be true, hut if they are.
Is It not strange that nobody Is willing to
pay that for them? Is it not strarga that
money cannot t-- obtained for more than
one-thir- d of that estimated value Is it
not strange that when farms are sold un-

der decrees of court that there are no pur-
chasers for them at any price; that they
are bid in at the costs of court? Then
again, we have not estimated that all tbe
land In the Mate Is not worth as mi ;h as
the debt which Is due upon mortgage!
farms. We have always Included the
railroad indebtedness aEd municipal

bnt the C ij ttal assumes that
we are doing the rajro&ds Injustice, and
asks why we do Lot give railroad figures
as they real!

Then, by an-

swering question sent out from the Cen-

sus Bureau to those person Inquiring
concerning the causoof indebtedness, t e

facts are given by the persons themselves.
This U a very laborious undertaking an'
necessarily requires a good deal of time.
It Is probably because of this fact that the
delay In publishing results obtained has
been great.

Now, concerning the actual amount of
farm Indebtedness In Kansas. On the 14th
day of last April, Superintendent Toiter
wrots a letter to the editor of the Topeka
AdwKxite concerning the farm mortgage
indebtedness in Kansas, In which hestates
that Dr. McLallln's estlmateoflMT.OOOOOO
"Is not likely to be very far from the ex-

isting doht, established by the Census
ofllce." That Is only 113 OOO.rw less than
was given by Senator l'effer In his Cooper
I'nlon speech. We now state that we
have In our possession In thlsofflce, figures
from ofliclal sources which we believe to
be correct and which will be given to the
people, If doslred, at any time after the
ceusui ligures for Kausas are published.
Our figures cover every county In the
Slate, and not only for one month, or for
six months, or for one year, but for ten
years, beginning with the year 18sl and
ending with the year WJ. We have fig-
ures showing tha number of mortgages
which were placed on record during thoso
ten years, covering the farms and tho city
homes of the peoplo of Kansas. Where
we obtained those figures and how does
not matter, just now. We give them out
as being at least substantially correct.
They show that during the ten years the
total number of mortgages placed upon
