FRAUDS AT ELECTION.
Article three, page 175, compiled

laws ol the Cherokee nation, pro-vide- s

for the maintenance of honest
elections, and fixes adequate pen-

alties for violations of this kind,
and those who have been buying
yotes may make up their minds
that rigid and thorough prosecu.
tion will follow. Section thirty-tw- o

is as follows :

See. :$2. Every person who
shall, by bribeiyor treats, attempt
to influence any voter in giving his
vote, or shall use any threats to
procure any voter to vote contrary
to the inclination of such voter, or
to deter him from giving his vote,
shall be deemed guilty of a r,

and, upon conviction,
be fined in a sum not less than one
hundred, and not more than five
hundred dollars, or be imprisoned
for any time less than one year,
3iid exceeding three months, or by
both line nnd Imprisonment, at the
discretion of the court.

Sec. ". Any person, who shall
fraudulently alter, mutilate, de-

stroy, or unlawfully open, after
being sealed up, any returns of
election, shall be deemed guilty of
a felony, and, upon conviction, be
imprisoned, for hot le$ than one
year nor exceeding five years.

To the members of the Farmers'

and Laborers' uiininn of Missouri:
For fear that there will be trouble

ami division in the State Union
when it meets at Fertle Springs, in

August, I inn prompted to write
this article in full hope that if 1 do
no good T will at least do no harm.

It is said and justly so, that "soft
words turneth away wrath;" and
I fully believe that the adoption of
the principles first promulgated at
Mi'Kiiizic, Tennessee by the Na-

tional Agricultural Wheel, and
then adopted at the consolidation
of the State Alliance and State
Wheel at Springfield, Missouri, in

August loS'.t, and adopted by the

Nothing could be further from the
truth. We claim that no man a
has tho right to bring in large
herds of southern cattlo during
tho warm months and thus destroy
the native cattle. To do so is
neither right nor just, nor does it

pay, as the loss on the natives
many times over exceeds the
profit on the Texas cattle, to say
nothing of tho relative number of

people engaged in the two iudus-tiies- .

Further than this, the range
cowman has no inherent right to
more of this country or the grass
growing upon it, than would be

his if a division was made, lie
has a right to it though under exi-t-iu- g

laws, and this law we hold
should be altered. That the limn-

er cannot be successful or prosper-
ous as long as his surplus grain is

shipped is acknowledged. It must
bo fed very near the ground upon
which it is raised whether to his
own cattle or those of his neigh
bor makes little difference, as in
the latter ease thev stand in the
relation of partners. Therefore to
remove the cattle would be a pub-

lic disaster, and no intelligent
member of the community, of

whatever class, would desire snob
a course to be attempted. There
is another side to this case not

generally thought of. When this
country is all settled up t le same
as Kansas or Missouri are, it will
contain ten times as manv cattle
as at present and they will he

worth n half more per head than
those we now have. Hence it will
be seen that farming in no sense

destroys the cattle business but

augments it.

try. Hugh rings or combines are
formed including outside capital,
which stock our common ranges
with vast herds of foreign cattle

that over-ru- our prairies, break

through our fences, damage our

crops and jeopordize our rights as
citizens and to cap the climax the
cattle ow ners from the elates are

furnishing money to debaucli and

corrupt our elections and over-rid- e

our rights to say who our chief and
council shall be, and forcing us to
surrender the great prerogative of

tho elective franchise, and submit
to minority rule at the dictation of
the worst element of out-law- s that
the western country ever produced.
Now as to the next class that op-

pose allotment: It imbraces those
w ho are made to believe that allot-

ment means state-hoo- d and state-

hood means a very bad kind of a

government. Their unenlightened
prejudices are appealed to by such

unscrupulous interlopers as only
desire to mislead them and defer
the only possible means of protect-
ing tho rights of the poor when the

poor are really the ones above all
others that would be benefitted by
allotment of lands. No man's
rights could be lessened, but all
would be equalized.
