Roors down,  For-
tunately only the forward balf of the
foors gave way. The outer ends of the
foors and the ronr part of the stroet-
ure remained (otact and the wills did
not fall. Within an hour the news was
known all over Washington and hun-
dreds of anxiovs relatives snld frionds
swarmed In the vicinlty of thes old the-
nter. Women appealsd anxiously to
every bystander for information sbout
some partienlar person  Mon  with
tears in thetr eyen besovight the hilde
ocats to lot them through the lines that
they might obtain some knowledge of
thelr friends nod relatives. A genaral
fire alurm was turned in a fow minubes
after the erash and then all the wmbw
lances in the oity were summonsd.  As
gquickly us possibile the pollee and fires
men formed a reserve  brigade and
ready hands asalsted thein to take out
the killsd and wounded. In less thao
an hour about twenty-five neople had
been taken ottt and every lew minutes
therenfter saome still form would be
borne on & stretcher from the bullding.
