ono n saloon passenger. Tho lnttcr was
n young girl nnmed Augusta Thomas,
20 years old. Her death was not ac-
companied by choleraic symptoms. Her
brother stntcs that sho was subject to
dl&cnso of tho heart, and believes that
was tho cause of death. Sho died Oc-

tober 3.

Tho Itussla's doctor, Dr. Huanncmin,
is of tho opinion that all tho deaths
woro from natural causes and nono of
them attrlbutnbla to cholera. The In-

fant, ho says, died from cholera In-

fantum nnd ono of tho four steerage
passengers' deaths was caused by ery-
sipelas in the leg. Ono of the steerage
passengers Is at present in tho ship's
hospital suffering from vomiting nnd
diarrhoea. The steamer will bo thor-
oughly disinfected.

M'CURTAIN'S SHORTAGE.

It Keep, (trowing larger an Investigation
of III llookn 1'roeecri.

(Ireen McCurtnln has not been

heard from slnco ho left hero Saturday
morning. It now turns out that his
shortugo in tho Lcaso district fund
nlono is over $100,000.

SORRY THEY DID XOT SEE IT BEFORE.

Tlicy Have Iist nn Immense Amount of
World's fnlr Travel In Con.eqoenco

Chicago, Oct 11. The lines of the

This resolution, however,
bids fair to bo removed within a short
time.

CHIOAGO DAY.

The fjke Ctlr I'nta on Her Onnrlsr Clothes
to lleeelvo Hie World A (treat Demon-
stration at Hie Fair.
Chicago, Oct 10. At dny break there

were scores ot people about tho gates
of the world's fair grounds, and when
the ticket takers went to their places
tho scores had grown to thousands. All
morning at all tho entrances It was
next to impossible to gain admission,
so dense wns tho crowd It is thought
400,000 paid for admission.

It was 10 o'clock when the Chicago
hussars, under command of Capt
llrnnd, entered the grounds at the west
end of Midway. As the company mado
a tour ot the grounds, Itattery I), under
tho direction of Lieut, Russell, was fir-

ing a salute on the lako front Flank-
ing tho grand basin and stationed on
the pcristyIc,ndmlnlstratlon,-manufact-urc- s,

nnd ngrlcutural buildings, trum-
peters In heralds' uniform played a
short anfaro of peace, and then in uni-
son, "Peace on earth, good will to
men."

Combined bands numbering several
hundred musicians, played tho nlr of
"All Notions." It was a grand specta-
cle. The height of enthusiasm was
reached, however, when a chorus of
2,000 voices under tho direction of Prof.
Tomllns, sang "The Star Spangled Ran-ncr- ."

The refrain was taken up by
thousands of people, and as the sing-
ers executed tho notes the united
bands swelled tho volume to an
extent rarely heard. Then the
choir sang southern airs includ-
ing "Dlxio Land," "Maryland" nnd
"Kentucky home." "Columbia Gem
of the Ocean" was then sung, and tho
united bands marched from the 'grand
piazza to tho west entranco of the ad-

ministration building. Here eight hun-
dred voices, directed by Prof. Tomllns
sang "Dio Wacht Am Rhcin," "Tho
Marseillaise" and other airs. The
morning exercises wcro closed by an
exhibition drill in tho stock pavilion
by tho Chicago hussars.

Tho court of honor presented ail im-

posing- sceno in the afternoon. Thcro
was a grand reunion of states repre-
sented by youths and maidens, all at-
tired in appropriate costumes, symbolic
of the states which they represented.
Chicago's guard of honor was com-
prised of youths representing tho thirty-f-

our wards ot the city, each bear-
ing a hugo shield on which was in-

scribed tho word "Welcome." Follow-
ing them wero thirteen pretty misses,
representing the thirteen original
states of tho Union. They carried
state shields and ollvo branches and
each wore a crown which was sur-
mounted by a largo gilt star. Then
followed the different states of the
union with shields on which wero the
name and motto of the state and tho
day of Its admission to tho union.
Flags, sheaves of wheat and flowers
galore were carried by the children.

"Chicago in Her Growth Welcoming
the World," was the title of the alght
pageant in celebration of Chicago day.
The sentiment portrayed in the parade
was the growth ot Chicago from the
time of the first white eottleu'ent to
the present period. Eight floats were
designed and prepared under direction
ot a special committee appointed by
the city council ot Chicago. Tho first
seven of theso embodied all stages of ad-

vancement mado by the city from 1813
to 1893. Each event that stands forth
was made n vhaptcr in tho spectacular
array.

of 1890. Tho number rejected wns
60,702 0.359 being under the general
law and 5J,702 under the law of 1890.

The average monthly award to each
of the classes of the claimants was, un-
der tho general law, 17.17, and under
that Of 1890, 9.43.

Tho number of suspensions during
tho period given by months, as request-
ed by the resolution, shows that from
September 1, 1892. until May, 1593,
there wero no suspensions under the
act of July 27, 1S90, but that they rap-Idl-y

increased from that time until
September, 1893.

Under tho general law tho suspen-
sions from September, 1892, to April,
1893, inclusive, were: September, 31;
October, 35; November, 42; December,
34; January, 52; February, 09; March,
102; April, 130.

Tho total suspensions under the gen-
eral law for the year was 1,593, and un-
der the act of 1890 for the four months,
10,76'i.

Commissioner Lochrcn says thnt it is
proper to add that under the net of
March, 1893, tbe pensions of 3,850 per-
sons residing outside tho jurisdiction
ot tho United States have been sus-
pended since July 1, 1893. Also thntot
the 18,782 cases suspended under tho
act ot 1890, payment has bsen resumed
In 0,072 cases up to October 7, 1S93.
