in tho United States court, or such
citizens may suo him there in lik"1
manner, the snmo as if ho wcro n
whito mnn. Or lie mav suo or bo
sued in liko manner in the Indian
courts. In making this ruling
Judgo Stuart reverses tho ruling of
.juugoonacKellord, who construed
that tho lt.w providing for Indians
to become citizens of tho United
States without impairing their In-

dian citizenship, only guvo them
tho additional protection of the
United Stales in their dealings
with others outside of their own
nation. This is one of the mo.'t
important rulings that Judge Stuart
has made and will probably open
up a great deal of business to tho
court."

destiny. The Indian delegations
to Washington have lost their
prestige. The sentiment that so
long existed there, is dead. The
corruption of mismanagement of
anairs here is now nn established
truth at Washington. The dele
gation that now talks about tho
poor Indian will ascertain lo its
sorrow that It is but a synonym for
bribory, jobs and frauds. They
will learn thai the minutest details
of every trick practiced, every
(raud perpetrated, and every job
put through will bo upon tho lips
of every attache ol the government
from this day henceforth. The
commission had no other alterna-
tive. They nttempted to save us
from manj unhappy changes that
congress is certain to thrust upon
us. but our cold rebuffs have
chilled their ardor nnd killed their
sentiment. We stand before the
world in all our nakedness. We
are no better than other people.
Peculation and bribery, jobs and
trickery, hold high carnival in
every department of our govern-
ment. No Indian who is familiar
with tho truths of recent Indian
history can deny this. The thing
is rotten and must fall. Choctaw
Herald.

It hns been said ot nnturo that It do--
tests a vacuum, but it Is equally true to
say that It has a horror for rest. There
is no word, which Is only so relatively
trito ns tho word rest, nnd none that Is
moro absolutely truo than the word
motion. There Is not an object on this
earth, or, In fact, In tho wholo mil-Tors- o,

of which It may bo said with
certainty that 11 la nt rest. The only
point of which wo may Imnglno that It
is at absolute rest is tho center of grav-
ity of tho wholo created universe, a
point the exact position of which will
In nil probability novcr bo ascertained.
When In nstronomy we speak of mo-

tion wo must carefully dlscrlmlnata
between apparent and actual mo-

tion, as In tho cneo of the sun
and stars In their dally crossing the
Tnult of tho heavens from east to west,
which results In reality from tlunotuiu
motion of the earth about 1U axis from
wcit to cast

The real motion of tho celestial
bodies U a subject tho investigation of
which called Into play tho highest
analytical nnd obscrvntlomil powers of
man, and forms ono of tho greatest
epochs In tho hUtory of tho astronom-
ical science. That In our solar system
to tho Bun was assigned tho cen-

tral position Is by no means n
fact of remote nntlqulty, for even
Copernicus, to whom Is attributed
the establishment of tho new
system, could not entirely shako him-
self free from tha shackles of ancient
theory that tho earth occupies tha
most prominent placo In the solnr sys-
tem; nor did n full conception and con-
viction of tho truo sltto of that system
take possession of man until Kepler
and JVwton. by their groat laws, based
upon tho Irrefutable principles of
mathematics, once nnd for all explod-
ed the old theory nnd placed tho new
ono beyond tho possibility of dispute
nnd doubt.

With tho establishment of tho Coper-nlca- n

system astronomy received a new
and vigorous impulse. Magnifying in-

struments wcro Improved, calculations
put upon n moro vigorous basis, the
pure mathematical science Itself belli?
infused with new power by tho n

method of geometry and the
grand discovery of tho calculus by
Leibnitz nnd Newton, observations
were extended Into tho very Infinitudes
of space, phenomena which before,
had cither not been noticed, or, If no-
ticed nt all, had bullied nil attempts nt
explanation wcro explained In a man-
ner which left no room for doubt. And
so it was announced ono day to the
marveling world thnt tho sun, the cen-

tral body of the solar system, around
which nre whirled In never-ceasin- g

harmonious notion the planets with
their satellites, the comets, meteors
and aerolites, were not fixed, but, like
his vassal, had a tenfold motion on
his axis nnd around some point so dis-

tant Its exact position hns not yet been
ascertained. The nxlal motion of tho
sun was established by tho sun spots,
but ns to Its motion through spaco wo
only know that Its direction Is towdVd
the constellation Hercules.

