The color of leaves Is affected by
light, but this docs not hold truo of
flowers. Last winter a bluo hyiclnth
found Itself under a flat atono six Inches
beneath tho surface. As it could not
reach tho light, It developed leavesand
flowers under tho stono. The leaves
were blanched as white as tho stalk of
celery, but tho flovters took on tho
natural deep bluo It is said tho samo
results attend when the hyacinth
blooms In a dark cellar.

Tho quantity of food products
raised In the southern states Increases
each year. It Is, conceded that more
southern planters-wil- l feed tholr stock
and their families from homo-raise- d

food this winter than at any time since
tho war. This statement applies In

general to tho southern states, but es-

pecially to North Carolina, whonco the
report comes that there Is more home-raise- d

bacon and beef In tho local mar-

kets than over beforo In tho history of
the state. llaltlmoro Herald.

A. P. Anderson, of the State uni-

versity of Minnesota, by a long sorlcs
of experiments, finds the pumpkin docs
most of Its growing after 7 o'clock In

the evening, and diminishes Its activity
as tho sun rises and begins to act upon
the leaves. From 0 o'clock in tho
morning until S o'clock In tho after-
noon the weight of the fruit dimin-
ishes, owing to tho evaporation of
water from tho leaves of tho plant.
Tho general results show that when
tho fruit grows most the vino grows
least, and vtco versa.

Nearly all the Greenland glaciers
and tongues from the Internal Ico cap
terminate In vertical faces from ono
hundred to one thousand feet high,
presenting facilities for Investigation.
The vertical faces reveal pronounced
stratification on tho basal Ice, even
earth materials in the bases carried by
tho Ice being aranged In layers. Pine
laminations wero seon, twelve or twen-
ty to nn inch. Tho layers aro some-
times twisted and contortod. and even
"shoved" over each other. Tho glacier
movement at the Ico border Is a foot
per day to a foot per w cck.

There is a "whole" milk treatment
as well as a skim milk cure, and an ad-

vocate of the former says that a patient
requires from flvo to six quarts dally
while confined to bed, and from ono to
four quarts more when working. To
digest all this, free action of the skin,
lungs and other organs must be se-

cured by daily warm baths and an un-

limited supply of fresh air night and
day. Under this treatmont the heart
quickens, the alimentary canal en-

larges and its glands increase in slzo
and number, and the arteries enlarge
pnd furnish to all parts of the body an
increased supply of blood. A patient
with a supposed mortal disease was
cured under this treatment between
July 15 and October 28, and during
that time increased in weight from 100

pounds to 129 pounds 14 ounces.

Always to be la Fashion, but They NeTer
L. Are Egyptian l'laltlng.

ing the forthcoming autumn and win-

ter season plaids are to be fashionably
and generally worn."

Those who believe In the prediction
always end by being deceived. Tartans
never become generally fashionable by
any chance.

Its history: The tartan is indeed "a
genuine outcome of the primitive in-

stincts of tribal pride, which dates to
the forgotten past."

The difference of clan tartans are no
doubt traceable to localities, since the
women, who spun the wool from their
homo flocks, dyed it with natural dyes
found in the fruits, vegetables and
barks of their own neighborhood,
where the yellow poppy by the sea-

shore grew plentifully, and the red
berries by the wayside, there the col-

ors of yellow and red predominated in
plaids.

Speaking of plaids, it is imagined
that kilting that is, the plaiting of
any fabric, silk or woolen was first
adopted by the Highlanders, but I
learn that this is far from being the
case.

Plaiting, a survival of ono of tho
prettiest of fashions, dates back to the
dimmest of pasts, and thousands of
years ago tho Egyptians showed, as wo
can see in their sculptures, as passion-
ate a love for "accordion" plaiting as
we do to this day, Gentlewoman.

MOST BEAUTiFUL OF FEET.

Those of Modern Americana Reaemble the
IUtremltlee of Greek Statuary.

