HOW TO REST.

Aa Accomplishment In Which Host of 17

Are Sadly Deficient--
Having worked odrselves out to

such an extent that a very tovt of us
are sound and healthy, It Isabont ttmo
for us to begin resisting. Hut to bo
benefited by It wo must go about It In
a moro rational way than we havo rrono
about doing; our work.

Our tired, brains and
bodies clamor lor rest, and wo give
them tho alcoholic spur. In this war
they are kopt on a jot-tr- until thoy
give out utterly, and then the coroner
or able physician olualally blames tho
untl jiely domino on heart-failur- or
apoplexy, or alcohol, or somo dlseaso
due to the failure ot a particular organ
to do Its whole duty.

The fact Is that theso are nothing
moro than different names for ono
thing oxhaustton from lack of rest.
The pains, aehes and discomforts that
accompany these ailments are nature's
timely and persistent calls for rest,
and warnings ot Impondlng danger.

The trouble with many of thoso who
aro perfectly wilting to take physical
rest is they do not know how to go
about It Our household furniture
was fashioned to suit tho notions of
our ancestors, who were not In the
habit of resting, Clin Irs wore merely
benches or stools with backs .0 them,
while sofas wcro simply longer benches
with shorter backs.

As many of you know from experi-
ence, tho old.fashlonod chair had a
straight back. It was thought that
this would in sonid measuro countornot
tho tendency of mon and women to

hump-backe- It did not occur
to them that this deformity wan duo
to the exhaustion of physical energy,
and not to carelessness on tho part of
the Individual. Hound shoulders nnd
hollow chests aro duo to the relaxation
ot the muscles of tho bank, and no
amount ot straightening up will re-

move the cause. When tho muscles ot
the back becoma weak from loss of en-
ergy, the muscles of the chest natural-
ly pull the shoulders forward. To re

tho body to a perpendicular posi-
tion, tho muscles of tho back must
havo their cnorgy restored.

The blood circulates more free-
ly, becauso there Is no tension on tho
limbs. This reduces the labor of tho
heart to a minimum. Tho energy thus
saved goes to rcstoro tired or weak-
ened organs or to the Invlgoratlon of
tho brain.

Wo must rid ourselves of the notion
that It Is a sign ot laziness to llo down
or loungo about on tho floor, or cot or
bed; nlso that It Is not proper for wom-
en to lie down when tlrod.

Were our women In the habit of tak-
ing moro rest, and taking it properly,
they would not be compelled to wear
stays In order to keop thorn straight.
Having to wear these constantly, tho
muscles ot tho chest nnd back do not
develop normally, nnd are, therefore,
weaker than other muscles of the body.
