One ovening in August I talked
to tho Sunday school about it, and
tried to got a collection but with-
out success as tho subject seemed
to be new to most of thorn, ana tho
school was noarly all composod of
women ana gins tnai uay, ana you
know thoy aro a poor audionco
from which to mako a collection.
Then an enterrainmont was talked
of. I took sick with tho fever a
few days alter and was not ablo to
bo out until last Sunday week,
when tho Armenian question was
discussed again and it was settled
that it being a relief fund and ow-

ing to my recontillness which pre-
vented mo from attending at night
that tho next Sunday evening we
would tako a lunch thero consist
ing of pie ana cako, ana tho pro
ceeds go to tne Armenians.

On tho appointed timo after
Sunday school, just as several
couples of young ladies and gen
tlemen were being seated to eat,
two men walked swiftly into the
house, ono sat down for a fow
minutes. As moro wero starting to
eat ono of them sprang to his feet
and called a halt to tho proceed-
ings, told tho young people not to
oat nor pay a cont 'til thoy heard
Irotn him. ouch a tirade against
the Armenians and tho workers
never was heard before. lie said
Armenia didn't need it; that tho
ereat want and suffering was only
an exaggeration, and Armenia bad
never bad a dollar or the money
tbat had been collected already
from the people When I made a
protest that no stop talking and
that ho was breaking a public
meeting, as a panic was in evi
dence, and I denounced bis right
to come thero, and his conduct un-
fit to bo at a church or school
house, ho told mo I was trying to
act like a man and that it was
nonooi my business what he did;
he was alreo citizen.

Now I consider it a compliment
to think that as I was presiding
over the meeting, that I was in-

telligent enough to act like a man
and try to stop him not a drunk-o- n

wretch likojhim, but liko tho
men tbat tho foundations of thiB
government rests on. I looked
around at my Sunday school boys
and knew that I was safe from
even tho tap of a pencil which ho
ehook violently at mo. I tell you
inters, mon, real men, are tho

onos we owo tho protection of our
good namos today.
