He communicated the resuit
of his finds to the university museum,
and presanted to that nstitution frag-
ments of npcient fsli-nets and objects
of earved wood, which he discovered
In the muck in an ancient lagoon In
which the prehistorie people moored
thelr ennoes,

Mr. Cashing undertook to complete
the observations made by Col. Durn-
ford, and at enco proceeded to Florida

discovered

ays  excavationn yielded valua.
‘ble treasures of eranin, shell and
wood, and resoited In discaveriss

that are likely to prove of enormouos
value to ethnalogionl s¢lence. After
the opening of the Hogzard ClIF
eollpetion at the univernity musenm on
Friday Mr. Cushing will st onee go to
Florids for the university to prosecute
to the end the observations made by
himsel! and Col. Durnfonl He has
found great artificial canals, Iagooos
and stroctures regularly faced and
built of shell. ‘The possibility of their
being of Carib origiu offera an im-
portant and loteresting problem.

When Mr, Cushiog was pushing his
discoveries among the Zunl people he
secured his adoption ioto the tribe, in
order the better o obaerve thelr say-
age life His designation of Heutenant
was obtained through his haviag onee
commanded & troop of soldlers In an
enpodition In the southwest, and nl-
though he never held wctosl rank in
the government service, his bearing
would seem to conilrm ths tradition
that gives him o militory title, For
neveral years his b=«!tl hus prevented
his giving to the worh. the tressures
