THE NEW COURT BILL.

(Continued from first page.)

demand dues not exceed five hun-
dred dollars.

Sec. 20. That il shall not be
necessary, in order to sustain an
action lor unlawful detainer in
the Indian Territory, under the
provisions of section thirty-thri- e

hundred and forty-eis- ht of said
Mansfield's Digest, heretofore put
in force in the Indian Territory,
for the plaintiff to establish the
relation of landlord and tenant be-

tween him and the defendant, but
it shall be sufficient to sustain such
action if the plaintiff shall estab-
lish the fact that lie is entitled to
the possession of tne premises in
controversy and that demand
was made in writing tor the deliv-
ery of the possession there f to
him thirty days prior to the com-
mencement of the suit. The bonds
heretofore required bj-- law to be
given in the Indian Territory in
actions of rorcille entry and de-

tainer and unlawful detainer shall
hereafter be given in a sum at least
double the value of two years rent
or use of the property specified in
the writ, which value shall be as-

certained as provided by law. In
all actions of forcible entry and
detainer and unlawful detainer in
the Indian Territory in case the
finding of the verdict is for the de-

fendant, the court shall give judg-
ment thereon with costs and for
any damages that ma' be assessed
in favor of the defendant, and
shall also issue a writ of restitu-
tion, directed to the marshal, to
caifse the defendant to oe repos-
sessed, to which shall be added a
clause commanding the marshal
to levy of the goods, chattels, lands
and tenements, subject to the exe-
cution of the plaintiff, the damages
assessed in favor of the defendant
with costs. If the finding and
judgment be in favor of the de
fendant, but from any cause he be
not entitled to the possession of
the premises at the time of the
judgment, then the writ of execu-
tion shall only be for the damages
and costs that may be awarded to
him, and in all cases where judg-
ment is rendered, either against
the plaintiff or defendant, for any
amount of recovery, damages, or
costs, judgment shall he entered
against his sureties in the bond
given in the case.

Sec. 21. That the grand juries
in the Indian Territory shall here
after consist ot not less than
twenty-thre- e persons having the
qualifications required by law, six-
teen of whom must be present to
constitute n quorum, and at leat
twelve of whom must vote in favor
of finding an indictment, other-
wise the bill must be ignored.

Sec. 22. That in all criminal
trials in the United States court in
the Indian Territorj' the defendant
shall, in capital cases, be entitled
to twenty peremptory challenges
and the government to ten per-
emptory challenges. In all other
cases of lelonies the defendant
shall be entitled to six peremptory
challenges and the government to
three peremptor' challenges. Pro-
vided, however, That where two
oi more defendants are joined in
the same bill of indictment and
tried without severance, the num-
ber of challenges shall be the same
as if one defendant were upon
trial.

Sec. 23. That if any judge of the
United States court in said Terri-
tory should be interested in any
suit pending in the court over
which he ma preside, or be of
counsel or akin to either of the
parlies to the suit, or be abent,
one of the other judges who may
be qualified may preside at the
trial of such cause.

That any United States commis-
sioner in a judicial district may in
case of the absence, sickness or
other disqualification of the com-
missioner of the district, hold the
court in any such district, and
when so holding court in any other
district, he shall exercise all his
powers that the commissioner of
the district could or might exer-
cise if present.

Sec. 24. That in the courts of
the Indian Territory no party to
the suit or prosecution shall be ex
eluded as a witness in the case on
that account or on account of his
conviction of any crime. And no
person other than a party to the
suit or prosecution shall be com-
petent to testify in any case, civil
or criminal, in said Territory, who
has been convicted in the courts of
the United States or of any state,
or of the Indian Territor', of the
crime of mur :er, perjury, subor-
dination of perjury, larceny, bur-
glary, robberj or rape; but no per-
son shall be disqualify d as a wit-

ness in said terntoy who has been
convicted of any other crime or
misdemeanor. In all cases the
fact of conviction may be shown b'
the record of conviction, or by oral
evidence, in order to affect the
credibility of the witness.

Sec 25. That the judges of the
United States courts in the Indian
Territory may either in term time
or in vacation approve all accounts
of the officers of the court in their
respective districts before the same
aie forwarded to the proper de-

partments of the government for
allowance.

Sec. 2G. That the United States
courts and United States commis-
sioners in the Indi.in Territory
ma' require as a part of the pun-
ishment persons convicted of
crimes or misdemeanors and con-
fined in the jails of their respect-
ive districts to perform manual
labor, either within or without the
prisons, under such rules and
regulations as may be prescribed
by the attorney general, but no
expense which may accrue on this
account shall be paid by the United
States in excess of the fines which
may be collected in each district,
respectively, which fines may be
used by the attorney general for
this purpose, and any money-whic- h

may be received lor uch
labor shall be placed in the treas-
ury of the United States.

Sec 27. That in addition to lb.

Sec. 2S That in actions cf
ejectment in the Indian Territory
the plaintiff" may have and recover
against the defendant a judgment
tor the rents and profits of the
property, and the defendant, if he
has made improvements upon the
property in good faith may be al-

lowed the value of such improve-
ments against the rents and profits
shown by the plaintiff to be due
him.

Sec. 29. That all of the provis-
ions of chapter nine of Mansfield's
Digest, entitled, "Attachments,"
heretofore put in force in the In-

dian Territory, which are in con-

flict with the provisions of chapter
seventy-one- , entitled, ''Garnish-
ment," put in force in said terri-
tory by this act, are hereby re-

pealed in so far as they apply, in
said territory: Provided, How-
ever, That when the plaintiff has
a debt or demand against the de-

fendant, which is due, he may
cause a writ ol garnishment to be
sued out and served as provided
by law in such cases, upon insti-
tution of a suit by him to recover
such debt or demand: And Pro-
vided further, That a judgment
may be rendered in the garnish-
ment proceedings against the gtr-ntshe- e

at the same time that judg-
ment is rendered against the de-

fendant.
Sec. 30. That nothing in thU

act or in any previous acts of con-

gress in reference to the Indian
Territory shall be construed as
to repeal, or in any way modify
section ten hundred and twenty-fou- r

of the Revised Statutes of the
United States; and that said sec-

tion is hereby declared to be in
lull force and effect in said terri-
tory.

