Guthrie, Ok., Dec 21. Friends
of F. E. McKinley, receiver of the
Guthrie land office and cousin of
President McKinley, are hopeful
that he will be appointed clerk of
the United States court of the
Northern district of the Indian
Territory, under Judge Gill, of

Colby, Kas., whose nomination as
judge was confirmed a few dayB

ago in the Senate.
A dispatch from Checotab, I. T.,

to The Star yesterday eaid that
Mr. McKinley would get the ap-

pointment. When asked about it
todsy be said: "I certainly would
like to have the place and am an
applicant for it, but I have no pos-

itive information that I will get it.
I hare done little beyond consult-

ing with President McKinley and
Judge Gill. Months ago Judge
Gill assured me that I should have
the place if he was left to do as he
pleased by politicians in hiB own
state."

There are few applicants for the
position. Pliny Soper, who is be-

ing urged by his uncle, Cy Leland;
F. E. McKinley, W. F. Harn, of

Oklahoma City, and an unknown
man who has the support .of M. A.

Kanna. It is understood here
that neither Soper nor Hanna's

'candidate will be appointed, and
that the office will go to either Mc-

Kinley or Harn. McKinley is
supposed to have the support of
M. W. Low of Topeka who is a
close friend of Judge Gill.

The position of clerk in the
Northern district is worth from
$5,000 to 810,000 a year. The sal-

ary attracted Mr. McKinley, who
was greatly disappointed with the
receivership of the Guthrie land
office which, instead of paying
the maximum of $3,000 a year
probably does not exceed $1,500
It is alleged that Leland tbrougb
Ms friendship witbJThomas Ryan,
was in a position to have the sala-
ry made maximum, and had be
done so McKinley would not have
entered the race for the clerkship.

"The consumption of alcoholic
drinks is growing less year after
year, mere is only about one
half ns much consumed per capita
in the United States as there was
a quarter of a century ago.

"The president of the National
Brewer's association stated in his
annual report given at their meet-
ing in June, that the consumption
of beer fell of! in 1897, 402,999
gallons and that there were 1000
less liquor sellers in the United
States than the previous year.

"In reply to questions sent out
by the United States department
of labor it appeared that among
those discriminating against drink
were 90 per cent of the railroads,
79 per cent of the manufacturers,
SS per cent of the trades and 72
per cpnt of the agriculturists the
mojorit' of these forbidding the
use of intoxicants by employees,
while some prohibit it only while
the employees are on duty."

The pay-
ment of the SS.000 attorneya fees
was a deplorable blunder, but will
of course be held up by Inspector
Wright and by President McKin-
ley.

The national council ol the Cher-
okee nation adjourned sine die
yesterday. No contraot for the
collection of the 4,300,000 was let
to anyone, all bids rejected, and
no delegation was sent to Wash-

ington. The two weeks extra ses-

sion accomplished nothing what-

ever, but the people of the Chero-
kee nation ought to rejoice that
council has adjourned as it was
nothing less than a menace to the
individual rights of the Indians.
As to venality it stands ahead,
perhap?, of all the councils in the
history of the tribe.

The bill passed by the Chicka-

saw legislature authorising the
Chickasaw nation to employ coun-
sel at a salaiy of 5,000 a year has
been disapproved by President
McKinley.

If it had been approved J. II
Burton, of Abilene, Kas., would
have been appointed Chickasaw
counsel. The attitude of the de-

partment is that step's necessary
for the protection of the Indians
can be taken by the department
attorneys and delegates who are
members of the tribe.

Three Wagoner doctors- - are out
in a card certifying that a man
died of pneumonia in that city
Tuesday. It would now be in or-

der for three other doctors to come
out in a card stating the man died
of smallpox. If some one would
discover an infallible diagnosis of
this disease he would go down in
history as one of the great men of
the century.

The climax of imbecility and
venality was reached in the na-

tional council at Tahlequah when
the act appropriating $8,000 for
certain attorneys was passed.
The brand of eternal infamy ought
to put upon the brow of every
member that voted for it, and if
the chief approves it be is not en-

titled to the decent respect of his
people.
