PRISONERS WELL TREATED.

Jall Lifs in Japan Is Attended with
Every Inducement to Vol-
untary Reform.

Prisons io Japsn resemble largs coun-
try bouses with many outhulldings, and
do not, elther In the sodlciny or detalls
of their construction, wear a penitent-
lary aspect. The prisoners get food in
proportion to their conduet and lodus-
try; those who do nol behave will get a
eake of rice, which must last them seven
days. For the desérving it is the ration
for but four days, ang they get with It
also a !ttle horse mest and potato or
pea sauCe.

The labor Is compulsory, bul not ge-
vere, and the prisoner gets part of his
earnings, though It amounts o |ittle.
The discipline i milltars and servinga
term jn prison does not impose an [n-
dalible stigma.  Systematic oTorts are
made (o mprove the prisoners; all the
youths upder 19 years paes two hours
each Gay In school Even when thelr
termm of sentence s over they cafnot be
