Flrat That the state banking board
be abolished and that the management
and control of the guarantee fund be

Second That the guarantee fund he

redeposited with the banks from
which it originated without interest.

Third That the state bear the ex-

pense of maintaining and operating
the guarantee fund.

Fourth That upon the liquidation
of any bank that this bank shall take
over as an asset 90 per cent of the
unused portion of fhe guarantee fund
contributed by this bank. The east
