| the 34 day of January, 1563, the fulliwing

tive Assembly ov the partof the Bonrd of |
Health. |

The dutins imposed by the above Act, were
of the most anervas and delicate kind, and
the Beard eonid pot hope to perform them |
with Hdelity and soccess, without eneounter-
ing many (ifcalties.  But the nbstacles setu- |
allx met with, have esceeded even the antici-
pations of the Board. Ther were caused,
parely, by the Lepers themselves; partly hy
the apathy and want of ev-operation on the
part of the public. snd partly by the inade-

Lguacy of the appropristids which bhad been
" applied for by the Board, knd granted by the
| last Legisluture, The insufficieney of the fund
wis soon discovered, nod the strictest econn-
wy, snd the most rigid supervision of the ex-
penses beemme necessary, nearly £10,000 hay- |
ing been expended in the first six monthe of |
the biennial period, expiring March 31st of |
| the voar 1585, ‘
| Onewof the greatest difficulties ex
| b the Board his been the lack of mesns of
trunsportation.  This bas pressed most heavi- ‘
Iy during the last few months. Indeed, there
| ie mow, and there bas been for some time, an
entire absence «f such means of tramsport, |
The schvuner Warwiek was purchased, but in {
Ostober 1566, extensive repairs were needed, |
and as the enst wonld have smoanted to o lar- |
ger tum than the Bonrd fell st liberty to ex- |
pend, the vesael was sold.  This want of means |
of transport was pertially supplied throogh
the kiedoess of Mr. James Dowsett, who ear- |
ried Jhe patients of the Boand whenever he |
coukl esavenleatly spaie upe of his small
schooners.  But this resonree lins lately been |
eut off in eonsequence of the representativnos |
of parties who are acoustomed to use his ves- {
seln.  They instrocted their ageats nut to ghip |
freight by bhim, un seovunt of the Lepers
bwimg married by his schooners. A small ves-
vol must therefore be purchased aod beld by
the Board £ some time, if the several dis-
tricts and istands are to be purged of this ter-
ribile dirense.
| Again, when the lands were purchased on
Maolvkai, it was sonfidently expected that the
firet ontlay there, would be the ;-mwirll. whe
required, and that the valley of Waikelu, and |
surrousidiog lands, than which no righer can
ean be found throughoat this group, would be
cheerfully caltivated by the strongest of the
Lepere. and that, except for clutbes and per.
baps some suiwal food, the ressnrees at the
dispoeal of the Board wonld sut be subjected
1o a regnlar and constant drain. But s great
dirapprointient was soun experienced in this
respeet ; the terrible diseare which aiflicts the
L(";(‘!.\ regind Lo cause nluvng I]Io!.u as greal a
chunge in their woral and mental organization
as in their physical constitution ; #o far from
siding thelr weaker brethren, the strong tuouk
pussession of everything, devoured and des-
troyed the large quantity of fuod omthe lands,
apil aliogether refused to replant anything;
indeed, they had no cowpunciive in taking
. ose who were disabled and dying, the
uinterial snpplies of clothes snd food which
were dispensed by the Superintendent for the
use of the Iatter; they exhibited the most
thorvugh indifference to the ulﬂ'eﬁ!\gt. snd
the most giter shepuoe of cansideration for the
wanis, to which many of them were destined
to be themselves exposed in perhaps a few
weaks ; in fact, most of thore in whem the
disensé had progapsed considembly, shiwed |
the greatest thoaghtlessness and beartlessness.
The 8 intendont, therefore, in the month
| of Beptember, 1866, informad the Board. to its |
| great surprise, thut supplies must be sent for |
| the fature from Honulolu, as the sertlement
would be able to prudece but little from that
time forth. This state of thiogs, which it
was hoped for some time might be changed,
bas been lound irremediable, snd the Lepisla-
ture must be anked to supply abeolutely, fur
the futore. all the wants of these people.
Bach a state of things is to be regretted, but
inmsmuch as the Lepers are deprived by the
w of the urdinary rights of citizens, and ae
esiraint is placed vpon their liberty fur the
£ ommunity at large, that eowmmu-
sty incurs a respuncibility, which, with its ac-
cotmpanying burdens, must by hutiotably and
cheerfully mecopted. Ttis hoped that in n few
munthe, it will not be neensanry to send ordi-
nary provigivns foom Honelulo, as the Beard
has Intely rowoved all the Lepers from the
Waikole valley, where the kalv lands are sit-
aated, nod Jensed those lamds wu the conol-
tion that the necessary supplies of kalo and
pal al wre furnished to the order of the Super-
intendent of the settlement. A vopply of pai
ai, avernging wbout 130 bs. per dicw, has been
ohtained from the settienent and ndjacent val-
leye for the lust six months, and it is hoped
that o lurgor quantity way be obtained in the |
cuming sommer winths, in which ease, the
supplies necded from Honelulo will be very |
waterially lessened. In justice, morever, to
the Lepers, it mast be recorded, that sweet po. |
tutows and other vegetabies in econsiderable
quantities have been pinnted by them, but as
the lute stormy winds and cold raine have de-
stroyed mast of the plants and vines, very lit-
tle foud will be derived from this source @ ,gi
wust wiso be obsesved, that those who plant
eonsider themselves entitled to the same ordi-
nary supplies as those who do pet, and it is
diffieult to perceive the injustice of this elaim,
Agnin, one of the symptoms of this disense iy,
un extravrdinary increase of appelite, n great
vuracity, and ewnstant longing for foud ; the
quantity each patlent will deveur if left to
uitnself is jneredibie to those who bave not
witnessed it : this cravieg never appears to be
satished, and in two wr three instances, when
rpportasities of gurging the stumach with ani.
mul fucd bave presented themselves, death in
o faw lours hus been the result,

