Danwrsiax Ipras—Mr Darwin has pub-
lished two more volumes on the Variation
of Plants and Apimals sfter Domestie-
ation,” to eonfirm  his theory that the
different forms of animaland vegetabla life
huve been produced by natural law, and
not by ereative acts. The couclusions of
Mr. Darwio may be reduced to four:

1. All animals, especially domestic an-
| imals, have & tendency to great varistion

for its cperation on this fuct.
| 2. Many forms of avimals and planis,
not in existence in natore, but derived from
II natural types, are called juto existence by
man.

3. Thesa are prodocad by artificial se-
| lection; by a careful observation of individ-
ual vanation, which are selected for breed-
ing and these are preserved till they are
perpetuated as specific charncters,

4. Breeds, which are thus introdoced by
| artificial selection, show differences of ex-
| térnal form und of interoal strocture, which
would warrant o natoralist, igonorant of
their origin, to call them distinct, or some-
times even distinet genern,

Prof. Agussiz is the leading opponent of
Mr. Dharwin's theory. He asserts that
| species are immutable; that man ean origi-
| nate breeds, but never species; and that
| breeds are fruitfol in offspring, bat specia
il crosged are barren, or bave sterile off-
spring. He claims, also, that in the whole
range of observation in living natars, or in
fossil history, no wictance hns been found
of transmutation of #pecies. Where such
| eminont naturalists ure at variaoce, who
| can decide the controversy !
