INSURRECTION OF CRETE.

On the 4th of September, Moustala
Pasha, Envoy Extrordinary of the Sub-
lime Porte, arrived at the Island of Crete.
He spent a few days trying to gather in-
formation a5 to the real state of things,
and sent the Governor-Geseral, Tsmail
Pasha, back to Constantinople. On the
14th of the same month, be issued & pro-
clamation in which he informed the inhab-
itants of Crete * that he had assumed the
duties of Governor of the Tsland, on which
be had lived more than thirty years of hia
life, and which be considered a second
fatheriand.” TUnbappily, the conclusion
of thi= document was little in harmony
with the kind and paternal commence-
ment. It was declared that *“five days
only were given to the insurgents to sub-
mit themselves, at the expimtion of which,
all those who should not have surrendered
should be treated as enemics and rebels.”

Five days were too short a time for the
prejudices and natiopal passions to be
subdued and quered. The leaders of
the insurrection bad no chance to nego-
tiate for the terms of their surrender, and
the proclamation itself could pot reach the
remoter districts in such a Jimited space
of time. But, ss events turned ont, this
was of dary import and wvery-
thing seemed to concur to render hostili-
ties inovitable. The Fgyptian soldiers,
under the command of Chain Pasha, short
of provisions, und sick of the fever resalt-
ing frotw camping in morasses, had vamly
attempted to escape from the cirele of e
sargents by whom they were surrounded,
and had been obliged to give up their ar-
tillery, arms and ammunition, preserying
nothing but their lives.

The materinl loss wos not much; nddi-
tional forces 3ent from Turkey had in-
creased the number of soldiers to 40,000
men, but the moral effect was very serious.
The Greoks were overvxcited by this first
success, while the Turks lost cournge, and
were thinking of going sway to Asin
Minor, Daring the whole month of Sep-
tember, the Turks did nothing bat stand
on the defensive, and try to protect the
Mussulmans of Kissamos and Selino from
the attacks of the jnsurgents. The Greeks
fuiled severnl times in their efforts to take
the little fort of Castel-KisSuno, which
was easily defended ond sopplied with
provigions from the sea side; but they
compelled the Mosulmans of Selino, after
savernl weeks of bard fighting at Kandano,
to leave their villayge with their families
and seek refuge at Canen. In thé country,
the insurgents were still more successful,
and had taken possession of the western
provivces, (tho richest and most populous
of the lsland,) the fate of which wonld
decide that of the remaining purt of Can-
dia.

It
would have been wise on the part of the
Greeks to have strongly fortified the
mountain defile of Krupi where the Turks,
in 1821, had met with & terrible disaster;
but they had so far dealt with the Egyp-
tian soldiers, who had shown in several
encounters more nimbleness than power of
resistance. They determined, accordingly,
to wait for the enemy outside of the de-
file, in a well solected position at Vafe, »
little in front of Prosnero. This decision
was urrived st in opposition to the advioe
of the native captains, but in aceordance
with the opinions of the Grecian officers,
who, buing accustomed to tho fghting of
Earopean armies, were sangnine of success.

It was on toe 24th of October that this
memorble battle took place. The Greeks
| were intrenched in houses snd behind the

