Report of Hawaiian Bark A J Pone Left New Bed-

ford on the last of May, and experienced fine weath-
er and light southerly winds down to the N trades.
In 30 N and 300 W; had them very moderate and
lost them jn 10 N. Took the 8 trades In 3 N and
passed the line in 20 W. 42 days out, and lost them
in 20 8. From there had variable winds, mostly
from the S W, with moderate w eather, to Staten Isl-
and. Passed Cape t John on the 10th of August, 77
dsys onthere met a succession of very heavy gales,
which lasted nine days without any Intermission. On
the night of the 22d of August had a Tiolent hurri-
cane, and were driven back to the eastward of the
Falkland Islands; ice and snow continually on deck.
On the 29th of August sighted Suten Island again:
from there had very fine weather, with mostly east-
erly and southeasterly wind and smooth water. Was
27 days from 60 S in the Atlantic to 60 S In the Pa-
cific Took the 8 K trades in the Pacific In 30 8,
moderate at first and light towards the line ; crossed
the line in 125 W, 131 days out. Took the N E trade
In 11 N, moderate aud light in nearing the islands.
Sighted Hawaii and East Maui on the morning of the
2Sth or October, and arrived here on the 30th. Saw
a number of vessels during the passaga.

Schr T II Koacoe reports : Left at Hakodadl the
vessel seized by coolies on the coast of Pern. The
coolies had Deed taken in charge by the Japanese
Government, and were in confinement. Their ac-

count of being In possesMion of the vessel is that in
a typhoon the officers and crew had left, taking all
the nautical Instruments with them. The Japanese
GoTernment will hold them as prisoners until some-
thing is heard from abroad.

The article on our fourth page, copied from
one of our exchanges, headed "A remarkable
Surgical Case" reminds us of a somewhat
similar case which occurred in this place
twenty-on- e years since, the subject oi which
is still alive. The particulars are as follows :

In September, 1847, a hand crowbar weighing
about 10 pounds, fell from the roof of the
building new occupied by Dr. Hoffman, on
the head of David Kobinson, a' half-cast-

aged 8 years, penetrating his skull to the
depth of four inches. Dr. Ilnnter, Captain
Brown (now of the police), and Mr. Lang-hern- c

removed it, having to use considerable
force for that purpose. A large number of
pieces of bone were removed from the wound,
together with about half a tcacupfull of the
brain. The crowbar entered the skull through
the right parietal bone. Partial paralysis of
the left Eide of the body has resulted ; pulsa-

tion of the brain is perceptible on tho side of
the wound. With this exception, complete
recovery has taken place.

Public Trial or the Fire Extinguisher.
A trial of this new patent tiro
extinguisher, was held on the Esplanade, on
Tuesday mornlnglast, in the presence of Ills
"Mnjeety, His Ex. J. O. Domlnis, and a num-

ber of our merchants. Mr. Brewer, of Bos-

ton, gave a practical demonstration of the
utility of this most useful invention. Ten
tar barrels were placed one on top the other,
pyramid shape, filled with shavings saturated
with kerosene oil, and then Ignited. The ex-

tinguisher was brought to' bear upon tho
flames, and in less than one minute the fire
was extinguished. The barrels were again
filled with shavings sprinkled with kerosene
oil, and allowed to bum until the whole mass
was in a blaze, when the little stream

ot an Inch in diameter) was turned
upon the flames, and in 1 minutes the fire
was subdued. Little more time was required
to put out the fire in the cracks andabctween
the barrels. The machine played some six
minutes on this occasion and threw a stream
of abont forty feet in length. All seemed
well satisfied with the experiment, which was
well adapted to remove any doubts of the
great utility of these machines. They can be

in two minutes, and when ready
for use, will remain in that state Jfor a year.

