We uvnderstand that the cuterprising
firm of Hitchoock & Bro., of Hilo, have
enterod into the cultivation of this plant
with the intention, if possible, making its
culture a profitable branch of agricalture,
The first plants procured by them were
from the Agricultural Gardens here, from
which they have mised sufficient seed Lo
plant fifieen acres of ground. The climate
and soil of Hilo scem 10 be well adapted
for the cnlture of the Rumie, snd the gen-
tiemen who have undertaken the experi-

ment are confident of success. A machine

for separating the fibre from the woody |

puortion of the plant has been ordered from
New Orleans and is now on the way here.
This machine is the cheaper of the two
whivh were mentioned in the oolumns of
this paper some months since; it being
the one which turns out what is known in
trade ag *crnde ramie.”
Orleans being about §500,
of the more expensive machine,
prepares the fibre for use, is stated to be
£10,000. -

As we have before stated, the Ramie is
a plant very essily ealtivated, being hardy
and of rapid growth. Like all other
plants, to make the yield large and profit-
able, it requires candisl and thorough cul-
tivation. We have no doult, if the en-
terprisc of the gentlemen shove referred
Lo proves successful, the production of tisis
valuable artinle will become one of import-
ance here. I is precisely the kind of pro-
duct which could be profitably ruised by
small farmers, and even those who possess
but small lots of land. The people of &
neighborhood, by clubbing together, rould
socure n machine for cleaning the fibre,
and thus enable each to put his acre, more
or Jess of fallow lund to good use.
