Among the Communists.

We make the following extracts from & private
letter, dated Paris, June Mth, written toa geatieman
in this city:

1 wrote yous word immedistaiy after tbhe taking
of Paris by the Freoch, to lez you koow that I for-
tunately was not numbered smong the forty or fifty
thonsand poor wrelches who made their Isst account
during that black week. Hy this tlme, of cow
you are fumiliar evough with the scenes that took
place here at that time; 20 It woold be uscless for
mie to repest them to you. Fortanalely—or unlor
tunstely, ought I 1o say 1 saw u great deal of the
fighting. By secident, King and 1, and an Eagilsh-
man uxmed Pousooby, spent Sunday oight (the night
of the entry,) at the house of Msjor Hitcheoek, o
the Boulevard Malesherbes. When we awoke on
Monday worning the Commnunists were bulidinga
barricade acrows (e Boulevard immediately beneath
our windows, sod st 10 o'closk the fight there
began.  Luckily, the fumily of Major Hitcheoek had
gone to Italy u few dsys before, and so we hud the
entire bogse to ourselvee.  From the upper window
(6fth story,) we could overlook s large part of the
battle-field. The fght commenced st 10 o'clock on
Monday morning, May 234, at the Mulesherbes Bar-
ricade, and ended by Its caplure sb 5 o’clock on
Tuesday sfterpoon. Our barricade was the key to
tbe whole central position, and when It was earried
the last faint bope of the Iusurgents was gone. It
was situsted only 20 yards from ibe greal barricsde
in the Rue Royale, and the Joss of the one was the
Joss of the otber, It was Just at thie time—3 . M.,
on Toesday—ibat the Comnmanist set the first fire
o the Bae Holeey " Aniglas, which you will remem-
ber i= & parrow street Just west of and runulag par-
slle! with the Rue Royale. Fire was then sét In this
last numed strect, snd during the night sll along the
Bue de Rivoli, lo the Taileries, ¢tc., on e line of
retroat.

We Lad some pretty narrow escapes during those
two daye. Twenty-five ballets struck the fucade of
the story in which we were stationed, snd s bomb-
aliell earried away a lzrpe part of the cornice. 1o
our front room almost every window was plerced by
chassopot balls, the mirror wes smashed, and the
furniture badly damaged. Of course we had to
conceal the fuct of our presence fn the house from
both combatants till the struggle was decided. If
the house had been oceupled during the fight by
clther side, we ehonld ail, very posaibly, have been
shol at once as belongingg 1o the otlier. Al during
the week, tou, sbells were miling everywhere, inany
people ware killed or wounded, and many olhers
hnd mirsctulous esoupts

1 sve by the American newspspers that they ure
with them, of conrse. The American pobilicare very
badly instructed in regand to thls sccond great
French Revolution. 1do not desjre to go intoa long
defense of the Commune. I only beg that you will
reserve your jedgment till s story Is fulrly told, 1
bave studicd It with care for two monlhs, [ came
to Parls as strongly prejudiced aguinst it as auy one
could be. T saw reasons to modify my views. 1t was
