From thesa records, aud from netoal soryveys
mnde by their own sgeats, the insaranca com-
puniea were aoon endblad to fix the rates of
preminm for insumnce on all vessols and their
cargoes. Mo obrain impurtinl justics alike for
ebipowners, opderwriters, and shippers. commit-
toes wers formed, reprecenting the three grear
interasts in commerce—the ship-boilders, ownera,
and insurers—who propared rules lor the proper
buililing and sorvey of ail vessels, the manner in
which cargoes should be siowed, and that of
fixing the rates. ‘The roles so prepared wore
adopted, sad now govern tho work to which they
rafer.  Every vessel while bailding is clossly
watched by the surveyors or agents of the com-
puvies, the timbers examined, the work inspected
und the vemsel rated.  Great conseqnence at-
taches Lo the stownge of the cargo, and i con-
dition. How this affeets the risk of the insurance
company is essily perceived when it is known
that u ship overloaded will make slower time
than ooe less heavily lnden, 8o prolonging the
risk ; that light eargo on the bottom sod heavy
abave it. will make the vessel top-heavy, and that
puckages liable 10 leakage imperil the value of
goods stowed beneath them. A coriovs fact
revenls jtself in the constraction of vessuls where
provision has not been mude sguinst chemical
sction. For instance, where s ship has been built
with iron fusténings, and witerwards shesthed
with copper to proteet the bull from worms, slow
gulvanic aetion is g od by the contact of
the two metals, and resulis in converting the
outer part of stont iron bolts—the bones of the
ship—ioto & medinm quality of plambago. Than,
as the full-rigged ship, heavily [reighted, goes
plengiog throagh the wares of the Atlantic; held
together it might be said by léad-pencils, the
probable effect of & severe storm on both ship
epd cargo can well be imagined.

The electric telegraph, with its sob-marine
cables, gave n new impulss to marine insarance,
eoabling the company lo whom lurgs risks were
offered to re-insure s part of it rapidly with other
golvent companies, 80 dividiog ths actoul risks
they wers responsible for to the shippers.

| bankvrs, and on that cortificate of insurance pro-
carea a letter of eradit to the port from which ba
intends shipping. The goods having beea ship-
ped, they are coversd by the open policy, the
loss, if any, being payable to the banker, who is
thus protectad.

As an instance of the enormeus amount of
business dons in New York eity alooe, it may be
stated that for three successive years ooe of the
New York companies divided more money from
profits among its stockholders than the largest
company in Eogland recgived for pesmiums
daring those years.
