Among the various

nmiects of acsrandisement agitated among

Victorians, has been that 01 annexing to mat
Oolonv a large nnmber of the South Sea Island

comprising a large area, and a population of many

hundred thousand. The subject is to be brought
before lgislatnre of the Colony at its present

session. The Sydney Morning Herald speaks

of the project as follows :
-- Tbe proposal to be made to the legislature

of Victoria to set np a sovereignty over the

Soath Seas, and to delegate its prerogatives to a

few hundred thousand people is a serious project.

It proposes to embrace in this sovereignty all

other Powers, whether barbarous or civilized,

which have recognized flag. It proposes to

bring into subjection all settled in the

Southern Seas, to subvert or absorb every

dominion into the one grand system nominally

belonging to the Empire of Great Britain, virtu-

ally, and at no distant period, to the Empire of

that Government which ha3 adopted the name of

the Qaeen, and shown an ambition to be her

successor. It is a fine project, such as in differ-

ent forms we have had dimly foreshadowed. This
Empire, like the turtle, wili have a small head

with common intelligence ; but it will have a
body.

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Impoktaxt Decision-- . The case of A. W.
Howard v. The Continental Insurance Company

of New York, was tried before a jury in the Fif-

teenth District Court yesterday. The suit is one
of great interest to all parties having anything to
do with life insurance. The policy sned on was

upon the life of B. C Howard, who died in the
year 1S70. It was assigned during the lifetime

of the assured to AV. A. Howard, by the consent
of the insurance company. It was a five year en-

dowment policy lor $5,000. By the original

agreement the assured was to pay two-thir- of
the sum of SS00 Before his death there
bad been paid on the policy $2,400. In the year
of his death he had paid one of the three pay-

ments which he was required to make for that
year ; the other two were unpaid but the year
bad not expired. Upon his decease the company
refused to pay the amount of the policy on the
ground that the assured had not kept sp his pay-

ments in accordance with his agreement.
Jndge Dwinelle's construction of the terms of

the policy was decisive or tbe case, and the jury
rendered from their seats a verdict in conformity

to the instrnclions of the Court. The Judge read

the policy and heard the arguments of counsel as

to tbe construction to be pat npon it, and then
said he would construe it only one way. He
should hold, he said, that where tbe assured was

given permission to pay his ancual premium in
two, three or more installments, tho company ex-

tended to him a credit which made it responsible
in case of his death ; that in such cases the com-

pany would not be relieved of liability unless and
until the assured permitted tbe whole year to
pass, by without laying the yearly premium.

AVhere tho death occurs before the year elapses,

the company is liable for the full amount or the
policy, less the premium doe for that year.

The counsel for defendant said that he believed
all life insurance policies were worded as the one
sued on in this case ; the matter in issue in this
action was of great importance too important to
be finally settled short of the Supreme Court.
Therefore, he said, the case would be taken to
that tribunal.

Another interesting question then challenged

attention, namely: "Was the interest to which

the plaintiff as entitled under the law to be com-

muted by the California or New York rate? If
by the former it would be ten per cent. De-

fendant's counsel contended that the law of tbe
pkee where the policy was issued controlled the
question of interest. Plaintiff's counsel concurred
in this, but claimed that the policy was issued

here, as the company was doing business here
and the policy was delivered here, and the con-

tract made with him.
Judge Dwinelle said this point must be settled

by reference to tbe written oIicy.

Defendant's connsel urged that the policy

showed on its face that it was issued in Xew
York.

Plaintiff's counsel called attention to the words

"Xot to take effect until countersigned by the
San FrancUco agent, or words to that effect,
and insisted that this explicitly brought the mat-

ter under the operation of the California law.

Judge Dwinelle also look this view. Accord-

ingly interest was computed at ten per cent, per
annum. The real amount of the policy was

3.263 1 3, it being understood and agreed be-

tween tbe parties that there should be considered

to be a standing loan of $1,736 SO thereon, which

sum should be deducted from the expressed
amount in case of death.

Judgment was accordingly entered up in favor

of the plaintiff tor the sum of $3.2G3 13. together
with $532 05 Interest, besides costs, all payable

Into spirits, pay abont half the running cxpearcs of
tbe plantations. tVe notice tbe price of Sugars vary
bat little from one year to another about i of a cent
for two years past ; this looks remarkable to os. who
are used to a change in prices in the San Francisco
market of from two to three cents per pound.

Our sngar market looks more depressed at this time

than it has since 1S65, on account of the low prices
in tbe United States, and especially to in California,
owing to tbe market being overstocked with refining
grades, which were forced on the market at low

figures, thus enabling tbe refineries to supply tbe
market at extremely low rates. Bat this wi!I no
donbt work its own care, as shipments intended for
San Francisco are taking other directions, and we

have every reason to bcliere that sugars will rale at
fair prices by July or August next. We think the
low price f sugar in San Francisco will tend to force
shipments towards Australia aud Xew Zealand. Tbe

latter wc can and osgbt to supply, and we only need
a failing vessel or two started to secure us tht trade.
One favorable point with us wouH be patting oar
sugars into bags.
