as to the surest means of destroying at onco the
native race and the independence of these Islands,
(lor I believe that the two most go together),
but the advocacy of annexation to the United
States by'Mr. Phillips, rihiil lately a member of

the I'rivy Council and a Cabinet Minister, ren-

ders it incumbent upon every one who thinks he
can do so to show a reason for the hope that to
this people this disastrous nnion need not be
consummated.

do not intend to enter into an elaborate criti-

cism of Mr. Phillips' address, We have every
reason to. believe him conscientious in the ex-

pression of his views, and indeed in all that re-

lates in it to the cession of Pearl River, I entire-
ly agree with him ; but in inferences from his
views as to the state of the country, I just as en
tirely differ from him, and consider that many of
his positions are utterly untenable. As I do Dot
intend to deliver an address myself, bat merely
to present some few points foraconsideration,
which appear to have hitherto escaped notice, I
shall content myself with quoting one small

from his address. He says: "The public
mind is confused and uneasy. Thi3 is extraor
dinary, A Sovereign ha3 just ascended the
throne amid great public joy. He has invited
highly respectable gentlemen to his Cabinet.
There are external indications of n happy reign.
But matters below the surface are disturbed.
Thoughtful men anticipate the fntnre with gloom
and apprehension. Why is this? Trading men
say sugar is very low in San Francico ;'L and
taking this fur his text, alter a long chain of ar
gument, he comes to the conclusion that the only
remedy for the low price of sugar is the extinc
tion ol the independence of these Island, and,
to speak in the mildest terms, the overwhelminc
of this people by the swarms of adventurers
against whom their struggles would be powerless.

I think, Mr. Editor, by a different method of
reasoning we should arrive at a different conclu
sion ; bat then some preliminary questions must
be proposed and answered before we come to the
great and distressing fact that " sugar is very
low at ban .brancisco." Amongst them are
these Who are the susarcrowers here? Where
did this capital come from by which the planta
tions were established: Have the plantations
hitherto made any money for their owners? Is
it notorious that plantations have changed bands
and owners withon'. interchange of a single dol
lar, paper being the only value given ? Aro the
plantations now in existence skillfully and
economically managed, or are their owners for
the great part absentees, attending to other
business elsewhere ? The answers to theso and
other questions, equally pertinent that micht bo
put, if candidly give n, would show here is some-
thing rotten in the State of Hawaii, or at any
rate in" this cry for annexation, but their discus
sion would take more time than I can spare from
my ousmess, and more space man you would be
likely to cront me in your paper. This, in a few
words, is the conclusion I have come to. If the
capital by which our plantations were in .the first j

dace created, was made here ; if tho plantations
n tue negiecate nave made money lor their own'

ers and llieirowners' agents, in spite of the vicissi
tudes of trade and the inexperience of their nro
jectors. then we have nothing to fear in the fa
lure, ultuouzn sugar is now very low at San
Francisco. If it be. (bat as I write the news has
arrived that the price of sugar has gone up at
that place, and is likely to be still higher,) wo
have other markets now which were not tried to
any extent some years ago as Xew Zealand
Australia, British Columbia and these markets
ate continually increasing.

1 here is, to my mind, something inexpressibly
low and unmanly in the continual appeals ad mi- -

serecordiam. which we may be sure will meet
with no response, except upon the condition of
the saenhc" of onr independence, and even then
from a material point of view, who can sav that
ine remeuy ior our ins woum not ue worse man
the disease itself. We are not yet moribund, or
in a stale of bankruptcy ; we have made money
ueiure uuu can inane lb again, ana as lur a3 mar
kets go we are in a belter condition now than
some years ago. Let us then disregard the wail- -

mgs of interested parlies, who wish to get rich
by a sadden operation without labor, and rely
upon ourselves and our own exertions for the
future. Let us do our duty and leavo the res:
to Providence.

We have before ns now, as we had years airo.
the prospect ol hard work for the term of our
lives, and who shall say that we are the worse for
it. l have always understood tint hard labor,
except for tho very few, to be our normal state.
If our difficulties appear to increase, let us in
crease our opposition to thera,and what a noblo
recompense the very fact of oar overcoming them
would be. One of tho greatest evils we have to
fear is the spread of leprosy, but if the Govern-
ment firmly and sternly does its duly nnd sepa
rates the stricken Ironi the sound members 61 the
community, even this scourge may be eradicated.
The census shows a frightful decrease in the pop
ulation, a great disproportion in the numbers of
the sexes, and tells to the thinking mind a woful
tale of the causes of the destruction of the wo-

men, and the consequent threatened disappear-
ance of the entire native race. Hut this same
census affords us our first but great gleam of
hope. We see by it that the chifdren are on the
increase. If this bo really truej and proper ad-

vantage bo taken of the present status, we may
fairly hope that the time of gloom is passed, and
that by proper management the people will be
saved from the grave which appeared yawning to
receive them.

The question now is. What is tho caaso of
the increase of the children ? and the answer im-

mediately presents itself, Tho superior virtue and
chastity of the mothers; and this I take to be
due to the noble and labors of those
charitable and Christian ladies, in the first place
Catholic, and in the second Protestant, who have
made it the business of their lives to train the
female youth of these islands, wonderfully aided
by the policy that has lately obtained of separat-
ing the sexe3 in the schools.

