At the gonclgsion of the services, the coffin
was carnied oat by twelve stalwarl pative pall
bearers, down the front sieps to the heamse
whick was in waiting. The bearse, or more pro-
perly luneral-car, which wes constructed for the
occasion, and surmounted with a erown draped
with crape, was drawo by four horses slso draped
sod in charge of Mr. C. E. Williama. A hutle
in advance of it were ranged the Kahili bearers,
seventy-iwo in number. eack bearing ona of these
wcient gaudy emblems of royalty. These Kas-
hilis are all made of festhers, and in size vary
from foar to six feet 10 leogth and twelve io
iwenty inches in diametar, und ioclude almost
every color, biack, white, red. crimson, perple,
green, blue aod variegated sbades. Some were
wade from the featbers of peacocks, Lropic birds
and purrots, otbers from featbers broaght from the
geaso islands, bat the Soest were mads of the
saall bright red aud yellow leathers of the rare
mountsin birds of Hawsii. It was s fine sight
Lo see these brifliant plumes borne ou lofty poles,
and swaying in the breezs, ax the procesion
marched throogh the streets. Mesnwhile os

Where the foar war ships ware bosy making pre-
parstions to join in the display. The first evi-
dence of preparution was the telegraphing be-
tween the U. S ships Benicia, Tuscarors, and
Porismouth, at nine o'clock, the result of which
was the sounding of bugle ealls and the shrill
boatswain's whistle, followed by buay preparation
of boats for the reception of the men who were
to land to pay the last honors Lo the remammn of
the Feoples King. The same armangements
were going on on board H. B. M. ship Tenedos.
The steam launches of the American ships were
darting aboul the harbor conveying officers and
messages between the vessuls, rendering the view
from the Esplanade one of the most exeiting and
interesting of all offered during the day, although
but few spectators bad assembled lo witpess it

At afew minules befors ten o'clock a cotter
left the Tenedos quickly followed by s second
containing her quota to' the, procession, conwist-
ing of sixty or seventy men. Tho boats from the
American vessals started soon aflter in tow of the
steam lnunchbos. and, almost as quickly as wo can
narrate it, the Esplanade was siive with the
tramp ol armed men. The American ships land-
ed five companies of sevenly men each, thair be-
ivg a full company of marines snd four of seanien.
making in all over four bundred officers and men
from the four war ships.

The men from the Tenedos formed slong the
harbor front of the Esplanade while those from
the Beoicia. Tuscarora sod Portamouth formed
along the sea front.  After a little preliminary
maneuvering the Foglish company left for the
Palsce, followed a few minates later by the Ameri-
can eompanion.

The streets wero now alive with the different
organizations of the city marching to take posi-
tion in the line. Wae noticed the seversl Lodges
of Good Templars, the Koighta of Pytbias, sev-
eral Masonic Bodies, the Odd Fellows, and the
Fire Department, soma with ranks full and others
not o full. Near the old Custom House the
Caralry Company wan formed to do escort duty.
Maltitudes of people throoged the sides of the
sleats, desiring rather Lo see the procession than
to be seen in it.

The windows and verandas of the buildings and
branebes of the trees wera filled with an expect-
ant crowd of ludies and children, soma of whom
were oo the lookout ut an early bour of the
morning.

At about eleven o'clock light trade winds
fanned down the Valloy, tempeting the heat, und
rendering what would otherwise huve been nsultry,
disagreeable march quite bearable, It is estima-
ted that there were about fifteen handred persons
in the procession, between four and five hundred
of whom were from the four war ships in port.

At tweniy-five mwinutes of twelve the fonersl

Where the renvins of the late King Lunslile
have been temporarily deposited till & tomb can
O buzlt for them as directed in his will, ia locsted
in Nouwanu Valley, about a mile and a half from
the Post-office, and a few rods above the comete-
ry. oo o hill which gives it a commanding view
the town. The building was erected in
1863, by the Hawailan Government, under the
superintendence of T. C. Henck, Esq. It is
built of stone, in the pointed style of Giothic ar
chitecture, and presenta u very ormsmentsl sp-
pearnnce as seea from the road. The grounds are
well lnid oat with avenues and planied with trees,
the whole being enclosed on the front witha
heavy iron fence, and in the rear with stone walls.

Ower
sevenly wera countad, st least ffty of tham baing
very large and showy. To the stranger this mast
be & very novel feature, perhaps more so than the
featber capes worn by tbe bearers. The smalf
namber of natives in the live, as eompared with
the nomber that foflowed the remains of Kame-
bameha 111., bears svidence of the decadence of
the race. The procession was but sevsatesn
minutes passing var point of observation.

The Ocean Deopths.

Our readers may not all be awars that thers
are two war ships now engaged in desp sen sound-
tiig service—ihe U, 8. Ship Tuscarora, Comman-
der Geo. K. Belkoap, io this oeenn, and H, B, M.
Ship Uballenger, Capt. Nures, R. N, in the At-
lantic. The work of the Tuscarurn ia to ‘sarvey
the ocean bad of the North Pacific. while that of
the Challenger, is more parely seientifie. She is
mnking a croise round the world, sounding to as
certain depths in the Atlantic, Pucific and Indian
Oceans, and drodging for tha purpose of discover-
ing nt what depths animal life is foond. She has
n large scientific corps on boanl, ander the direc-
tion of Peaf. Wyville Thomson. She has besn ao-
gaged in her work of sounding the Atlaatic for
mate than & year past, and the results obtained
#0 far are said 1o possess much ioterest and value
ina scientific view.

The U. B. Ship T'uscarora, Commander Geo. E
Balknap, commenced ber work in the Pacific in
September. 1873, and sounded on a route running
westerly from Cape Flattery, at the entrance to
Paget Sound. o n point sbout North: latitede
53% and West loagitode 1502 pear the Alen-
Lo cheio of islacds. On this suyage 34 casts of
the sounding upparatos wers made. sarying in
depth from*88 futhoma near Cape Flattery, 1o
2534 fathoms at the polot in mid ocean staled
sbove. This is known us the northern telegraph
rooie.

The second voyage of the Tuscarara is the one
in which she ia now engaged. It commenced at
San Diego, soatbern Calilornia, which port the
ship left on the 6tk of Junasry, 1874, and, foljow-
ing n straight line to these islands, arrived here
on the 2d of February. Duriog the twenty-saven
daya occupied on the pssasge, sizty-iwo casts
wers made with Lthe’sounding spparatus, varying
in depth from 71 fathoms off San Diego to 3034
{athoma (about three and one half statals miles)
in mid ocean, and 63 futhoms nesr these islands.

On the first night out after leaviog San Disgo,
the iead suddenly struck bottom in 203 fathoms,
the praviogs cast baving shown a depth of 1053
fsthoms. The cup was drawn up much battered,
and without having secared any sand, which
showed that it mnst have strock oo the pin-
nacls of 2 sabmaring range. A sscond cast maida
