Successful Launch of the Largest Ship Ever
Bullt in America.

Pairapeuenia, March 168th.—This after-
noon, at six minutes past one o'clock, the

| City of Pekin, the largest steamship in the

world next to the Great Eastern, was most
successfally lsunched from John Roach’s
ship-yard at Chester, fourteen miles from
Philadelphia. The launch was witnessed
by thousands of persons, and it is looked
upon as a great national event. The sea |
monster is intended for the Pacific Mail
Company’s line, and will run, together
with the City of Yedo, of the same size and
nearly veady for Taunching, between San
Franvisco, China, and Japan.

The launch was witnessed by several
United States Senators, members of Con.
gress representing nearly all the States,
representatives of different State Govern- |
ments, and thousands of visitors from
Philadelphia, New York, Washington,
Baltimore, Wilmington and other cities. |
It was fully expected that President Grant
would he present, but he was detained in
Washington. |

After the lannch, & grand banguet was |

given in a spacious building in Roach’s
ship-yard. Nearly 2,000 persous sat down
to the table. Speéeches were made by
United States Senators Bogy, of Missour, |
and Cameron, of Pennsylvania; John
Roach, builder of the City of Pekin and

Fila Last Fatal fines and Death.

A New York Herald London special
despstch announces the arrival of the
steamer “Molwa™ off Suez, with the
remnins of Dr. Livingstone on board, in

| charge of Arthur Latng and Jacob Wain-

wright, and gives a detailed aceount of
the doctor’s Iast fhtal illness and death.
He had been ill of chronie dysentery for
several months, was well suppled with
stores and medicines, but had a presenti-
ment that the attack would prove fatal,
At first he was able to ride a donkey, but
soon had ty be enrried.  Arriving at Muo-
lala, beyond Lake Bembain, in the Bisoa
coantry, he said, “Build me a hut to die
in,” and his request was complied with
by his followers.  On the ist of May he
was confined to his bed, and afterward
suffered greatly, groaning night and day.
On the third day he said he was very
cold, and requested that more grass be
put over the hut.  His followers conld not
epeak or go pear him. Kitambo, the
chief of Bisca, sent flour and beans, and

behaved well toward the party, The

fourth day Dr. Livingstone was inscnsi-
ble, and died abont midnight. Makohooa,
a sorvant, was present.  Livingstone made
his last entry in his diary April 27th, He
spoke much and sadly of home and his
family when first seized by the fatal at-
tack, and prayed mach, saying, “I am
going home.”
