Tbe military
clasi of the order wu iottitntod by Frederick tbe

irreat toon after hit aeeution to tbe tbrone in 1740,

upon the fuuodation of an ancient order of Branden- -

bcrjr, entit-e- the Order of tienerotitr, and wai
bt Frederick William III., in 1S10 in tbe

count of th. general reorganisation of Prutaia after
itt down-fa- at Jena and Auorstadt.

Alexander roc Humboldt wit tbe tint Chancellor
of tbe Ciril Order, and tbe office aubjected him to
many vexations. Hii acceptance of it wis one
of the inoontittenciet that marked and marred
bil illuttriwul career. The original design wu to
utablisb the number of tbe member at forty-ii- x

tbe comber of yetrt in reign of Frederick the Great ;

but thit wai reconsidered, and tbe number wu limit-
ed to thirty. Tbe date of making out the first list of
itiem was nominally left to the Ministers Eichhorn,
Tbiio and Sarigny, bat really wu performed by

Frederick William IV., himself who, Humboldt tells
at, drew it up in Sanscrit characters, " a habit with
this enthusiastic Prince, that no one should read tbe
memoranda lying on hit writing table." Mctternicb,
Lint, Hertebel, Mactuley, Robert Brown, Faraday,
Arago, Ingris, Bockh, Huckert, Tieck, Jacob Urimm ,

Uauis, Scbelling, Mclloni, Tbomu Moore and Mtn-toa- i

were among the early niembert.
Manzoni declined at firit to accept th. honor, on

tbe ground that his principle! prevented bim from
wearing an order ; but be was oterpersutded by a
personal appeal from Humboldt into acquiescing in

the nomination. Ludwig Uhland, tbe sturdy repub-

lican poet of South Germany, however, persisted in

refuting an elee'ion to tbe vacancy created in the ord-

er by tbe dettb of Tieck, in 1 853 ; and tbe corres-

pondence between bim and Humboldt may well be
perused by Mr. Bancroft and Mr. Lungfollow before

they retain their own repliei to the notice of their
election. They can find it published at large in all
the independent German Journals in November 18(16.

Under date of December 2, 1S5.1, Uhland " unhesi-

tatingly " refused to accept snch an honor, " insepa-
rably connected as it is with a position of rank," be-

cause be should be thereby occupying a position en-

tirely inconsistent with his principles, both in litera-
ture and politics. " This inconsistency," he adds,
referring to the autocratic suppression of Liberalism
by Prussia in I S49 . " would be all the more striking
from the ctrcrimatance that after tbe wreck of nation-
al hopet in which I also inuu'ged, it would ill be-

come me to wear the insignia of honor, while those
with whom I wu in tbe endeavor to re-

alise tbese hopes have merely because in the Itte
troubles their seal carried them a few steps further

incurred the loss of borne, freedom, citiscosbip
nay even life itself."

It was in rain that Humboldt argued with him and
held out to him, among tbe rouont why he thonld
recontider tbe refusal, " the prospect of shortly in-

cluding members from the free land of America."
Acoede to my requett,' he wrote " have I not some

right to ask yon to rolicre me from tbe labyrinth of
embarrafment in which I hare bean undeservedly
plunged?" But Uhland wu not to be eajoled by
even the personal considerations which prevailed with
Mantoni. He replied, regretting tbc perplexity in
which Humboldt found himself, but grimly and final-
ly refusing to relieve bim from it on any cansidera-tio- s

whatever and he died in 1S62 without a shadow
of regret erer crossing his noble mind in consequence
of the decision. --V. F. 'taf.

Tea MillionN. A llolocttuist of
lirccnbncka at tlir Brook-

lyn Yard.
About three weeks ago there was an arrival at the

Brooklyn Nary Yard. The visitor wu neither a
hip, gunboat nor naval officer, and yet this arrival

created more comment among tbe workmen in the
yard than hu any event of the put twelve month.

The laborers were very much surpriled one day
when a number of boxes resembling vitriol carboys
were brought put tbe sentinels and deposited in full
view of all the yard. At first tbe report wu spread
that tbese mysterious boxes contained vitriol, but
that statement was authoritatively denied. The box-

es remained under close surveillance for several days,
and there wu great speculation among the employees
at to their poltible conteots. This curiosity increas-
ed upon the appearance of two strange men who en-

tered tbe yard, and evidently acting under official

instruction, usumed charge of the boxes. Notwith-

standing the fact that tbe laboreri had been ordered
to keep aloof from the mysterious packages, the men

approached the two strangers and ascertained that
they were about to open the boxes. This wu accord-

ingly done. Box No. 1 was found to be filled with
greenbacks. New, bright, crisp greenbacks Green-

backs that bad never been toiled or folded, but were

fresh from the hands that finished them. There were

psckages of bills that would have
filled a wheelbarrow or delighted the greedy vision of
a Government contractor. And still the wonder
grew, for when box No. S wu opened it was u
though a Government vault was vomiting the nation-
al treasure. Heaps of bills, vol-

umes of Vs, fortunes in fifties, and tens of thousands
in tens and twenties, were puked in tbe boxes just
opened by the two strangers. While tbe employees
stood by stricken with utonishment at this revela-
tion of wealth from such an unexpected quarter, tbe
strangers made preparation! to remove tbe boxes and
their contents to tbe foundry building. When this
had been accomplished one of the strangers proceed-
ed to thrutt the greenbacks into the furnace, and, u
they burned, the other stranger raked out and ex-
amined the uhes to make lure that the fire bad
done its destroying work. There wu wonderment
in the Brooklyn Navy Yard over this holocaust of
greenbacks until it wu understood tbat.tbe $10,000,-00- 0

that had been burned were from a celebrated
counterfeiter's establishment, and that they had been
destroyed by order of tbe Government. Brooklyn
Aryaa.

Tfae Brooklyn Bridtge.
The progress made in the construction of the an-

chorage of the East River Bridge on Dover street, be-

tween Pearl and Cherry streets, is a sabjeet of great
interest, u forairhing an index of the time when tbe
great suspension bridge shall be a present fact. The
anchorage will consist of a pile of the most maisire
masonry, covering 18,200 aqoare foot, founded 16

feet below the surfue of the ground, and rising to a
bight of 89 feat. Since August 14th a course of 3i feet
above tbe tide level has been begun and completed.
Tbe muonry is in three divisions, each division, not-
withstanding its great weight and strength in itself,
beld ia place by iron anchor bars. Tbe anchorage at
the top will be in the shape of an arch, and cables
wile extend down the tide, where they will run
through the ringi of the mammoth anchor bars, and
thus will be haid firmly in their place.

Tbe moving of such muses of course requires ap-
pliances operated by It. am. Tbe concrete is mixed
by steam, and mortar also. Car tracks run through-
out the whole work ; a cable is attached to a station-
ary engine, and the car is drawn to its place. Six der-
rick! are used, and are all examined and tested every
morning. To these precautions may be attributed
the absence of all those accidents which are so com

aoi where inch heavy ana so much work it accom-
plished. Until thil time both day and night gaagl
have worked continually, bat the approach of cold
weather bu put a stop to night work. Day work,
however, will not cease antil it il no longer possible
to build the muonry. This anchorage hu been
greatly delayed, but all possible speed hu been made.
Tbe engineer now hopes that tbe work will be com-

pleted by June 1, 18'C If so, cable making will be-

gin immediately after. It is thought that if tbe
weather should prove propitious, the cable making
could bt completed in a year, although the shortest
length of time giren to that work heretofore hu beta
three years.
