dent of the Refinery, writes to his agents here,
Messrs. H. Hackfeld & Co., that he is in hopes
the Treasury department in Washington will
set aside the decision of the Custom House
officials, but if the latter should be sustained
he will bring the matter before the courts,
and there he is confident to win his cause.

The same class of sugar has for years been
sent frum here to San Francisco and Portland,
and is well known at these places as "Sand-
wich Island Sugar," so designated in the
treaty. The fact that there is no sugar re-

finery in these islands, and that all the sugar
shipped from here are made by the ordinary
process of manufacturing sugar from cane
juice, ought to decide this question, and wo

doubt not it will be decided in favor of the
manufacturers. Col. Sircckels has under-
