Pretty is 5t Pierre, with its fountaine, esntinoons
waler sapply, quaint stotio houses, and the cheerful-
est kind af hotels (French s the langunge spoken).
But we are after the sugar plantations aod the famed
central facturies, to ree which we had been traveling
fur weelis ; they are in another part of the island,
Next day was Spaday ; bot Monday morning, bright
anid early, found us sboard n little consting steamer,
earonte for Port de Fravee. The distance is not
great. A landing was made at mid-day, and ere
evening [ hind been through the oldest contral facto-
ry in existence, ne applied to cane migar, and also
through sowme two or three other factories. Thanks
to the attention of H. M. eocsular officers, nnd the
jolly afability of these everngreeable Fronsh West
Iudisns, there was no dificulty whatever in gaining
every desired information, The factories are close
togother too, and every facility exists for moving
abiout on land and water. The mille were not work.
ing, %0 all that eould be dove during the two days’
stay in Martinique was to see what could be seen of
the machinery {(montly French and Relgian), the sys-
tom of ealtivation, varieties of cane grown, mode of
eelling as between grower and wanufaeturing, &e.

In the islands, and aleo amonget planters from va-
rlous parts of the Weat Indies, there a1e vory eonflic-
ting reports regarding the resulis of the systom. And
it tnkies woma time to unravel the eauses that exist
for this difference of opinion. One point is undenia-
ble. and its force is visible in Martiviqueand in Lou-
isiann, where the system has been most energetically
tested. In both theso places, different though thay
ure in many other respects, the sugar-producing busi-
nesk 14 most prosperoas, and those sonnested with it
sre most hopelnl, where the growing of cane and the
manufiactare of sugar are most effectoally separated.

Whererer 1 have hoen, in the United States and
the West Indies, with very few exceptions, the sugur
businets is depressed. From Guians there are very
discouragiog reports. We bave seen how it isin
Coba. Jamaica is 2aid to be ina very low stste;
bt there are muarked sxeeptioas to this deplorabla
elale of affuire in the Freach West Todia islande,
The farmers there are unduobtedly prosperous ; they
are a fragal, happy peopie, and the facturies pay fair
interest, I am assured, 0n the mooay invested. The
wost prosperous fuctories are those workel purely as
eumspanies, and in which Lhe eane growers bold con-
siderable of the capital stoak.

Thore are several other
faotories on the island, or rather on both sections of
tha isiand, for Gaudeloupe i divided into two parts
by s narrcw i. The sy of manufact
fellowed is alike in all, and all seom to purchase cane
from the growers, paying for it io the same way as
the fastory in Porto-Pieo—vis.. by nlonin{ the mar-
ket valoe of 31ba. of “* ueine '’ sugar per 100 Ibe. of
sane delivered to the mill, or rather 10 the tramway
of the mill, delivery in all instances, I believe, belng
tskes al the besrest point to the canefield of the
grower reached by the fastory tramway.

With the excepition of upe American mill, all the
machinety is Freneh and appareatly the very best
of its class. The rullers range from 4 feot to 5 feat
ialmm.lldb-a’ hes to 39 inches in di
ter, wills aro noither 3o Iarge nor boary as 1
especied to see, from what hss boen said of there
faetories. But what is deficlest in weight of cruah-
iog power is wmade up by multiplying the wmilla, of
whieh some of the factorien have two, sad ocessioual-
1y thres, for sepplying juies.
