Carl Schurz, the Becretary of the Interior,
is probably the most remarkable man in the
Cabinet.

In his own land,
before he bad attained his majority, he had
been a college professor, editor, soldier, re-
volutionary leader, end finally a refogee. He
came to the Stutes in 1852, established a law
practice, and a8 soon as be had mastered the
English language became an active Republi-
car.

Mr, K. has quieily gone to work, and with
great labor duringz three years has reclaimed a
tract of forost land, on which are now plant-
ed 100,600 healthy coffee trees, Tt wus o
beautiful sight to witness them covered with
whits blossoms, and this is the first vear they
bhave commenced bearing. The higher up
that the planting has been carried the finer
and more vigorous the coflee trees appear.
This goes to prove what we have long advo-
ented—coffee planting in elevated and shady
forest seclions,

Loaving Hilo March 12th, the Commission
journeyed through Pung, visiting all points of
interest on the store and inland, passing
through Kau, thence up the Kona Coast to
Kailos, where they embarked on the Fantome
and procesded to Mauni, After resting two
days at Ulupalakua, they visited the Koolau
region, where the new diweh is being con-
structed, and in company with Professor
Alexander, of the government survey, examined
the sources of water supply. We believe that
they have become satisfied that a large sup-
ply of water can be had, sufficient to irrigate
several thousand scres of the rich lands on
the slope between Mukawao and Wailukn,
How this may be undertaken the report will
suggest,

The whole teip has been sccomplished with-
out an secident, or even without getting wet
througl. Everywhere the Cowmmigsioners
were received with grest delight by nutives
as well as by foreigners; aud the tour hus
been productive of good feeling among all
classes. It hns shown that government takes
an interest in their prosperity and is disposed
to assist them. To Major Wodehouse, Capts.
Long and Maquay, of the Fantome, they are
under great obligations for the attentions paid
to them and the assistance rendered. The
public will look for their report with great
interest, and we doubt not that ite publication
will show thut there are undeveloped rvsonrces
on Hawaii and Maui, which require only the
aid of government to attract a large population
and to render them productive of wealth to the
uborigines, to foreigners, and to the govern-
ment revenues,

President Hayes,

TaE attitnde of Mr. Huyes duaring the long
uncertuinty since the election has been s
dignified and self-respectful as it was during
the eampaign.  He has never shown an “un-
common anxiety™ for the Presidency, but has
evidently regurded it, as Mr. Lowndes, of
South Caroling, long ago described it, ns a
trust neither to be songht nor declined, The
testimony of those who know him best coin-
cides with the history of his public career,
both military and civil, in the assurance that
he is in the best and highest and most com-
prehensive sense a gentlemon,  He las had
ample experience of public affuirs, He is of
o tranquil temperament and of firm will.  He
has that natural rectitnde which was so win-
ning in Mr. Lincoln, and which is indicative
of just judgment. He is quiet and modest and
self-restrained ; and it is his peculiar praise
that, when nominated to the Presidency, his
opponents sought, in the most remorseless
scrutiny of his private and publie life, to find
some flaw, soma spot, and sought in vain,

He has undoubtedly greatly won upon the
confidence ard respect of the country since the
election. Before that time he was a party
caudidate, nud was viewed only us o partisan,
But his moderation and good sense, his total
freedom from anxiety, and unaffected and sim-
ple devotion to his duty under unprecedently
trying circumstances, leave him in a wmost
fuverable light. It would be unkind to Mr.
Tilden to compare his attitude throughout
with that of Mr. Hayes. It has been that of
an old politician dextrously pulling wires to
secure a great office; and the full light that
hasg been turned upon his canvass shows at the
very last his nephew and confidential secre-
tary telegraphing from his house an agree-
mant to buy anelectoral vote, Mr. Tilden has
certainly not grown in public esteom since his
nomination,

The farewell reception to Mr. Hayes in Col-
umbus was undonbtedly the expression of a
general and heari-felt regard; and in his
little apeech he tonched a chord of the public
heart that never fuils to respond, in quoting
the simple words of Mr., Lincoln when he left
his home iy 1851 ;

““As for mysell and family, wa go, perhaps to re-
torn in & fow days to ocoupy our sccustomed places
in this community ; possibiy we go to other scenas
and duties, not to meet you again. In that event, I
wish to say, as Mr. Lincoln ssid on parting with
hie friends st SpringBeld siztesn years ago, that * 1
trust you will pray that I may have that Divine a»-
ststance and guidance withoot which I can not sue-
ceed, and with whieh I can mot fail.” "—Harper’s
Weakly, March 17.

