Connecticut Illue Laws.
Istlio Gazette of November 7th wo prom-

ised our renders that wo would, at the first
convenient opportunity, publish a brief state-

ment of the historical truth concerning the
ed "Blue Laws of Connecticut." This

promise wo now propose, bo far as our lim-

ited space will allow, to redeem. That mul-

titudes of respectable, and in the main intel-

ligent people, should still continue to believe
in the genuineness and authenticity of these
so called "laws," after their true origin and
history has been so often and so thoroughly
demonstrated, is a curious and striking illus-

tration of the fact, that it is only necessary

that a lie should be well told and flack tn. in

order to have it pass for truth with a large
portion of the community, particularly if the
lie in question happens to chime in with their
preconceived notions and pander to their pet

prejudices and animosities.
Few calumnies have ever exhibited greater

vitality and powers of resuscitation than the
one we are now considering, and fcr precisely
the reasons above indicated. The solid quali-

ties of tho genuine Ucw Englander, both
ment.il nd moral, the high ground he has
taken on public questions both political and
ethical, the firmness with which he adheres to
his convictions and tho fearlessness and per-

sistency with which he advocates them, have
all conspired to make him extremely obnoxi-

ous to large classes of people, aud this anti-

pathy has been rather intensified than other-

wise, by tho very general and uniform success
he has achieved in all tho walks of life For
the gratification of this animosity, this fiction

of the "blue laws " affords a weapon too con-

venient and useful to bo lost. It would never
do to spoil so good a story, merely for want of
facts. The consequence is that for nearly a
hundred years, whenever New England peo-

ple, New England theolog3', or New England

idcis, principles or institutions of any kind
were to be misrepresented and maligned, this
dead and buried slander has been dragged
from its dishonored grave, clad in tho habili-

ments of the living and galvanized into such
a ghastly semblance of life, as might serve to

frighten timid women and children and impose
successfully on all those who wanted to be
deceived. There are multitudes of persons in

the world who would rather at any time be-

lieve a lie at the expense of those they dislike,
iu preference to accepting the truth, should
tho same happen to be in their favor. Such
people have been rolling tbo "Blue Laws of
Connecticut " under their tongues as a sweet
moral, for several successive generations.

Tho simple truth of the matter is, that
nearly if not quite all these "laws" were
taken, not from the statute book of Connecti-

cut at all, but from a work written by a Con-

necticut Tory named Samuel Peters, and pub-

lished in London in J 761 under the title of
" A General History of Connecticut, from tho
" settlement under Geo. Fenwick Esq., to its
" latest period cf amity with Great Britain,
" including a description of the country and
" many curious and interesting anecdotes."

This Peters, who was a native of Connecti-

cut and an Episcopalian clergyman, became
on the breaking out of the troubles between
the colonies and the Crown, a most bitter aud
malignant Tory, and in this way as well as by
being as is alleged a disreputable character
in other respects, ho made himseir so exceed-

ingly obnoxious to the great majority of tho
community in which he lived, that he finally
found it expedient to leave, which ho accord-

ingly did and went to England. Though wo

believe ho never suffered any personal vio-

lence, the pertinacity and offensiveness with
which he espoused and advocated the cause
of the King against the colonics, made Con-

necticut, in the then excited state of public
feeling, a place too hot for him to live in com-

fortably. Overflowing with bitterness against
his countrymen and againt the colony and
people of Connecticut in particular, he under-

took at one and the same time to vent his spite
against his old neighbors and curry favor with
the Tory element in England, by publishing
his ed "History of Connecticut;" a
book which competent and trustworthy autho-

rities who havo fully investigated tho subject;
have pronounced to bo as gross a compound of
exagerations, misrepresentations and down-

right falsehoods as was ever palmed off on a
credulous public, under the guise of veritable
history ; and this book, whoso parentage and

purpose wo have above given, is the prolific

source from which has been derived pretty
much all tho stories about "Connecticut Blue
Laws." which have been in circulation ever
since. It will bo remembered also, that this

bogus "History of Connecticut" is the book

from which tho Adcerlisrr has recently pub-

lished several characteristic extracts, and
which it invites its readers to accept as an
" authority " on the subject of which it treats.

It may bo however, reasonably asked if
there is no truth in any of these stories, and if
all the laws quoted in Peters book aro puro
fabrications. This question we will endeavor
briefly but fairly to answ er. The early set-

tlers of New England, Connecticut included,
were certainly men of stricter ideas than our
own, particularly in certain directions, and
this strictness naturally found expression in

their laws and ordinances. They were pro-

foundly though not always intelligently con-

scientious, austerely moral and intensely re
ligious. For religions' sake they had left
their native land and it was tn build up a free
commonwealth on what they believed to be
Bible principles and with religion for its chief

corner stone, that they had banished them-

selves to what was then the wilderness of the

New World. As a natural and indeed inevita-

ble result of these conditions, wo find a civil
and criminal code better suited to a small so-

ciety, homogenious iu composition and with
substantial unity of opinion, spirit and pur-

pose, than to the heterogenious and cosmopo

litan communities which occupy the same
localities at the present day. Sumptuary

laws laws regulating dress, equipage, and
external dfsplay generally; laws providing
for the institutions of religion and the obser-

vance of the Sabbath ; laws regulating public
worship and public amusements, etc., etc,
were to bo found to a greater or less extent
on the statute books of most of the colonies,
while the civil magistrate was empowered to

