eral miles, then turned ocross the praine. The
buy lay on the left hke o polished mirror, its dark
bloe waters radisting in the suolight. Oa the
right the preen plain ran off inta the sky,its
eastern border bounded by the white herizon of
the bending firmement. Melbourne Bay ressm -
bles the Bay of Galveston, bat it doss not grow

We ran into Geeloug,
u bayeide villoge on the edge of the prairie. We
run over gentle swells throvgh a sbiort growth of
round topped trees thut cover the ridges with
their ecrobby bushes; on over bri«igr:e. past
stroame ot whose gravey bauks gouts sod cows
ura graging. A wheat field, with its gresn sqonre
suclosed in Lrees, ocessionslly sppears, with o log
house sending oat its stream of smoke, aad from
whose yard issued o pack of barking doge, I the
doorway stunds the matron, looking out over 8
row of little'ones in froot, like » rising stmirwey
of cotton-heads. The country now becomes morg
rugged and broken ; we now begin w chimb the
wountuin in magy & windiug curve, throngh tun-
vels sod cots blasted oot of the gravite bills. As
we pscend the monothin the alr becomss rarer
aod purer, sud the winds whistle through e
brauches aud rosr through the forest and become
biting cold. In the cool bracing sumosphérs o
men's lungs expiand like 8 wet spouge, aud his
whole system feels like n lost fish returning Lo
its watery eloment. The booyant effect of the
pore mountain air is exhiaruting, cud its hife-
restoriog vigor stimulates one iolo & Dew gres-
tion.

By and by the il chimneys of the mining
shalte; heaps of slate-colored ore, piles of tailings,
glaice-boxes, spudes, shovels, picks, windlasses,
eolumnis of blagk smoke uud the roar of croshing
mille, regients of bearded wiiners, suo-tunned
and weather-dtained, up o their knees in clay-
colored wuter, with the cabins of miners appear,
sud we are whirled into Bullurst.

Thers is an inde-
zeribuble (ascioation about a winiug town to sl
Californians.

As 1 weoded my wey up ioto-the town,
crowds of school-ehildrén, neatly dressed, with
their books, slates and buckets, are returniog
home, making the screets lively with their sports
nnd gambols.

Balsrat pumbers 30,000 people. Its publie
baildings are commodions. It Lus o foe City
| ‘Hall snd Postoffice. lix hotels are better than
| those in Melbourne. A broad avenue, 100 yards
in width, exteuds through the central part of the
city. Two rows of greep ehudy trees ron
throogh the centre of the avenus, enclosed by &
white pickel fenge, set with plants nod shrub-
bary thet resemble a park, stretching & mile
through the city.

‘I'be private mansions are in good taste, with
front yards and grasry lawne. Itis the most
Americanized placs I have seen in the antipodes.
Its inhabitants are from all elimes dnder the sun,
and of every nationality extant. Its tooe is de-
cidedly litan. Its people sre amiable.
Cligues und rings here sbound not. The press 1s
well represented, there being one evening und
two worning papers of more literary weorit than
the Melbouroe journals. ‘I'he cityis high, and
Lealtbfully located in the basin of a circalar range
of mouatains 2,000 feet above the ses. Two
wooded cones rise up in the east like supar-
lonves. “I'he mountain air pote s bloom upond the
cbeeks of the ladies, and the children nud sbop
gitls are pictured of bounding health, a refreshing
contraes to the tallow-complexioned inhabitants
of the capital city. On the right of the main
avetne stands the Ballarat Hospital an'elegant
busldieg of white stone, with iis froot yard set
with shrabs and flowers. It furnishes comfortable
qesrters to the vetoran miners who bave spant
their bey-dey of life tn the mines. "

"arther to the left stands the Benevolaot Asy-
fom, It resembles » Hebrew semioary with its
tarrats and towers, with bandsowe grounds made
atbractive with fountains and evergreeas. Here
ore hovsad the maimed, the balt, the blind, the
oged, the erippled of every degree, About its
grounds and on its verandas are groups of white-
baired miners bent with years, some with an arm
off or a leg missing, who have been blown up in
the mines orfallen from & scaffold. Aged womon
arg_bobbling sbout the grounds on erutches or
wheeled about in chairs. Here I will say. 1o the
cradit of the Colonies, they are shead of America
in the way of hospitals. At the head of the ave-
nue ia s lake one mile wide and three miles long.

‘A many Californis miners eame bere in
the palmy days of the mines and left ther 1m-
press on the town. In the big days in the good
old times & Foarth of July celebration was car-
ried ‘out with great pomp, and the Siars and
Stripes floated over maoy a honse-top, 5

in the gullies among she movotaine.- A few more
eame und filled this Jittle border hamlst.
