It was ia tie year 149S that the Portcgnese,
under Vasco de Gaaia, cade their way around
the Cape. Ia 1510, under Albuqaeraae. they
treacheroaily seized the Eaitladiaa City of Gou,
and teaTiB a aarrisoa ia it, sailed away to Ma-be- n,

witch they had seen and coieted ia 1505.
This great city they treacherously and piratically
capsared. The superiority of their arms will be
understood when is is stated that this act wu
committed by only eight Portcgnese. assisted by
2Q Malabar catiTes. They pluadered Malacca
of "a booty so enormous that theqaiato, or Sfth
of the Kin of Portagxl amounted to 200.000
pill cmxidoes, a saai eqciTaleat to SjJWO.OOO, '
exclusive, of siips. narll stores, artillery, and
other property. Malacca was as that time a
Yisial state o tie Chiaee Empire, aad oar first
acquaintance with maritime Europe was, there-
fore, began on its part by the greatest act of pi-

racy tie world has erer witnessed. Ptxirro's
plundering of Peru, committed a tew years later,
was notni: compared with it. Hearing at Ma-
lacca of tie great Chiaeso dties to the northeast,
aad hoping-n- doubt to pilbge them as his com-
panions till prltazed Goa and 3Ialacca. one of
tie Portagaese. Bapiaet Pertxtrato, sailed away
ia a jani to Tiew oar coast. Finding the Chi-

nese better prepared for pirates than he expected,
re tamed to Malacca.

The rank of this recooaoissasce wu that a
pretended eabasJy " wa3 dispatched from LIs-fc- oa

ia 1515, under Ferdinand Aadrada. to treat
with tie Emperor cf China for pemussiaa to
trade. Acdrada, the first European to land at a
seaport cf China, appeared o3 the harbor of
Canton ia tie use Tear, and was allowed to dis-
embark and to send aa earoy to tie Emperor it
Peking. This tnroy, whoee name was Thomas
Perer, was kindly reeeired, loaded with presents,
and accorded the fiTors he sought. He at once
Tisited alt the sea coast towns, and after a rapid
surrey cf them, returned to Cintoa and joined
bis ccCeagae, Andrada. Meanwhile, Acdrada's
brother. Siraoa, appeared c6f tie coast ia com-
mand of a piratical :quadroa, pillaging the in-

habitants and ieiring yoaag women. Be thea
built 1 tors oa tie island of Tsy wia and extorted
money froct erery ressel bound to or from Can-

ton; not supposing bus that his brother Ferdi-
nand was oa board of his own ship and safe from
Chinese reprisal. Tins it appeared that this
band of embassadors were nothing bat a lot of
adTeatarers and whose sole object
was plunder and rapine. So soon as their doings
became known, Perez and Andrada were teixed
ia Canton. trudr and condemned to pay a fine.
and to liaTe tie eccntry a crOd punishment far
their reaS cSsnse. Pendiag the payment cf
tits fine, s sabjct of the Saltan of Malacca ar
med at Feting and related the story of the
ptBage of that town by the Portuguese. The
true character cf these scoundreU wis sow dear
beyend a dcabs. They were 151X0 seized, this
time oa ciirzts of high treason, and condemned
to death; their Btsi tiicz c&red tiera ea cocdi-tic- n

of restoring; Malacca. Failing to do this,
they were tt execute! ia 1E23.
