of which waa invented to meet the
needs in the Fast for the cheap, speedy and
effective means of transporting men and mu-

uitions of war over a wild eountry, without

railway,

The new railway is & one-rail strooture, and
the line it represents requires neither sleepers

| nor foundations, the line running upon seven-

feat posts, 440 to the mile, the rolling stock

signed upon the camel saddle principle, The
carriages and engines fall upon either side like
the panuiers ou an animal’s back, the wheels
of the ongines” trucks aod carriages being
horizamtal, and gripping on each asids of ﬂn\
rail, The material of the new railway is whe lly
of timber, the posts of the fence which con-
stitntea the road are firmly sunk inte
ground.

Finnncial Aflairs in United States

For the past fifieen or sixteen years, or
from the period when the present National
Bank Law was passed by Congress, until
within the puast gix years, the national banks,
the bankers, money-hrokers and capitalists,
hava not ouly controlled the currency of the
conntry a8 they pleased, (always to their in-
dividual advantsge), but have actually beon
in the constant liabit of dictating to Congross
what laws should be passed touching the
money question. It has always been a mis-
fortune too, that members of Congress deferred
too wuch to the dictation of the bankers, and
hetice much of the distress
slill does prevail ameng the Within
a few yoears past, the money question has of
necessity become the absorbing topic of dis-
cussion among the peaple and politicians of
all shudes of belief. Some of the hest minda
in the States have been giving the financial
question a good deal of thought, and at inter-
vals have published their views, which at Jaat
Liave caused discussion in the public prints
and on the hustings, until the people have be-
come completely arounsed, and the result is,
that they have made the money question the
leading topic, and in very many Btates the
pivot question in the choice of members of
Congress. In other words ; the discussion on
the money question bas developed into such
formidable proportions as to beget a third
party called the Naotional Party, which at
present disputes the power of both the Demo-
vratic and Republican Parties to ruls the
comntry. The Greenback or National Party
contend for the repanl of the Resumption Act
ard the abolition of the National Banks, as-
serting that itis not the part of wisdom to
mauintain a lot of pet banks with the exclusive
privilege of circulating the paper money of
the nation, when that paper money is guar-
anteed by Congress. In other words, the
Greenback Party contend that the Government
should issne all the paper money of tho na-
tion, and that paper monsy should be based
upon the faith of the Government, as it really
is now, and that if there is anything to be
gaived by controlling the circulation, that
those gains should go into the coffers of the
general Government for the bonefit of all the
people, They also comtend that with s green-
back eunrrency, thus jssued nnd pguaranteed
by the Government, there would be no neoces-
sity for specie payments, inssmoch as the
paper currency being uniform thronghont the
country, it would subserve all the demands of
trads and be a much more convenient medium
of exchange than either gold or silver. They
also hold that with such a currency made a
legal tender for the payment of all debts, it
would be in all respects equal to gold in the
hands of the holders. A large portion of the
politiciane of both the old parties, have held
the converse of the above doctrines on the
financial question, sand hence the disintegra-
tion of both the old parties.

During the sitting of the Iast Congress, s
bill was passed making the silver dollara
legal tender to a certain extent, which had the
effect of arousing the most virulent opposition
on the part of the National Banks, and the poli-
ticians and newspapers in the interest of the
banks. This opposition has been carried to
such an extent, that the siiver dollar of the
Unjted States to-dsy is discredited even by
postmusters ten ceuts on the dollar, The sil-

wer dollar being quoted at ninety cents instead
of its full face value.  * This is the hair that
has braken the camel’s back,” and the people,
particalarly of the Western States, have be-
come very earnestin their mdvoeacy of the
doctrines of the Greenback or National Party.
