Mr. Hutchinson shortly after secured the services
ot a boat from the schooner Liboliho. lying at an-
chor there, and proceeded to the steamer in search
of a couple of deserters, and on his return bis boat
was dashed on the rocks and capsized, resulting in
seriously Injuring Mr. Hmcblnson, at above stated,
and tome of tbe natives in the bgit'Witb bim. One
of the deserters which Mr. H. was bringing
ashore was missing 00 the departure of the steamer,
and ills conjectured that he perished in tbe surf.

At about half-pa- st 4 o'clock p. m.,
Edwsrd Michael Townsend O'Halioran, Esq.,
breathed his last at tbe residence of James Camp-
bell, Esq., after an Illness of a few days. The de-

ceased was highly esteemed for bis many rare quali-

ties of head and heart, by the members 0! the Bench
and the Bar ou these islands, where be has prac-

ticed as a lawyer lor tbe past six years. Mr. O'Hal-

ioran was a native of Galwuy, Ireland, where he
was educated and fitted to enter the law Colleges
of London, England, where be studied and was ad-

mitted to practice his profession. He remained In

Loudon fur some time after his admission to tbe
bar, where he practiced with marked success.
Tiring of London life, after a few J cars, be went to
his native city, Gslway, Ireland, where he opened
ac office and practiced his profession with profit
and honor lor some ) ears, when be left ror Mel-

bourne, Australia. He remained in tbe latter place
Eeveral years, where be also practiced bis profession
w lib maikLd success. InAustralla, Mr. O'H. made
many warm friends by his uniform courtesy as a
gentleman and a business man ol unimpeachable
integrity, numbering among the list 6ome ol the
most influential citizens of the Coloi.lcs, whose re-

gard and esteem lasted up to the time of his death,
and will still linger in their memories, now that tbe
friend, scholar, lawyer and gentlemen has passed
bejond tbe confines of earth. About six years ago
Mr. O'H. came to these Islands to recuperate bis
shattered health, where be has lived respected by
alt for the possession of those traits of character
that endear a man to his fellows. In disposition he
was kind, gentle, courteous and generous. His was
a warm Irish heart, that was always aglow with
sympathy for the poor, or those in dlctrrss. He
gave ol bis means to all objects of charity without
sllut or Inquiry as to whether they were worthy or
otherwise. His nature was generosity itself. Mr.
O'H. enjoyed tbe confidence and esteem or our citi-
zens in u high decree, because he was known to be
n man of hue business capacity and of tbe bigbtst
integrity. He was the counsel, adviser and attorney
in fact for James Campbell, Esq., and managed tbe
large estate of the litter, as bis confidential agent
and atturney. Mr. O'Halioran was a warm friend-with- out

guile and of such warm impulses that he
stuck to a friend closer than a brother. He wss a
bachelor, about 45 years or age, and leaves a mother
in Ireland surviving bim, to whom tbe news ol the
death or a beloved and affectionate son, in a land
among strangers, will be tbe sadest or the sad ; but
as compensation for her grief in her bereavemen',
we can assure her that her son died among true and
sympathising friends, wbo mourn tbe loss they
have sustained in his demise, to whose mortal re
lnalus all respect that could be shown was freely
awarded, and who deeply deplore the sudden be-
reavement to them as to ber.
