General Ilntler on the Jctts.
rFrom the "Jewiili World" January 31. IS7sV)

On Thursday, the 9th of last January, the Bos-
ton Hebrew Fair wag visited by Geoeral Bailer,
who, after inspecting the various objects of at-
traction, delivered an address.

General Bailer, who was received with pro-
longed cheering, said : I am boaod to believe
that the reason why I have been so greeted by
you is because you have found in my public ca-

reer that it has ever been fur the good of all
people, without distinction of race or condition
of life. (Applsnse.) No devout, sincere chris-
tian cao doubt for a moment the wonderful char-
acter of the Hebrew race, and in all the remark-
able career of the Jewish nation, we see that
from that nation, God's chosen people, came the
emanation of Bis plan of salvation to mankind,
and from that nation has come the religion which
has covered the earth with civilization. (Ap-
plause.) God's people have remained together
in a most remarkable manner, cot a3 a nation
for they, for a thousand years, hare not existed
as a nation but there has been a solidarity Of a
people in the economy of the Jewish race that
has kept tbem to themselves, although scattered
all orer the world, amid the greatest and most
terrible persecutions for many years, almost ages,
that would have destroyed any other nation.
The Hebrew nation is a nation distinguished for
three characteristics the integrity, the thrift,
and the industry ol the men, and the purity,
chastity, and domestic virtnes of the womeu.
(Applause.) I need pay no compliment where
none is needed. I speak from knowledge upon
the subject. For forty years I have been con-
versant with the criminal Courts of Massachu-
setts and many other Mutes, and I have never
yet bad a Hebrew client as a criminal. Bat you
may say that was because the Heorews did not
choose yon for their lawyer ; bat that is not the
true unswer, for I never yet saw a veritable Is-

raelite in the prisoner's box for crime in my life.
Another fact is that the Jewish race, having re-

mained intact for so many years, mast come
from some of the Almighty, that
they should keep themselves to themselves to'
return ngain and possess the promised land after
more than forty years, and, perhaps, centuries of
wandering away from it; and that time which
has been tbe dream of the Hebrew philosopher,
the topic and prophecy of the Hebrew prophet,
tbe hope of the Hebrew statesman, seems uboul
to be fulfilled ; for, under tbe lead of tbe man
who is the most powerful on earth a
single man ttanding out the central figure of all
Europe tbe man whose fame has pervaded even
the schoolboy's mind, so that it is said that when
a question was put to one ot them, "How is the
map of Europe divided ?'' be replied, "By

(Laughter.) Under the lead of him.
tho greatest man now living, and of your race, a
Protectorate over Jerusalem was established,
with him at the bead of it. Would it not seem
that the dnam.tbe thought, lbs hope of the
Hebrew sta esrnan.poet, philosopher, and proph-
et, are about to be realized ? And, supremely
overall, oier noble), and kings, and emperors,

stand the lamily whose leave is required by"
kings and emperors before they can go to war, or
before they can make peace. Their assent must
be asked to the terms proposed. No great route
for commerce between Europe and Asia can be
opened without the consent of that family, who
uutb umasseu money, not lor tbe sake of money
alone for their accumulations are past all
dreams of avarice but they are the accumula-
tions of power which has made tbem greater than
all. Need I call the name of the family of the
lloth8childs to show the most powerful family
on earth belonging to the race of people I see
before me? (Applause.) What, then, is the
destiny for you and yonrs, wherever you may
roam I For what you are reserved belongs to
the future. It is in the womb or time, and can
be known only to your great Law-give- r, He who,
in His providence, has preserved your people for

io purpose, nuicnown to mankind, and
only to be guessed from the great results Inni
have already come from His chosen people.
These thoughts crowd upon me, and I hate lb
give tbem utterance. They may well present
themselves to your mind, and I cannot see how
any man of your race can feel otherwise than
that be is the equal of the princes and the no-
bles of the earth; (applause) and here, in
America, you have that equality with all other
men, and the opportunity of mnking yourselves
what you are a leading power in the State and
the country for the power of your people is
felt and known here, and the highest offices in
the United States Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives have been filled by representatives of
your people, few in comparison with tbe others
though you may be ; and when I remember, and
you remember what may be in store for you, do
1 not do well to call these matters of the past to1
your minds, so that every one of these young
men here may feel that he has a place to fill in
the world which requires all the industry, all
tbe intelligence, and all the good conduct possi-
ble to make himself tha equal ot those or his
people who have gone before him. And I have
not failed if I have inspired that proper and high
ambition that should make any one of your chil-
dren look upon the great efforts ol his peopfe
und endeavor to follow their good example,
whether in the chanty of a ilontefiore, in the
etatemanship of a Beaconsfield, or in the ac-
quired wealth and power of tbe Rothschilds,
their excelleuce, so great and illustrious, that
while each may hope in some decree to equal,
none can hope to excel. (Applause.)

ine famous saying attributed to Louis XIV. of
France, L'etat e'est moi, according to Professor

Sappho never killed herself by
jumping from a rock, but died a natural death.

