J2T" The Irrigating workg on the Island of Mini,
by the California Sugar Company are being pnsbed
to completion with great vigor. It Is expected that
these works will be completed within the next
forty dsjf, when tbe company will be prepared to
irrigate about 3,000 acres of tbe land owned by
tbem. With tbe completion of tbe works, will
commence the planting of this vast area of land
with tocar cane, and In tbe coarse ol tbe next eigh-
teen months, we may expect to have added to the
tagar jleld of these islands not lesstban 12,000 tons
of sugar per annum Irom this one company. This
will give employment to several thousand work
men of all grades, and scatter a large tnm of mouey
smong our people, whilst it 111 swell tbe revenues
ot tbe Eisgdom to respectable dimensions. Tbe
success of toe California Sugar Company cannot
faH to induce other capitaliststo pal money In tbe
culture of sugar on these islands, and thus in a few
more years it is fair to presume there will cot be a
loot of cane lands unoccupied. This Is a "consum-
mation devoutly to be wished." at all events.

Opicii Shcggug. Witbis the past few days
two cases of opium smuggling have been discovered
in this port. One by the P. M. S. S. Citv of New
Tork. consisting of two cbesti with false apar- t-

mentt in tbe bottom of one, and the tides of tbe
other, Sn which were concealed about 60 tiot of
opium. The chests contained clothingand carpen-
ter's tools, evidently tbe property of a Chinaman;
but there were neither names nor acMress on the
chests, and as no one op to Ibis time has attempted
to claim ownership of tbem, tbey are confiscated
by IbeCcstom House officers for having contraband
goods in them, while the aforesaid ofBcrs remain
in blitsfal ignorance of who are the owners of the
chests, and irom the present aspect of the case, we
presume, will remain in ignorance of theabore fact,
for tbe balance ol their natnral lives.

On Friday, tbe 20tb lost., the steward cf the
schooner American Girl, cow lying at tbe wharf
and lately lrom Ssn Francisco, was detected in pos-
session of a quantity of opium, 332 tint, each tin
containing abont hall a ponnd or 111 pounds in all.
Had Ibe Mongolian steward of the American Girl,
tncceeded In lauding bis Teuture, be would have
mide a good thing oat of it, as opium commands
a hlgb price at present. At it is, be will have to
suffer Imprisonment at hard labor for bis temerity
and disregard of the ttatutea of this Kingdom, pro-
hibiting the lclrodncUon of opino. unlawfully.

The stranger sreking
pleasure or pastime, can fiud no more lovel spot
on earth than our island home, and every poiul can
be reached by the accommodation luruislied by
the tine coasting steamers Likelike, KlUuea Hou.
James Makee, and others iu the Kingdom, engaged
in tbe trade between the islands. With such in-

not be distant, when tbousaiide ot tourists will
visit tbe Hawaiiau Islands iu preference to crossing
the boisterous North Atlantic Oeeau, encountering
counties lucouveuieiices and great peril. It is
passing strange tbat so little sbuuld be known, ba-
ttle people ot tbe outside world, of the Sandwich
Islands, their resources aud scenery. No one can
visit these Islands w ithout being favorably impressed
with tbe many pleasures tbat can be crowded into
tbe space ol two or three weeks uf time, all of
which must be seen to be appreciated. These is-

lands are a rerru iucoguita to Ihose who have never
visited them, and lor some reason nr other, tbe
world bas been strangely kept iu the dark about
them for so many years, tbat but a very few persous
have any idea tbat they are anything else than the
dwelling place ol a race of semi savages, without a
history or an object of interest to gratify tbe mind
of a stranger, or excite his curiosity. Werejuice
to observe, however, tbat this state of things is
giving way to a spirit ol enquiry on the part ot
many people who, when tbey isit these Isles of
tbe Ocean, will speak ol tbe pleasures to be derived
from a visit, and who will induce others to come
and see for themselves.