There Is something grand In the Idea
of satellites revolving about planets,
planets around tho sun, all ot these nt
the same time rotating about their
axes, and tho sun Itself sailing Into
endless spaco, but this Is not all. Thero
cannot be any doubt that all these
glorious suns we see glittering In the
llrrrmmcnt arc also moving in their

paths. Tho proper motion of
n number of them hns been detected,
nnd by the principles of induction and
analogy we are not alono justified In,
but almost forced to, the belief that
motion Is a common property of them
all. Thero Is a class of stars which,
when viewed through powerful tele-
scopes, reveal tho remarkable fact of
their consisting in reality of two or
three, nay, even moro stars. There is
n star In the constellation Lyra which,
when seen through a telescopo of mod-

erate power, appears ns a double star,
but viewed through a powerful one re-
veals the startling fact that each again
Is a double star, all physically con-
nected; that is four stars revolving
about each other.

At present we know 0,000 such sys-
tems. In Orion thero Is a star, known
as Thcta Orlonis, which, when viewed
through a powerful telescope, appears
as u septuple star, thus presenting tho
magnificent panorama of seven suns re-
volving about each other. It is to bo
supposed that each of those suns Is en-
circled by planeU, next theea again by
moons, exhibiting to tho imagination a
spectacle sublime beyond description.
Though tho human eye, with tho aid
of tho most powerful instruments which
future generations may more and moro
improve, will never behold tho planets
that are whlrlingaround those glorious
double and multiplo orbs, since they
only shlno with the light reflected from
the latterrit is not dllllcult to Imagine
the grandeur of theso solnr systems,
exceeding in glorv our own a hundred
fold, and tho human mind cannot but
be impressed with the divine harmony
prevadlng tho astral creation. Haiti-mor- e

THE CHINESE CURE-AL-

Moperttltlooa llellef .In the Virtue uf
(ilntenir.

To tho Chinese ginseng is a wholo
pharmacopeia, possessing all the
virtilos of ovcry known medicament,
and they pltco a high value on it,
particularly, u." n curative agent in
dyspopila, vomiting and nervous dis-
orders. They carry It nbout with
them, chewing it whonever they feel
the need of a stimulant, but its chief
consumption Is in tho form of an in
fusion. Tho Chinese ginseng differs
slightly in appearance from tho Amer-
ican root, in being somewhat larger,
nnd possibly possessing properties not
found in the lattor, but oach is almost
Identical with the other In shape, and
a doeerlption of the American varioty,
to which lxitanistH have applied the
nume nralla qulnquefolla, will answer
for both. It Is n specie of panax be-
longing, ns its name implies to the
natural order nrallaoa. The root is
perennial, sending up annually n
smooth, round stum, terminating in
branches, which bear compound leaves
of five leaflets and yellowish green
or wMto flowers. The American
root, like tho Chinese ginseng, or
aralla panax, bears a slight resem-bianc- o

to the body of a man, with head
and legs. Kxtcrnally It is of alight,
brown color, tho Interior being whito.
It has a faint, sweetish odor, and ILi
taste is sweet und slightly aromatic.
Its component parts nro starch, gum,
albumen, resin and a sweet principal,
"panarjuilon" (from panax, a deriva-
tive of panacea).