The Greek statuary, much of It dated
centuries beforo Christ, seems to prove
that tho Greek had feet much like
those of modern Americans,

The most beautiful of tho Orcck feet
arc hollowed out woll, both insido and
out. They havo short heels, high in-
steps, nnd long, straight toes, slightly
spatulato at the ends. This is tho type
of tho most beautiful foot. It Is, on tho
whole, a foot not frequently seen in Its
perfection, for often one or tho other
elements of beauty is wanting. The
rarest point of beauty is tho hollowing
of tho outside of the foot It used to
be that the shoemakers' lasts wero
made upon Greek principles, but for
several years lastmakers have been
making a lump on the outside of the
last just above tho point where tho
slight hollow should bo.

If any one would convince himself
that the hollow on tho outside of tho
foot Is rare let him watch tho prints
the seaside bathers leave when they
step on a dry plank walk. Most of such
footprints show a greater or1 smaller
hollow on the inside of tho foot, but
nearly every ono shows a straight wet
mark on the outside. The sandalled
feet of the Greek goddesses in marble
aro much like the feet of the modern
woman at any rate of tho modern in-

fant before tho feet have been modified
by leather shoes. All of the goddesses
havo tbo fifth too much smaller than
the others, and, in every instance, this
too shows the snail-lik- e twist so often
ascribed to modern pointed shoes.

The ancient statuary, whether malo
or female figures, shows often that con-
traction of the toes at tho joints usually
ascribed to tho wearing of short shoes.
Even tho casts of ancient statues of
athletes show this peculiarity. A few
mummified feet are modern in form.
though they usually show the effect of
the tight bandages wound about the
corpse.

Not only does art give small encour-
agement to tho idea that pedal deformi-
ties produced by footwear have become
hereditary, but tho modern infant
bears testimony to tho contrary. Per-
haps the feet of women suffer more
than those of men from Injudicious
footwear, but infants seem to inherit
not tho peculiarities of their mothers,
but only the structural form. Argo-

Chief Igniclo'a Interpreter.
Chief Ignaclo, tho gigantic Ute In-

dian, who is in the city, has been at
tho Capitol quite frequently of late,
and, like nearly all of tho western men,
has found his way to tho room of the
committee on private claims, where he
sponds considerable time. Hut to the
members and others tho man who ac-
companies Ignacio is of far more Inter-
est than tho chief himself. This man
is the interpreter. Ho is a short, thick-
set, full blooded negro, with the char-
acteristic negro features and as black
as tho typical ace of spades. He was
thrown with tho Ute tribe some twenty
years ago and can speak Spanish, Mex-

ican, English and Ute and knows each
of the languages thoroughly. He mar-
ried the chiefs daughter and Is a man
of so much natural intelligence that ho
is regarded with great respect and def-
erence by the chief and the five or six
thousand Indians who compose the
tribe. Despite his gre?t power among
the Indians ho is, while mingling with
the people of the Caucuslan race in
Washington, a man of notablo modesty
and reticence, although when his opln.
Ion and judgment are asked, which Is
quite frequently the case, he is ready
with a clear unswer. Quite a number
of members have taken occasion to be
introduced to this negro-India- n, and
especially to the southern congressman
ho is something of a curiosity. Wash-

Add tho fish,
with a teacup of chopped mushrooms,
a tcaspoonful of salt, a dash of pepper
and a tnblcspoonful of chopped pars-lo- y.

Stand the frying pan over a kettle
of water until the fish Is heated. Heat
tho yolks of two eggs and mix in tho
stew. Servo in sholls. Harper's llazar.

Lemon Cheese Cakes. One-quart-

pound of good, sweet butter, with ai
little salt In it ns possible (tho English
uso fresh butter altogether for the pur-
pose), ono pound of granulated sugar,
thejulco of two large, juicy lemons
and the rind of one, gill of
cold water. Place in a stono Jar and
set It In a pan of boiling water over a
slow fire. After tho sugar has melted,
add two eggs well beaten. Keep tho
water In the pan boiling for half an
hour, or until tho mixture In tho jar
thickens. It must bo stirred constant
ly after tho eggs aro added. Detroit
Free Press.