Sec. 31. That any person in the
Indian Territory being in failing
circumstances, who shall make a
general assignment for the benefit
of all hi- - creditors, without pref-
erences, conveying to his assignee
all of his property save such as is
exempt by law from execution un-

der the laws in force therein shall
be released in full from the claims
of all tin- - creditors accepting the
bentfits of such assignment within
six months after the filing and re-

cording of such assignment, when-
ever the proceeds of the assign-
ment shall pay forty cents on the
dollar ol the claims of such credit-
ors: Provided, however, That
this provision is not intended to
affect the claims of those creditors
who do not accept under such as-

signment.
Any assignment in the Indian

Territory for the benefit of credit-
ors may be contested, or attacked
for fraud, by any creditors, and
proof of fraud on part of the as.
signor shall be sufficient to invali-
date the assignment, whether the
assignee knew of it or not.

Sec. 32. That any person who
-- hall board any railway train in
the Indian Territory, whether mov-
ing or standing, having no lawful
business thereon and not intending
in good faith to become a passen-
ger thereon, but with the intent to
obtain a free ride on such train,
however short the dirtance, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall be punished by a fine of not
less than live dollars nor more
than one hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment not exceeding six
m Jhths, or by both such fine and
imprisonment.

b i oi That in all cases of
coiiMction for crime in the United

States court in the Indian Terri-
tory the judge of said court shall
fix the punishment which may be
imposed, within the limits pre-
scribed by law.

Sec. 34. That if any officer in
the Indian Territory shall fail to
return an execution or other pro-
cess placed in his hands within
the time required by law, he may,
in a suit brought against him to
recover the amount embraced in
the execution, show as a defensetbat
the defendant in execution was in-

solvent at the time the execution
was issued, and lemained so up to
the date of its return. But any
officer who shall fail to return any
execution or process placed in his
hands, within the time prescribed
by law, shall be fined, in the dis-

cretion of the court, in any sum
not exceeding one hundred dollars.

Sec. 35 If any person shall
give information in writing to the
United States court in the Indian
Territory that any person in the
district is insane, praying that in-

quiry thereof be had. the court,
il satisfied that there is good cause
for the exercise of its jurisdiction,
shall cause the person so charged
to he brought before such court
and inquire into the facts by a
jury, if the facts be doubtful. If
it be found by the court or by the
jury that the person so brought
before the court is insane, and that
such person should be confined in
an asylum for insane persons, the
court shall commit such person to
the jail of the district, if it appear
that such person ought to be re-
strained of liis liberty, and shall
communicat' the facts to the at-
torney general of the United
States and the record in the case.
It shall be the duty of the attorney
general upon the receipt of the
record ol the case, if he shall be
satisfied that such person should
be confined in an asylum for in
sane persons, to designate a suit-
able place for the confinement of
such person. Such person may be
confined in the asylum for the in-

sane in the City of Washington, or
the attorney general may contract
with the authorities of any state for
the confinement of such insane per-
sons in any state asylum for the
insane, and the cost of keeping
such persons in any of such asy-
lums shall be paid out of the funds
appropriated for the support of
United States prisoners.

WINTER SLEEP OF ANIMALS.

The Lower Ordern Seek Their Hiding
Place.

Many of the mammals make the win-

ter a time of deep and enduring sleep.
Of this the best instance is the bats,
which, because of their thin membran-
ous wings and their insect food, are
forced in the winter to withdraw from
all activ ities. Those who dwell in win-

ter lands where there are caverns may
see these bats gathering at the close of
Bummer in the recesses of the caves.
Guided by we know not what sense,
they fly far into the cave, and there,
seeking skillfully in the darkness, find
some rough place on the ceiling to
which they cling by their sharp-hooke- d

toes; then folding their wings about
them they quickly fall into a sleep so
deep that It Is deathlike in its character,
from which they awake when spring re-

visits the field above their refuge. The
bears, the opposums, hedgehogs and
other mammals have more or less of
this habit of taking a long rest in the
winter season, a repose that goes be-

yond the limits of sleep as we common-
ly know It. So, too, the lower verte-
brates, the reptiles and fishes, betake
themselres to their hiding places In the
earth or the waters and drowse the dark
half of the year away. Even the ruder
tribes of men in high latitudes general-
ly abandon their activities in the cold-
est months. In a measure imitating the
lower life in the habit of resting in this
natural season of repose.

With the Insect world th adjustment
to winter goes even further than with
the vertebrates; scarcely one of 10,000
species which are In activity In the
summer keeps alive beyond the first
frosts. Shortly after the solstice they
begin to prepare for the inevitable end
of their brief life. Their eggs are laid
in the places where they may best be
secured from accident during the
months in which they await the call of
the sun to awaken them to life. The
nests or cluster of eggs are so placed
that the young may have food at hand
wth the least possible journeying to
seek it. In some cases the cell In
which the egg is to hatch is filled with
a suitable provision for the nurture of
the grub; in the case of the mud wasp
this store consists of spiders so stung
by the mother wasp that they are be-
numbed with the poison, yet remain
alive. These contrivances by which
Insects arrange to have the life of their
kind conveyed across the direst of w in-
ters are innumerable. They ail show
an admirable accommodation of struc-
ture and habit to this recurrent need.