In connretivg with this guestion of the fond
supply in Molokai, it sheuld be remarked that
letters were published in Honelulu vn or about
Junuury, 1E&7, refiecting severely un the Buard
for ite mlieged wint of eare of the Maolokai set-
tiement, and distingl!y charging it with inbu- |
manity in allowing the unfortunate people sent |
there to perish frutn starvation and want of |
the ordinary necesssries of life.  Upon this,
ot the request of the Board, its President took |
the first opporinnity of visiting the settlement. |
He called a1 ervery hoose, snd hed eommuni-
eatlon with every ode of the patients, who all
denied alisalutely having made any such state-
meats or complaints as were attributed to
thets ; they stated fndeed, that they had some
piliking. that they would like to have misre
food nllowasid thewm, sod that they wisbed (o |
kill the extile belonging to the Board, which
thes aaderstond bad been sent for their nse ;
hut as & general thing, they were eatisfied
with what had been doow fur them, and with
Mr. Lepart, their woperintendent. Bo far from
being in the miserable conditivn deseribed in |

! these letters, most of them looked well and
stout, eumpared with their appearanice when
first entrusted to the care of the Board. The
peculinr and frightfe] pature of the disense
might earily mirlead non-medical men, who
earefally avald contael with the subjects of jt,
or even medical men who bad bad no previcas
experience of it. HBat while the parties who

! made the adverse reporis thought that they

had found evils which really had no existence, .

Drankenness, pilferings, im-
morality, and eral insuburdivation wyre
very alent ; ri-nm-t beer was manufactured
and drunk in large quasiities, and great orgies
took plaee. But the Buard ir happy 1o report
that for the Jast few munths o very dilferent
siate of things bas existed. Drunkenness
noid insobordinat Bavo wimost entirely dis-
appenred, and it § to be hoped that farther
experience in the mansgemest will tenid to de-
velop » sxstesy well eateulated to produce &
good and desitebie result.  The change has
mainly been brought about by the appoint-
went of Mr. Walsh as Magistrate for the Pea-
ipsuia; bythis mwesns he is enshled to keep
the residents under eontrol. It has been fur-
ther ted by making stables of the hus-
bagds of disensed women. These men, o re-
turn for their services, are allowed, st their |
own request, to reside with their wives, rativns
and elothing being isvned to thewm in the same
quantities and at the same times as to the Lep-
ers themeelves,

In addition to the bospital. s comfortable
houre ban been ereoted for Mr. and Mre.
Waish, #s also a school-houre for the child
and separate slooping apartments for the boya
sl girle,  All these buildings, including the
hospital, ape enclused within one fenee, and
are under the ciclusive care of the Superin-
tendant mod Nurse.

Fresh meat has been provided for the use of
the settlemonl for several moaths past, by
supplies of sheep, forwanded (rom time to
titse. The health of the patients has been by
thie means much iwproved. amd the expeases
at the same tine considerably lessennd.

It will be necessury to erect vew honses on
Molokai for the sccommodution of the Lopers |
who have been rent there, and, from past ex-
perience, it is thought sdvisabie to buiid them
in & substnutial wmanver, of wowd, after the
Kalibi pattern, with more ur fewer partitions,
as may be required.

A serioun canse of embarrassment has been
the separativn of fusiilies, In siime cases this
bas produced ne feeling whatever in the pas-
ties interested ; sometinies indeed, the separa-
tion is feit ty be o rolief 1 in viber cases, it has
been reganied as & groat grievenew, and in
cupsequepce. many Lepers are carefully eon-
cealed Trim the knuwledge of the Board, |
There bave been two runsways from Kaliki,
and all euquiries have filed to elicit the places
of their concenlment. Whensver wives, hus-
bands, or purents huve expressed a desire to |
seeumpany their relations, the Board has not
cunsidered that it woold be justified io refus-
ing the application ; it wonld seem right bow.
ever, that sume provisien should be made by
law fur the support of those ebildren of Lep-

( ers who have no friends willing to take charge

of thetm. It s alvo worthy of the conniders-