trunks of trees, which they had cnt down.
While the battle was confined to firing
guns, the Turks, being without shelter
| lost @ great many wen, and their return-
fire eould do Httle hana to the Greeks,
| but the Turkish officers soon got tired of
| seeing their men killed without retaliating,
| and ondered them to charge with the buy-
l onet. When they reached the positions
|lo!' the enemy, they were found deserted.
} The Uretans had not for a moment enter-
| tained the idea of sustmning the charge of
| the Turks, and were running as fast as
| they could towards Prosnero. The Greek
volunteers were the only ones to stand,
and attempt to resistit. Some of them
were killed on the barricades they were
| defending ; some were taken prisoners,
[ und treated with regard by Moustafa Pa-
|sha.  The very evening after the lattle.ll
[ the vanguard occupied Prosuero without |
firing a shot. They were within a fow
hours mareh of the plain and village of
Askyfo, situatod in the heart of the Sf-
| kiote territory.
|  Why did not Moustals Pasha improve
biz victory? Why did he not pursue the
disbanded Cretans? Old age had not yet
obscured the brightness of his faculties,
 nor did it ubate his evergy. During the
course of the whole campaign, he evinced
| an activity ‘sdmired even by his adversa-
| ries. It i probable that, relying on his
| past experience of Cretan revolis, he be-
lieved that the insurgents, after their
defent, would disperse, and that the rival-
ries between the leaders would quickly
terminete the war. e did not koow
whnt excitement had been created in the
minds of the insurgents by recent events
which bhad taken plce in  Occidental
| countries, und by the incentive articles of
the Greek press. It woold be unfair, on
the other band, not to give him credit for
un honoruble feeling which may bave had
weight in his resclution : he probalbly dis- |
liked the iden of bringing the devastation |'
and desolation of n murderous struggle |
upon a country in which he had spent so
many years of his life, and where he hod
achieved hig fortune and reputation. An-
other motive for his action (so complex
are the esuses of human action), may have
been that the owner of 50 maoy rich es-
tates in every part of Crete, did not cire
to see hig orchards, orange and olive trees
destroyed. These were the main consid-
erstions by which he was led to stop after
the battle of Vale. The lost opportunity
could not be recovered. A week Iater,
learning that numercus bands of insur-
| gents were concentrating st Askyfo, be
went eastward. It was believed for some
time that he would reath Siakia from an-
other side—from the rond passing by the
ruing of old Lappa, but after » nseless de-
monstration he withdrew all his troops on
Hetimo. A few days after, lie came ont
with 12,000 men, to besiege the Convent
of Arkadi, situated on the northern sida
of Mount Ida.

This monastery is the most important
and the richest of Crete. The Abbot, or
Higoumens, has a right to the Kpiscopal

title of the ancient town of Arkndia. In
| order to find a refuge from the sitacks of
| the Turkish bands, several hondreds of
| mon, children and old peopls, had fled
| thither. Colonel Coroneos occupied, with
| # large body of men, the neighboring sum-
wits of the Arkadi table-lands, and every-
body believed that his assistance would he
given, in case of an attack by the Mohum-
medans. The Convent was, nevertheless,
surrounded and blocked up by n Turkish
divisfon, which received constant supplies,
whils Colonel Coroneos never appeared.
The Mussnlmans summoned the Christians
to surrender. They anewered by shonts
und the discharge of firoarma.

The months of September and October,
1866, can be called the heroic period—the
most brilliaot and fertunate time of the
insurrection. The insurgenis bad plenty
of provisions ; they had got in all their
crops, and even some of those of their
Mohammedan neighbors, without asking
permission. The Pas Hellenion, & steamer
bought by the Philo-Cretan Committes of
Atheus, was constantly bringing, every
week, gung, powder, and volanteers; it was
anncunced that a large oumber of the
Hellenie army officers bad resigned their
positions to come to their nssistance, the
most prominent asd illastrions of whoem
was Colonel Coroneos, an officer of rest-
less, nmbitious and Lold temperament, who
aspired to the glory of becoming the Gari-
baldi of Greece,

Moustafs Pusha saw that it was impre-
dent to lot the army under his command
stand on the defensive: the troops wers
losing self-confidence. In the middle of
October, he procesded to Sfakia, with
12,000 men. He wanted to penetrats

the tery ; and a new eummons sent
to the besieged, which met with the same
roply as the first. The terrible fight went
on, and it was only in the middle of the
second day that one of the walls gave
way, and allowed the Mussulmans sccess
to the yard of the Convent, but they were
obliged to strugele six hours longer for the
possession of the bailding.

The artillery was pliced in the yard, and
shells thrown into the cells of the monks.

r. u., only, the Turks were masters of the
building, and blood censed to fow.

Baron Nathaniel is the nephew and son-
in-law of Baron James de Rothschild; he
married the great banker's duaghter, who
bore to :illnmtwo loml.n the elder of whom
is our w young lawyer.