Tlic ItlurdciK on Hawaii.
The following report of the murders on

Hawaii has been sent in for publication :
" The late Mr. Neville visited Kaona's camp

on the week previous,cncountering opposi-

tion. Finally, at 0 A. si. on Monday, Oct. 19,

he went with one Kamauoho, a constable
from Kapoopoo, to serve some notices to
quit. Many others went with them, but only
Neville and Kamauoho approached the lanai
where the prophet's people were assembled.
As soon as tbey appeared, the prophet or-

dered bis people to drive them away. A
powerful man seized Kamauoho and began
to beat him severely. The whole crowd also
threw stones, and the affair was so serious
that Neville fired his pistol. The first
discharge did no harm. The second wounded
a man slightly. Meanwhile the shower of
stones continued with great fury. One
stone hit Neville on the side of the bead
and he fell from his horse. The crowd then
attacked him, and, In the confusion, Kamau-
oho contrived to escape, although badly
bruised, and1 in spite of being lassoed five
times. Neville does not appear to have strug-
gled violently, and as he is known to have
been a very strong man, it is hoped ho had
become insensible. They bound him with
pieces of vine, and left him in a helpless, sit-

ting posture, very badly wounded. Accounts
vary as to the length of time he remained In
this condition, and there is a conflict of tes-
timony as to whether be was conscious or
not, but after an interval of an hour or two,
Kaona inquired if be was dead, and being an-

swered in the negative, told his people that
Neville was a bad man, a rebel; and that God
above would be angry with them if he was
not killed. Thereupon he ordered Kahikoku,
an old soldier, to kill him. Kahikoku went
out with a stick"as large and long aa a man's
arm," and beat out Neville's braiuB in sight
of all the people, who looked on in silence.
When he returned and reported that his vic-

tim was dead, Kaona said that " God would be
glad." After Neville bad fallen into the hands
of Kaona's party, a number of persons went
to demand his body, bnt they were imme-
diately driven away. One Kamska, known to
be expert with a lasso, came out and threw
one around the neck of a native named Ka-
ma), who contrived to extricate himself,
but Kamaka then caught his shirt sleeve,
and twisting it round the pommel of his sad-

dle, dragged him away, until one Alika, in
Eresence and by command of Kaona, split

open with an axe.

CORRESPONDENCE.

Mr. Editor: It Is a cause of congratnbv
tlon to all d people that thercare
but few even among those wrho are most
devoid of that sense of honor which directs
and governs the conduct oi all good men to
wards their fellows who arc so utterly re
gardless of the debt of gratitude they owe to
those from whom they have received protec-

tion and aselstancr, as, cither from a thirst
for notoriety, or from some baser motive, to
abuse and slander them. The most aban.
doned character has generally some tender
spot In his heart. Those to whom be has
looked for assistance and protection, not in
vain, are generally secure from his defama-

tions. What then shall we think of one, who,
occupying an "influential" position In this
community, and enjojing the protection of
the Government, the sympathy and confi-

dence of his associates, should so far forget
the sacred debt of gratitude he owes the one
for its benign and liberal protection, and the
other for that confidence and sympathy with-

out which no one can be "influential," as to
misrepresent and vilify both, with the ex-

press and avowed purpose of defeating a
measure which all parties and all creeds
united in advocating?

Such a character Is the author of the letter
pnblishcd in the San Francisco Bulletin of
Sept 31st, containing, as it does, a tissue of
false statements, false conclusions, and ma-

licious slanders against the King, the Gov-

ernment, and the people of this Kingdom,
such as are seldom seen in so small a compass.

The writer, after briefly stating the object
for which that interesting document was
drawn, and modestly hinting that he was
worthy of great credit because he had en
joyed for nearly ten years the confidence of
American Commissioners and Ministers resi-

dent here, actually claiming to have been
little short of their ipy, starts out with the
assertion that, "During the past ten years
there has been a gradual growth of American
sentiment on the Islands, which had reached
a point of enthusiasm and high expectation
In July last, when the Reciprocity Treaty
checked the desire for annexation." Now,
the man who would deliberately make an
assertion like the above, after ten years' in-

telligent observation of the people of this
Kingdom, both native and foreign, must have
reached a point of moral turpitude seldom
witnessed. Its notorious and ntter false-

hood, so far as it concerns the mass of the
population, whether wc take the American
or other foreign residents, and above all, the
natives of the country, is so apparent that it
is almost a wonder that a man could be
found with the audacity to make it, even
among those who arc base enough to stir up
oud keep alive for years, by the most ma-

licious, false and mischievous mircprcscnta-tion- s,

opposition to a Government which
may well challenge all Us detractors to prove
where it has ever oppressed a subject, or
committed an act calculated to hinder the
commerce, or retard the progress of its' peo-

ple. So far from any such enthusiasm exist-

ing at the time mentioned by the writer in
question, there never did exist among those
who have had the interests of the Hawaiian
people at heart, anything like a desire to sec
these Islands annexed to the United States
or any other great Power.

On the contrary, all who have felt such
interest, were for the ten years previous
to July, 1SG7, are now, and so long as
that race can be perpetuated ever will be,
opposed to any such annexation, whatever
may be said or done by would-b- e advisers of
diplomats and statesmen. And among those
who feel such an interest in the Hawaiian
people arc those who have the greatest ma-

terial interests in the country; who arc
Identified with its commerce and agriculture;
who, up to July, 1807, and since, have freely
invested their capital in the development of
the natural resources of the country, without
the least idea of the terrible jeopardy in
which "the petty despotism now holding
dominion here" had placed "a vast amount

w of foreign capital;" who, with whatever long
ing or regard they may have for the land of
their nativity, look upon this as the home of
their choice, where tbey intend to pass their
days, and leave their children the peaceful
and loyal subjects of a Government with
which tbey arc satisfied as being as free, as
liberal and as paternal to 1U subjects as any
that exists; and among whom will be found
Americans, in fully equal proportion to their
relative numbers with the other foreign resi-

dents on these Islands. It may be truthfully
said that all the enthusiasm for annexation
which has ever existed here, has existed in
the breasts of just such persons as the writer
of the letter In question, who is certainly
either a disappointed politician ora would-b- e

statesman, or one of that class of adventur-
ers who may be truly said to be " wolves in
sheep's clothing," who put on the cloak of
religion that tbey may the better carry on
their evil practices of creating contention
and discontent in peaceful communities for
their own aggrandizement, or mayhap, grat-

ify their more ambitious desires of making
themselves famous' by creating revolutions,
and who, thwarted of their designs, vent
their spite in malicious slanders. To which-

ever of these be may belong, one thing is
certain : that, notwithstanding his assertion,
at the time mentioned no such enthusiasm
for annexation existed, and consequently his
farther assertion, that this furor of annexa-

tion was checked by the prospect of the Re-

ciprocity Treaty, is as untrue as the first part
of the sentence.

This writer seems to found all bis argument
of which there is very little upon the hy-

pothesis that the financial condition of this
country is at a very low ebb; that In order
that any enterprise should be prosperous it is
necessary, that wc should have assistance
from our more powerful neighbor, and that
it we do not have such assistance, all In-

dustry aud enterprise must cease. Now, it
may be a fact that, owing to our isolated po-

sition in the middle of the Pacific, as rapid

fortunes can not be made here as in some

other countries, as, for instance, in such lo-

calities as Oakland, in California, where peo-

ple are said to pile up fortunes lo a short time,.
on account of the rapid advance of real es-

tate, incident upon the prospect of the speedy
completion of the Pacific Railroad. But wc
may reflect with pride that within the ten

years spoken of by this Advhjer of Senates,
the business of this country has been almost
revolutionized, and that instead, as at the
commencement of that period, of depending
upon the fortunes and caprices of the whal-

ing business, we now depend upon the cer-

tain and unfailing natural resources which a
kind Providence has so generously given us;
aud although it may be said that financial
difficulties have arisen to planters during that
time, it can easily be proven that they neither
arose from obstacles thrown in the wayfof

enterprise by the Government, nor from a
want of encouragement from It At the com
menccment of this period, the amount of su
gar exported by us was very insignificant,
but now we, find ourselves supplying the
growing population of the Pacific Coast wltb
nearly half of its requirements of this neces-

sary article. T.