Everybody who chooses to inquire may know
that uuder the old system of mixing boys nnd
girls in the same school, the girls were destroyed
while they were still children; there was no hope
for them; but the present increase affords a les-
son

oi
that should not be neslected or ignored by

our rulers, and that is, that every pomUe effort
sltouhl be made to thu.v tub yoixo of each sex
apart from KAcrr OTiiF.it, and to encourage early
marriages ; then wo shall have little fear for the
future. Let this course be adopted as a principle
not to be departed from, let the trainers and
school teachers be women, and as far as possible
of foreign blood, who devote their lives to the
education of youth, and we shall be using tho best'
means of preserving the native race.

Fellow Cmxcxs : Under Providence I hare been
chojen a second time to act as Executive over this
great nation. It has been my endeavor in the past to
maintain all the lawi, and so far as lay in my power
to net lor the best interests or tao.wnoiopeopio. Jty
best efforts will be givea in tbo same direction in the
fntnre, aided I trust, by my past experience in office,

When my first term of the OGco of Chief Executive
began, the country had not recovered from the effects
of a greatintenial revolution, and three of tho former
States of the Union had not been restored to their
Federal relations. It seemed to me wise thit no new
qaestions should be raised, as that condition of affairs
existed ; therefore the last four rears, so far as I
conld, went to restore harmony, public credit, com
merce and all the arts of peace and progress. It il
my firm conviction that the civilised world is tending
towards ltepnblicantsm government by the peopl
through their chosen representatives : and our own
great Ktpnblic is destined to be the guiding star to
all others. Under our KcduoIic we sunnort an armr
less than that of any European power of any "Una
IDC. and a nary less than that of at least nvo of them
There conld be no extension of territory on this con
tinent which wonld call for an increase of this force,
but rather such extension enables ns to diminish it- -
Tbe territory of the Government changes with the
general progress. Sow that tho telegraph is made
available for communicating thought, together with
the rapid transit by steam, all parts of the country
are made contiguous for all purposes of government
and communication between toe extreme limits ol the
country is made easier than it was throughout the
old thirteen btates at tho beginning of onr national
existence.

The effects of the late civil strife have been to free
the slnre and make a citizen of him, yet he is not
possessed cf the civil rights wnicb cilixensnip snould
carry with it. This is wrong and should be corrected,
and to this correction I stand committed so far as
cxecutivo influence can nvail. Social equality is not
a subject to be' legislated upon, nor sbatl I ask that
anything be done to adrance tho social status of the
colored man, except to give him a fair chance to de
velop what there is good in him. Uive him access to
schools, and when he travels let him feci assured that
nis conduct will regulate the treatment he will re
ceive. The States lately at war with the general
government arc now harpily rehabilitated, and
executive contest is exercised in any of them that
would not be exercised in any other state under like
circumstances.

In the first rear of tho past administration, the
proposition came up for the admission of ran Domin-
go as a Territory of tho Union. It was not a ques
tion of my seeking, but was a proposition from toe
people of San Domingo and which I entertained. I
believe now, as I did then, that it was for the best
interests of this country, for the people of San Do-

mingo and all concerned, that the proposition should
be received favorably. It was, however, regarded
constitutionally otherwise, and the subject was never
brought up again by me. In the tuture, wane 1 bold
my present office, the subject of acquisition of tern
tory must have the support of the people before I will
recommeud any proposition lookinc; to such acquis!
tion. I say now, here, however, thitJ do not share
in tho apprehension felt by so many as to the danger
of tbo Government becoming weakened and destroyed
by reason of the extension of territory. Commerce,
education and rapid transit of thought and matter
by telegraph and steam, have changed this belicl. 1
rather believe that our Great Maker is preparing the
world in His own good lime for one great nation,
speaking one language when armies and navies will
be no longer required. My efforts in the future will
be directed to tbo restoration of good fcclingbctween
the different sections of our common country ; to tho
restoration of our currency to a nxed value as com
pared with tho world's standard of values of gold,
and if possible to par with it; to the construction of
cheap routes or transit tnrougnoui tno land, to tho
end that the products of all ccctions may find a mar
kctand give a living remuneration to tho producer:
to the maintenance of friendly relations with ail our
neighbors and with distant nations; to tho establish-
ment of onr commerce and share in the carrying
trade upon the ocean ; to tho encouragement of such
manufacturing industries as can be economically pur
sued in this country, to tbo end that the exports of
borne products and industries may pay fur our im
ports the only suie method of returning to a perma
nent and maintaining a specie basis : 'to the deration
of labor, and by a bumanc-conrs- to brine; theaboric- -
inecs of the country under the benign influences of
education and civilization.

T1IR 1NMAXS.

It is either this or a war of extermination. Wars of
extermination engaged iu by'u people pursuing com
uierco and all industrial pursuits, arc expensive, even
against the weakest people, and are demoralizing aod
wicked. Our superiority of strength and advantages
of civilization should mnko us lenient towards tho
Indians. The wrong already inflicted upon them
shuuld be taken into account und the balance placed
to their credit. The moral view of the question should
be considered and tno question asked : cannot the
Indians be made useful and prodnctire members uf
society by proper teaching and treatment? IV ben
the effort is made in good faith wo will stand before
the civilized nations of the earth and in our own con
sciousncss as having done our duty. All theso things
are not to be accomplished by ono individual, but
ihcy will receive my support and sucli recommenda
tion to Longrcsi as will, in my judgment, best serve
to carry tbcm into effect, and I beg your support and
encouragement.

tho abuses that hare grown up in the civil service of
tbe country, lo secure this reformation, rules, reg
ulations and methods of appointment and p'rumotion
were established and have been tried. --My efforts for
such reformation shall be continued to t of my
judgment.