Russin and Tarkey.

Tue news from Enrope (says the Auckland
Herald, of March 12) it more warlike than any
which has passed along the wires for some
time. Turkey, we are told, abjects to the de-

~mands of Montenegro for eeasion of territory,
while Russia appears to have intimated her
intention of withdrawing wholly from the
Tresty of Paris, unless the other powers oo
operate with her to obtain the acceptation by
Tarkey of the original programme of the Con-
ference. It will be useful to repeat hore what
the conditions were which were embodiad in
this originel programme. They uare as fol-
lows: (1.) A return to the condition of affairs
in Bervia before the rebellion (the status quo
ante bellum), with the aldition of the cession
to Bervia of the port of Little Zwornik. (2.)
The rounding off the frontier of at
the expense of Turkish territory, with a sea-
port, or the free navigation of the Bojuna.
(3.) A epecial and privileged sdministration
for Bosnis and Herzegovina, and these two to
form one provinee.  (4.) The creation of two
vilayets out of Trans-Hmmis Bulgaria, . e
Bulgaria proper and Northern Thrace. (5.)
An International Commission to watch over
the government of the privileged provinces;

uand (6.) a foreign gendarmerie to serveasa

Turkey was first agked to accept these con-

ditions without discussion; but she refused, | 3

ultimately replying by rejecting all proposals
which interfered with the integrity of the
empire. Thaede are the conditions which the
Porte has sieadfustly rajected, and uuless the
Powers co-operate in foreing them on Turkey,
Russia deciares her intention of withdrawing
wholly from the Treaty of 1856,  As if pre-
paring for the natural result of such with-
drawal, Russin has issued a uksase ordering
the organization of mare army corps. She
also rejects the suggestion of giving o year's
grace to Turkey, in order to test the sincerity
of the constitutional concessions offered by
that Power to her Uhristisn and other sub-
jects, Meauwhile, Turkey appears tired of
the suspeuse of all this conferring and diplo-
matic protoculing, and is prepared to accept
non-interference to o continuance of this state
of affairs, and has prepared & war budget for
the year's service of the army and navy,
amounting to £25,150,000 sterling. Adhering
to her former determination, she refuses to
cede to Montenegro the territory which is de-
manded, and prefers war. The only safe-
guard that still exists for peace is the financial
condition of Russin, HRussia's delit has more
thau doubled itsell in eighteen years. In
1857, it was 1543 millions of roubles : on 1st
January, 1873, it had reached 3235 millions
of roubles, awd from that year to the prescot
itis a notorions foct that Hussian stock hus
largely declined, and still stands low, her 5
per cent, ranging from £76 to £80, a discount
of 20 to 24 per cent. If Russia goes to war
she must borrow in the face of prices like
these.

This number sliows that the articles have been
well * boiled down,” yet, where veeded; some
of the articles are quite full and particular,
 Confederate States,” by Horace Greeley, is
an excellent sccount of the great rebellion and
of the bloody civil war. It occupies about
fourteen pages.  “* Franco-German War" is an
excellent epitome of great victories on one
side and shameful defeats on the other, It
shows how & great nation was humiliated in
consequence of the incompetency of its rulers
and generals.

The fault with many Cyelopsdiag, in addi-
tion to the cost, is their voluminonsness. The
writers seemed to think that they must treat
every article exhuustively, This excludes
them from general uss.

In getting up his Cyclopmdia, Johnson
avoided this fanlt.

The
livea and labors of wien are {he Lest kind of
history, and the listory that is needed; but
lengthy dissertations upon them in a book of
reference would be misplaced."”

Crowded
a8 it is with information of almost every podsi-
ble topic, it is jusi what the seekers after
knowledge need,—a hook to bo placed on the
tuble with Webster's Dictionary for vonstant
reference and consultation.