take cognizance of numerous matters which in
our own day and among ourselves, the law
scarcely ever thinks of meddling with. But
that most of the " laws" quoted by Peters or
anything resembling them, ever existed cither
in Connecticut or in any of the other New
England colonies, is an assertion without the
slightest particle of historical proof to sus-

tain it.
Perhaps, however, the most curious thing

about the whole business is, that the New

Haven colony, which, thanks to Peters and
his imitators, has been made to bear the bur-

den of whatever of illiberal legislation there
may have been in other places, along with
much more that was purely imaginary, was
the one of all others, with the exception possi-
bly of Ilhodo Island, most markedly free from
it. Thero was, it is true, a law against lying,
and we can readily believe that Peters and
others liko him mnst havo regarded this as a
serious iufringemut on their personal liberty.

An exaggerated and misrepresented truth
sometimes becomes the most mischievous of
falsehoods, there is frequently no lie more
malignant and dangerous than ouo which has
hidden 6otnevhero in it a grain of truth to
givo it plausability, aud of this fact the case
wo are considering is an apt illustration. By
culling from the legislation of tho other colo-

nies whatever seemed to him most illiberal
aud obnoxious, adding to this a mass of most
preposterous stuff of his own invention, and
then saddling tho whole thing tipou tho people
of Connecticut, whoso active patriotism had
made them particularly hateful to him ; Dr.
Samuel Peters has been able to achievo tho
high position of being one of the most success-
ful liars of modern times.

Of course wo do not pretend that thero is
absolutely no truth whatever in any part of
Peters book, nor do we claim that all the
legislation even of Connecticut, thnugh excep-tivnal- ly

lib-r- and jtrogrt ssicefor those limes,
was such as would please the majority of the
pcoplo at the present day, or in all respects
mt et our own approval. What we do assert,
however, and what has been abundantly prov-
ed and demonstrated by inconlcstible histori-
cal evidence, is, that this man Peters deliber-
ately and wilfully forged and invented a largo
number of laws which never existed on the
statute book, and then published them to tho
world as genuino and authentic. Wo regret
that timo and space forbid our sotting before
our readers the historical evidence on theso
points, or pointing out in detail the " laws"
which had their polo and exclusive origin in
Peters' prolific imagination. It will suffice,
however, to say that these latter comprise
pretty much all those "laws" which havo been
commonly quoted under tho head of "Blue
Laws of Connecticut," and which have been
put forward as representing the spirit and in-

telligence of tho Puritans of New England in
general and of Connecticut in particular.

It is no part of our intention to enter into
any general defense of Now England people
or New England laws, either past or present.
Now England and her people need no eulogist
and no defender. Thero are certain indispu-
table historical facts however concerning
Connecticut especially, which may not bo
generally known, and which wo consider it
would be well to call particular attention to.

Tho colonists who settled Now Haven in
IG38 camo mostly from the city of London.
They were men who for tho most part had
been engaged iu commerce, and they were
distinguished among all the colonists who
came at any time to any part of New England
for their superior culture, their wealth, their
knowledgo of affairs, tho largeness of thoir
views, and tho greatness of tho plans which
they had proposed to themselves. Tho laws
and public policy of the colony was such as
might have been expected from tho high char-
acter and eminent abilities of its leading men.
In many important matters of legislation thoy
were in advance, not only 'of their Puritan
neighbors to the eastward tind tho cther'colo-ni- es

further south, but inadvanco of tho gene-
ral spirit of the ago in which they lived.
Their zeal in the causo of popular education
and the liberal provision made for its support,
is of itself utterly inconsistent with a narrow-
ness which could find expression in such legis-

lation as tho " Bluo Laws." In
their enactments concerning tho Indian and
his relations to tho colonists, they were excep-
tionally just and humane, while on the subject
of religion and the treatment of thoso who
dissented from tho dominant faith and wor-

ship, they were so far in advance of tho ideas
and practices which prevailed iii the mother
country, that England herself has only with-

in tho present generation, como up, and in
some important respects has not yet como up,
to tho level where Connecticut stood nearly
two hundred years ago. So persistent, syste-
matic, and long continued have been tho mis-

representations on this subject that our state-
ments will doubtless sound strange to many,
and by some be altogether denied. They aro
nevertheless strictly true, and their truth can
be easily demonstrated by referring to the re-

cord. A candid study of American Colonial
History will show to any one really desirous
of knowing tho truth, that tho character of tho
New Haven colony as a wholo and especially
the character of its leading men, was such
that these "laws" could never by any possi-
bility have been enacted. Thero is not a par-
ticle of respectable historical evidence that
they ever existed. And, finally, the records
of tho courts, and of all other public proceed-
ings of tho colony, remain in perfect preserva-
tion to this dny, Thoy havo been published
and are, in the United States at least, easily
accessible, and there is no trace in themof any-
thing of the kind.

Orcourso we have no idea that any amount
of exposure will put an end to the circulation
of this miserable calumny abont the "Blue
Laws" of the New Haven colony. It fur-

nishes such a ready and convenient means of
stirring up tho ignorant and pandering to tho
uile, that it will probably continue to be re-

peated for a hundred years to come. Wo feel,
however, that wo have discharged a duty, in
contributing our share towards keeping before
the public, the truth, in a matter which has
been, perhaps, more persistently misrepre-

sented than any other in American history.