The philoso-
pher Diogenes' neve'r live'd in a tub. The story
of tbe virtues of the Roman matron Lucretia
must be rejected, while the story of the Horati
and Curatii is worse than doubtful. The sons of
Brutu3 were not the victims of their father's
firmness, bat or Mb brutality. It was utterly
impossible for Hannibal to have followed od bis
victory at Cannm, and tbe story or his using
vinegar (to cleave the rockB or the Alps is absurd.
So, too, is the story of Cleopatra dissolving a
pearl in a goblet or vinegar and drinking up arortune at one draught. Archimedes neversaid," Give me a lever long enough and I will move
the world;" nor did he cry out "Eureka "atany known period of bis lire ordiscdvenes.
Alexandria was never visited by Omar, nor was
the Alexandrian library burned-- No more did
Galileo say: "And yet it moves for all that 1"
since it is proved from authentic documents that
he did not dare to. That Columbus broke the
end of an egg and thus conluted bis mockers is
rabalous, as also is the etbry that he encouraged
his followers with brave words when the shores

Ola World Plasnacs.
We are apt to think of tbe plague as of the

leprosy as a disease of tbe past ; and yet it
rages more or less every year in the East, al-

though Europeans, notably the English, are com-
paratively exempt from it when residing in the
Levant, from their superior cleanliness, neater
habits, and love of fresh air. The plague last
visited England in 1663 5, but as late as 1720 it
destroyed near half tbe population or Marseilles,
and seventy years afteraard appeared in Russia
and Poland. Since then it hag been almost
unknown in Western Europe. Tbe plague of
the Levant is virtually the bame malignant con-
tagious lever which, under the name ol tbe black
deatb, proved such an awful scourge in the four-
teenth century. In China alone 13,000 000 are
reported to have been swept away by tbe pesti-
lence ; in tbe rest of the East well nigh 24,000,-000- ;

in Europe. 25.000.000; and in Africa,
6000,000 to 7.000000, making a mortality of
not far from 70,000 000. Animals perished as
well as men by millioos ; tbe earth was black
and horrible with agony, terror, and decay.
Death was on tbe sea as well as on land : ships
drifted aimless over the ocean, tbe crews dead
and pulrifying on board, and corrying infection
and deatb in turn to the shores on which the
winds or tide happened to cast the pestifeious
vessels. Tbe imagination is appalled at tbe
hideous picture. The fearM mortality gave rise
to other shuddering evils. Superstition became
rife ; tbe Jews were everywhere slauehtered on
suspicion of poisoniog the wells 12,000 or these
innocent people were cruelly murdered in Metz
alone, many sacrificing themselves in masses to
avoid the fury or tbe mob, and in some places
being exterminated to the last man, woman and
child. Thousands or people died or fear; ties of
kindred were dissolved by terror ; mothers for-
sook their plague-stricke- n children ; tbe worldly
became monomaniacs on the subject of sin ;
bands of wild devotees roamed through Europe
with crucifixes, banners, and iron pointed thongs,
scourging themselves, with the idea of expialing
the wickedness of the people and appeasing
Heaven by their sufferings. Humanity under-
went a total revolution ; society became dis
organized ; the pl.net wus delivered over to a
cnaoajof terror, superstition, crime, pain, pesti-
lence, and death. Fortunately for the race, such
terrific scenes will never be witnessed again.

Exporln of the 'World.
In a recent issue the New York" Commercial

Bulletin published tables showing tbe imports
and exports of every country in tbe world doring
the year 1S76. From these it appears that the
foreign commerce of all nations combined
amounted in that year to S14,000.400.000, divi.
ded into $7,474 400,000 imports and $6,526,000.-00- 0

exports TMb commerce was, distributed as
follows: Europe, 71.25 "$ cent, of the whole;
North and South America, 15.28 i cent.; Asia,
8.07 $ cent. ; Anstralasia, 3.29 cent. ; and
Africa, 2.07 18 cent. A comparison of these
figures with those of population will exhibit some
very remarkable results. Tbe total commerce
of the several geographical divisions computes as
follows with their respective population :

Taking an average of all the nations, their ex-
change or commodities with foreign nmouut to
Sll 08 lj) bead.

For
Europe the commerce averages $34 52 head of
population; for America, S25 52; for Asm,
SL40; for Australasia, $266 77, and for Africa.
S3 62. 'J he following table, sboniug tbe varia-
tions in the world's commerce, makes clear that
between the years 1867 and 1873 there was an
increase of 30.65 9 cent. The year 1S76 shows
a considerable decline from 1873, not, however,
to the extent that might be expected from the
general decline in prices that occurred daring
the interval ; and it is a fair inference that the
quantity of commodities exchanged between the
several nations in 1876 was greater than io 1873:

The famous Eddystone Lighthouse, concern-
ing whose safety there was much apprehension
during a recent heavy storm, has withstood the
elements for more than a century, but its round- -
ation are slowly and steadily giving way. The
sea is eating into the solid rock upon which it
was built a reer at the entrance' or Plymouth
Bay, off the coast or Cornwall, England. Tbe
position of the Eddystone Lighthouse in the
Eoglisb Channel exposes it to violent storms,
and sometimes the strong plate-glas- s of the lan-

tern has been broken by tbe dashing waves.
This light was built about 1753 by John Smealon,
who introduced a new principle of buildiug stone
lig itbouses in its construction. As it is known
that it is not ouly a question of time how long
the foundations of this structure will last, pre-
parations have been made for a new one, con-
structed on tbe same principles, to be erected
upon another point of the same reef. Work has
been commenced on the new lighthouse, which
will be 142ft. in height, and will weieh over
5,000 tons.