Chemical examination has failed to
substantiate any of tho claims mado
for ginseng by tho Chinese, nnd but for
the export trade with that ieoplo It Is
highly questionable whether the root
would hove- any commercial vnluo in
this country. All that Kuropcau and
American therapeutists nro willing to
concede is that It may possibly have
tome value na a mild stomachic. I'rom
colonial times tho gathering and pro-pari-

of tho root for market has
formed nn Important industry in cer-
tain parts of America. It is fonnd in
Canada and thenoo as far south as
Georgia, flourishing only in tho cool
woods of hilly countries. The method
of gathering Is a procchs of extermina-
tion, lor tho root Is dug as soon us tho
shoots appear above ground in the ear

ly spring, nnd the plant has no oppor
tunlty tits grow, much leso to maluro
arU bear Eccds. So complete has this
work of extermination threatened j
bcoomo In soma sections thnt govern-
mental regulation of tho gathering ap-

pears to be needed. In North Carolina
thero Is nn unwritten law, moro or less
regarded, prohibiting tho digging of
the root until tho plant has reached
maturity. In Cnnads- stringent laws
on tho subject havo been passed. Tho
young root, containing moro of tho
juloes, Is heavier and moro salable, and
therefore tho temptation toevndolaws,
written or unwrlllon, for tho preserva-
tion of tho plant Is too great to bo gen-
erally resisted. As a result Now York
state, which formerly furnished tho
best ginseng, now supplies only a mod-

erate quantity of lino root, wlillo tho
most prized grndo comes from Cnnnda.
Tho ginseng Industry In tho United
States Is of considerably less impor-
tance than It was a few years ago,
when tho nnnunl oxportntlons to China
nvcragcd,n half million pounds, Tho
nvcrugo now Is about threo hundred
thousand pounds.

Tho American ginseng Is rated ns
third quality by tho Chinese, who plnco
the product of their own country first,
nnd tho Corcnu ginseng second Japan
olso produces n variety of the root
which Is of Inferior quality to any of
tho others, nnd Is chlelly used In China
for purposes of adulteration. Tho best
Chinese ginseng comes from tho pro-
vince of Manchuria, tho scatof govern-
ment ot tho Chinese empire, nnd Is
raised nnd gathered under Imperial
protection. This grndo ranges In prlco
from S10 to 8200 per pound nnd enn Iki
used only by tho wcnlthy. Tho Corcati
root costs only 15 to 8-- per pound, nnd
tho avcrngo cost of tho American gin-
seng Is 83 per pound, some particularly
lino roots occasionally selling for S3
per pound. Tho Japanese Is worth
from $1 to 8-- per pound. Stories hnvo
been told of fabulous prices paid for
pieces of tho root bearing a striking re-
semblance to the human form, as It is
upon this fancied likeness thnt tho
Chlncso faith In Its mlraoulous powers
Is believed to bo pinned. It hns Wen
said that several thousand dollars havo
been paid for n root In which tho head,
body, arms and legs wcro woll defined,
but ns the root seldom has more than
two extremities wo must neccpt this
statement, with nil others of a similar
character, with a good deal of allow-nnc- c.

Thero nre, however, woll au
thcntlcntcd Instances of tho payment
of as high ns 820O to 8100, in Clilnn, for
old roots resembling the body of n man
with head and legs, and supposed to
bo ono or two centuries old.

In China ginseng is hawked about
the streets by peddlers, much nftcr tho
manner of sellers of vegetables on this
side of tho world, while In every apoth-
ecary's shop it Is conspicuously dis-

played, it being tho main financial
of the Mongolian purveyor of

drugs. Not to be able to place beforo
the guests a cup of an lnfutdon ot gin-
seng, indicates poverty of a humili-
ating degree, nnd Chlncso families aro
exceedingly enrcful to keep a supply
on hand, for tho benefit ot callers, even
though they have to practice rigid
economy In other directions.

Many years ago tlio profits on Ameri-
can ginseng wcro so grcnt as to pro-du- co

an ovcrsupply that nearly put an
end to the traffic. In some of the Inko
states, In 1800, the gathering of ginseng
for tho Chlncso market became n regu-
lar mania, people leaving their homes
and cnmplar out for weeks In tho hills
of Michigan, Wisconsin nnd Minnesota,
In search of the root. Their operations
were prosecuted with such vigor ns to
nlmost exterminate the species In that
part of the country.- -