Baron Ja;u de Ihtl{\ichi!d. the head
of the famous family, possesses in the Rue
Lafitte one of the greatest banking-b
inthe world. Heis 73 years old, and
still strong and active—so mach so, indeed,
that ie baa hitherto always declined to
leava the munagement his immense
business to his children. His will alone
decwdes overything. and his two sons Al-
phonse and Giustavas, are only the Secre-
taries of State of their lord and father, His
Majesty James 1, King of Millionaires,
und lunder of millions to the kings of this

world.

Baron James de Ilotschild married the
danghter of his brother Solomon, for the
Rothschilds do not intermarry with other
families. A rare exception was the mar-
riange of Darvn Gustavoes de Rothschild
who married Miss Anspach eldest daugh-
ter of a judge of the Sopreme Court of
France. His young bride brooght lum a
dower of 500,000 francs. Un the'evening
of the wedding day, when Baron Gustavus
took his bride to his wansion, he haoded
ber a small packuge, and said to her:
“The first request of your hushand (and you
know you must not refuse such a request)
iz, that you may take back these 500,000
francs and add them to_ your little sister’s
dower."

Ho much do they care for a million in
the house of the Rothschilds. It is gen-
erally believed that the Rothschild family
consists only of men who eare for nothing
but to omass wmoney. Nothing can be
more erroneous, They are men of heart,
aod also hard working men. When, two
years ngo, o personul alfuir obliged me to
request an audience of Baron James de
Rothschild, be fixed 8 o'clock as the hour
when he wonld recoive me. I rose, there-
fore, at 7 o'clock in the morning;il was
in mid-winter and the windows were [ull
of snow, and 1 drove to the Rue Lafitte.

I found the Baron in his cabiuet, Lia
hair earefully dressed ; he wore a full suit
of black broadeloth and a white eravat.
He was just drinking u cop of tea and giv-
ing orders to his Secretary, a very young
Prossion paned Beoari, who a few years
since catne almost  penniless to Parie, and
bas since then obtuined a bighly important
and luerative position in the great banking-
house of the Rue Lafitte.

Baron James de  Hothsehild, whe might
live very comfortably on Lis interest, is,
despite his 73 years, vne of the most aclive
and energetic men. e rises at 6 o'clock
in the morning, und while Pelix, his eale
de clinmbre, is shaving and dressing him,
Bondeville, a tencher of elocation, reads to
the Baron the most important passages
from all the murning papers. If Roths-
child iz in » good hamor, Bondeville,
who is very familinr with what is going on
in the different theatres of Paris relatos
some strange anvedoles to bim.

At B o'clock James de Rothachild goes
to work. His Sderetary arrives and opens
the private correspundence of the Buron,
who receives every duy about two hundred

! mendicant letters from all parts of Europe.

Every letter is read attentively, and
the Baron gives instructions as to what is
to be done about it, for beside the pleasurs
of making money, IHothschild knows no
greater plonsnre than giving away monay.

At half-past nine, Benari commoncos,
in the Ihronh '8 ﬂf&m‘l;'i ﬂI:ll under his su-

srvision, his daily ulations in regard
r: the different money markets in the
whole world. At the close of this fmpor-
tant bomness, the Secretary retires, and
the Baron, who bas just earned his daily
bread, thinkas of the best way of spending
his abunbant means, He receives the
dealers in puintings and curiosities, whom
he instructed to discover rare objects of
art for his most remarkable gullery at
Ferrieres, his beautifol country seat; for
James de Rothschild is one of the most
indefatimmble collectors in Parts. When
one of these dealers in coriosities sells a
phin-looking piccs of esrthenware the
valoe of which is known only to connois
sours for the pittance of 20,0001, ane may
be sure to find it on she fellowing morning
in the collections of Baron James de Roths-
child.

At 11 o'clock he goes to his burean,
where, with the excoption of an hour for
luueh, he romaing until 6 o'clock. Then
be goes o his clab, where he plays a com-
fortable rubber of whist. At 5 o'clock
the whole family nsgembles at his tuble o
take dipner with him.

The daily roign of the Buaron is over:
